The Industrialization of America

(1860 - 1900)



I. Introduction - The Shaping of Modern America

Following the Civil War, the United States experienced a period of tremendous growth. Despite a rather painful "reconstruction" of the North and South, in the thirty years following the war, the U.S. expanded its borders to the Pacific Ocean physically; economically, the U.S. was transformed from an agricultural to an industrial nation. The Industrial Revolution marked the beginning of "Modern America".

A. Daily Life In 1860 and 1900

· Before the Civil War, America was mainly an agricultural nation. 

· In 1860 most Americans lived on farms or in small towns 

Afterward, factories and machines soon became the symbols of American life, with a belief in progress based on material well-being.

Historians refer to the period as the "Gilded Age" a term coined by Mark Twain.

Industrialization brought many positive benefits, but at a cost!

B. A Society Transformed

· Industrial Revolution - when a nation develops its simple rural economy into a complex technological urban economy requiring large investments in factories and machines. 

· Great Britain was the first industrial nation and this made it the richest and most powerful country in the world - Fr. #2 - Ger. #3 

· The U.S. began to catch up following the Civil War in 1865. 

· In 1860 the U.S. was #5 in the world with 70% of its pop. involved in farming. 

· By 1890 the U.S. was #1 in production with a diverse and self-sufficient economy. 

· 85% in North outproduced #2-#4 combined GNP grew at 4% yr 1865-1914 

· 76% more goods 36% more workers 13% more establishments 

· per capita income increased by 2% a year 

· many people did not win any gains at all 

· uneven distribution of wealth 

· Civil War - watershed 

(need for "war toys", etc.; shortage of workers led to widespread use of machines)

2. U.S. outproducing England and Germany (no. 2 and 3)

· Economic expansion altered our political, economic, and social institutions 

· growth was so fast, changes were brought about often without carefully thinking of the consequences 

(negative changes would lead to a "reform movement")

· Three Trends going on in the United States in the late 1800s - all of them interlinked 

· 1. The expansion of American Industry 

· 2. The settling of the West 

· provided new sources for raw materials 

· timber 

· iron ore 

· provided markets 

· 3. The growth of cities 

· depended on industry for growth 

· provided workers 

· provided markets 

· Railroads tied these trends together 

· Once the South seceded from the Union in 1861 northern leaders were able to pursue industrialization without Southern opposition 

· government passed laws favoring industry 

· government aided in the settlement of the west 

C. Factors that encouraged Industrial Growth or Expansion

(Brainstorm: What things would be necessary for industrial expansion?)

1. Natural Resources (especially the valuable minerals found in the West)

· The size of the U.S. provided an abundance of raw materials 

· coal 

· timber - lumber - early fuel 

· lead 

· copper 

· iron 

· petroleum 

· sulfur 

· zinc 

· Fertile soil - for raising foodstuffs and cash crops such as cotton and tobacco. 

· Swift running streams provided waterpower and early transportation systems. 

· The size of the U.S. also acted as a handicap - distance made raw materials and markets far from industrial centers. 

2. Growing Population (30m in 1860; 76m in 1900)

· A large population was necessary to provide cheap labor and a large market for new products. 

· high birth rate - slowing as more people became middle class 

· immigration 

· Self-sustaining market 

· Abundance of labor 

· the number of factory workers increased 10X 

· Cheap Labor (busted farmers, vets, women and children, immigrants) 

3. Capital from Europe (speculation), Western minerals, and Corporations

· Money - Capital to pay for changes 

· Public sacrificed - saved instead spent 

4. New Inventions
· "Age of Invention" 

· education systems 

· U.S. = home of inventions - US patent office opened in 1790 

· Between 1790 and 1860 - 36,000 patents 

· Between 1860 and 1900 - 640,000 patents 

· 1860-1900 - 1/2 million patents granted! 

· Menlo Park - the Research Lab 

· Thomas Edison came up with the idea to research ideas in many fields. 

· Edison developed 1,093 patents between 1876 and 1900. 

· Few of the advances necessary for a rapid industrial development could have been accomplished with the existing technology 

· Inventors were a critical part of the industrial revolution. 

· Technological Unemployment - loss of skilled jobs by the introduction of new machines. 

· Efficiency and Practicality 

· Productivity - the rate of output of production increased by 12X 

· Economic Stimuli 

· Momentum created by Civil War (profits; stability with less Southern opposition, high demand, introduction of large number of machines) 

5. Technological Developments
· Steam Engine - James Watt (1769) 

· Mass Production -Eli Whitney (interchangeable parts and standardization of parts) 

· Assembly Line - Swift and Ford 

· Efficiency Engineering - Frederick W. Taylor 

6. Improved Transportation 
7. Improved Communication
8. New Sources of Power (petroleum and electricity)

9. New Ways of Selling - Advertising 

10. Government Policies
11. New Business Practices (ways of doing business)

· Led to the rise of "Big Business" 

· Based on "consolidation" (purpose?) 



II. Industries and Inventions

A. The Steel Industry

· Bessemer Process - Henry Bessemer and William Kelley, made for mass quantities and lower prices ($300 a ton to $35 a ton) 

· helped to stimulate the growth in other industries 

· Iron was not strong enough for RR tracks, bridges or tall buildings 

· Henry Bessemer and William Kelly developed the open hearth process which made high grade steel affordable 

· production increased 20X 

· Pennsylvania, Ohio (coal) - Pittsburgh, Cleveland 

· Michigan, Minnesota (iron) - Detroit 

· Birmingham, Alabama 

B. The Birth of American Railroads

· 1st commercial RR - England - 1825 

· Improved Transportation Systems were required to solve the problem of size - biggest change 

· Railroads were the solution to the problem of a large nation. 

· Problems - These RR were regional in concept (35 systems) 

· few ran more than 50 miles 

· Concentrated RR in NE 

· Ignored resources and markets in the S and W 

· those going west had no cities to build to - went nowhere 

· Different lines used different tracks and gauges 

· lack of a standard gauge - distance between the rails 

· requiring inefficient loading and unloading of cargo. 

· cars from one company could not run on the tracks of other companies 

· Iron and wooden tracks were expensive to replace. 

· Steam engines run on wood, it became difficult to get enough. 

· Travel was uncomfortable (smoke) and dangerous. 

· single track - threat of collision 

· Overcompetition led to destructive RR wars. 

· First "Tycoons" (Cornelius Vanderbilt - NY Central, from NY to Chicago by 1869) 

· Cornelius Vanderbilt - New York Central - Efficient and ruthless 

· "Law! What do I care about law? Haven't I got the power?" 

· Worth $100 million. 

· ran opponents out of businesses 

· standardized gauge 

· monopolies raised rates 

· Subsidies to Railroad (encouraged others) 

· Government grants of land and subsidies to encourage growth. 

· Financing the railroad - $4.5 billion by 1880 

· Pacific Railway Act of 1862 

· Govt. gave away 200 ft. wide right of way and financial aid 

· ($60 million in loans to the Union-Pacific / Central Pacific alone) 

· Govt. gave away 40 mile wide checkerboard pattern of public domain to convince RR to build through unprofitable areas in the Great Plains 

· (176 million acres to 80 RR) 

· Built 8% of RR - got reduced rates for troops, mail, etc. 

C. The First Transcontinental Railroad

· The Kansas-Nebraska Act - 1854 

· build to new gold discoveries in California (49ers) 

· spending hampered until South seceded 

· made Chicago the center of the new Transcontinental railroad system 

· Subsidies to Railroad (encouraged others) 

· Government grants of land and subsidies to encourage growth. 

· Financing the railroad - $4.5 billion by 1880 

· Pacific Railway Act of 1862 

· Govt. gave away 200 ft. wide right of way and financial aid 

· ($60 million in loans to the Union-Pacific / Central Pacific alone) 

· Govt. gave away 40 mile wide checkerboard pattern of public domain to convince RR to build through unprofitable areas in the Great Plains 

· (176 million acres to 80 RR) 

· Built 8% of RR - got reduced rates for troops, mail, etc. 

· (RR which ran from coast to coast). 4x increase in miles of track 

· Omaha, Nebraska to Sacramento, California 

· The Big Four - Leeland Stanford, Charles Crocker, Huntington, and Hopkins 

· Central Pacific RR made them bosses in California 

· Hired 7,000 Chinese immigrants - $1 / day 

· They drove small farmers and ranchers out of business with their methods. 

· Union Pacific 

· Grenville Dodge hired Irish immigrants 

· As many as 1,200 workers died 

· Consolidation 

· Construction 

· Created jobs 

· Moved population west 

· Required increased immigration for labor (Irish and Chinese) 

· Union Pacific and Central Pacific joined at Promontory Point, Utah on May 10, 1869. 

· Bypassed towns often died. 

· Model for others (especially steel and oil) 

D. An Empire of Rails

· In 1865 the U.S. was the leading nation in terms of miles of track by 1900 had more than Europe 

· RR Transportation (created a "National Market") - distribution system 

· (135,000 mi. 1860-1890), many improvements 

· (steel rails, luxuries, standard gauge - 4 feet eight 1/2 inches, saved time) 

· George Pullman - sleeping car - 1864. 

· George Westinghouse - air brake - 1868. 

· Elisha Otis - elevator - 1852 - to make loading easier. 

· This devise eventually was used to make living in tall buildings more tolerable 

· thus allowing more people to live in a smaller space. 

· Refrigerator car - 1867 

· Cities began to grow and develop as improved transportation allowed more food to be brought to the city each day allowing more people to live in one place. 

· More people meant a need for more jobs and the RR solved this problem by bringing in raw materials which allowed the creation of more industries. 

· Advantages of the RR 

· Direct routes 

· Greater speed - 25x horse and wagon 

· Greater safety and comfort 

· Dependable schedules - time zones 

· Larger volume of traffic 

· Year round use 

· ended isolation of towns and linked nation 

· Increased interdependence and specialization 

· Other Transcontinental RR 

· Northern Pacific - 1883 - Minn. to Oregon 

· Santa Fe - 1884 - KC to LA 

· Texas Southern Pacific - 1884 - SF/LA to NO 

· Great Northern - 1893 - Minneapolis to Seattle 

· James D. Hill - The Great Northern RR 

· used no land grants or cash subsidies. 

· Provided free transportation west in order to create markets; gave easy credit to get new businesses started; gave agricultural advice to help farmers survive. 

· Set an example for other industries 

· Finance 

· Labor relations 

· Management 

· Competition 

· Government regulation 

· The Money Power - large amounts of money invested to consolidate 

· (1894-1898) avoid collapse 

· Investment Banking - J.P. Morgan used money deposited in banks as capital to take over businesses. 

· J.P. Morgan and Union Pacific President - Edward H.Harriman took control of every RR except the Great Northern they used interlocking directorates to eliminate competition this led to a gradual reduction in prices. 

· Reduced individual freedom and opportunity. 

· nationalized, centralized, made efficient 

· Corruption - Waste 

· Monopolies - lack of competition 

· Used Cartels or Pools - secret agreements to limit production to increase prices. 

· RR charged high prices on wheat, corn, and livestock (long haul vs. short haul) 

· RR also controlled storage facilities - grain elevators often delayed transportation to make a bigger profit. 

· Rebates were given to large industries to get their business secretly and prices were raised for small dependent users to pay for this 

E. Energy from Oil

· Oil viewed as a problem until 1859 

· Benjamin Silliman (Yale) 

· practical use (1855) 

· discovered that kerosene could be used to replace whale oil in lamps. 

· Biggest uses came after his death - auto, plane 

· Edwin Drake - developed drill and pump-drilled first oil well in Titusville, PA (1859) 

· could also be used as a lubricant 

· true value not recognized until the internal combustion engine 

· internal combustion engine - 1876 by Dr. N.A. Otto, a German 

· Automobile - 1908 - Henry Ford began mass production of the Model T 

E. Energy from Electricity

· Michael Faraday and Joseph Henry - 1831 

· discovered the principle behind the dynamo - electric generator 

· electricity to run factories 

· Lighting provided longer work hours 

· Thomas Edison 
· 1879 - incandescent light bulb 

· 1882 - first electric power plant - NYC 

· George Westinghouse - Alternating Current - able to be used over long distances 

· An industrial revolution could not occur as quickly without these new sources of power 

F. The Telephone and Telegraph

· Communication 

· Telegraph - Samuel F.B. Morse - 1837 

· Western Union (1844) 

· consolidation by Western Union took time - modeled after RR 

· Transatlantic Cable - Cyrus Fields (1866) 

· Telephone - Alexander Graham Bell - AT&T (1876) 

· It took years to connect the country together, however by 1892 cities in the East and Midwest were connected and this sped up business transactions between industries. 

· Typewriter - Christopher Sholes -1875 

· Remington sped up business transactions. 

· Thomas Edison - the motion picture projector and the phonograph were the beginnings of new industries which would later be used to advertise new products and to create new markets. 

· Radio - Guglielmo Marconi (1896) invented the "Wire-less Telegraph" (could send and receive via electromagnetic, or "radio" waves); Lee De Forest (1906) invented the "vacuum tube" (enabled broadcasts of signal to be detected and amplified by a radio receiver) 

· 1925 - the TV tube by a Russian, Vladimir Zworykin) 



III. The Rise of Big Business

A. Corporations

· Corporation - a business organization formed by a group of people who are given permission by the state government to sell stock in the company to the public. 

· capital is then used to run the company 

· stockholders are paid a portion of the profits - called dividends 

· ("artificial" legal person - 14th Amendment.) 

· Replaced or improved Old Ways - Proprietorship and Partnership 

· Weakness of old forms of business organizations: single proprietor, and partnership. 

· inability to raise large sums of money. 

· risk of losing everything. 

· disruption of business upon death of owner. 

· Three advantages - Encouraged competition 

· 1. Can raise capital 

· ($ invested in businesses for the purpose of making $) 

· could raise enough $ to create large companies by selling stock. 

· Economies of Scale - the more units of a product a company makes the less it costs to make each unit 

· 2. Limited Liability 

· (stockholders' assets cannot be seized to satisfy claim against corporation) 

· If a corporation goes bankrupt the most a stockholder can lose is the money he paid for the stock. Personal assets cannot be claimed by creditors to repay loses. 

· Corporations are treated as if they were individual persons, therefore the civil rights of the company are protected by the 14th amendment 

· As a legal "person", it was protected by the 14th Amendment 

· Since corporations could not be sent to jail this also meant that it was very hard to punish companies for breaking the law. 

· (had to obtain a state charter to begin one) 

· This encourages people to invest in corporations 

· otherwise concentration of wealth would have slowed revolution 

· the richer you were the less likely you would be to risk it all on a new invention 

· 3. Has perpetual life 

· The corporation does not come to an end with the death of an owner, the stock is inherited. 

· An investor may withdraw from the corporation by selling his shares (transferability). 

B. The Case of Standard Oil

· John D. Rockefeller - consolidate industry 

· entered the oil business in 1862 

· created Standard Oil Company - 1870 

· Captain of Industry - contributed to the building of America 

· Vertical Integration gaining control of different types of businesses at each stage in the production of a finished good 

· drilling wells (he paid cost - his competitors paid cost + profit) 

· timberland 

· barrel plants 

· refineries 

· warehouses and docks 

· transportation systems 

· pipelines 

· fleets of tankers 

· RR tank cars 

· sales 

· kerosene shops 

· lubricant shops - Vaseline 

· gas stations 

· Individual departments were able to specialize 

· purchasing 

· oil inspection 

· foreign shipping and sales 

· legal affairs 

· cost accounting 

· The result was lower prices and better quality - Vertical integration benefited customers 

· Robber Baron - became the most hated man in America 

· Horizontal Integration - combining or gaining control of most of the companies at the strategic stage of an industry in order to control the industry (monopoly) 

· Rockefeller was the first to use the RR rebate system to get a better deal from the RR by guaranteeing large shipments in order to get a special rate so that he could drive competitors out of business. 

· Rockefeller enjoyed price wars to destroy competitors. 

· Rockefeller used any means necessary to gain control 

· Bought out competitors, especially during depressions when the prices were low. 

· paid workers the least he could get away with 

· in order to keep costs down 

· leading to very low pay and bad working conditions. 

· one of the 1st billion dollar corporations 

· Rockefeller controlled 90% of oil refineries in the U.S. by 1879 

· once he had control he was able to raise his prices to recover losses 

· Standard Oil Trust - 1882 - the first trust controlled by John D. Rockefeller. 

· Other trusts copied Standard Oil and the public became concerned with the decline in competition. 

· Trusts - similar to corporations except that the owners held trust certificates instead of stock. 

· Trust certificates enabled the owner to collect profits just like stock, however actual control of the way the company was run was left to the board of trustees. This allowed wealthy men to control companies that they did not own by creating trusts and making themselves trustees. 

· Therefore no monopoly. 

C. Captains of Industry

· genius 

· dedication 

· ruthlessness 

· talent 

· inventiveness 

· luck 

D. Andrew Carnegie's World of Steel

· Andrew Carnegie - consolidated the industry 

· Scotish Immigrant 

· worked his way up from the bottom despite prejudice 

· Captain of Industry - contributed to America 

· Andrew Carnegie developed the steel industry by reducing costs 

· Mass Production - First developed by Eli Whitney - 1800 - with the use of interchangeable parts 

· Carnegie used it to reduce costs ($56 to $11.50) 

· Open Hearth Process (Bessemer Process) to make steel cheaper. 

· Steel was used to make other machines which could not be made using iron 

· lathes 

· drills 

· presses 

· Vertical Integration gaining control of different types of businesses at each stage in the production of a finished good 

· smelting co. - blast furnaces separated the metal from its ore 

· another co made the steel into slabs 

· rolling co. - made the slabs into sheets 

· Individual departments were able to specialize 

· purchasing 

· research - find the best methods at each stage 

· foreign shipping and sales 

· legal affairs 

· cost accounting 

· Carnegie owned his own iron and coal mines as well as many RR lines 

· Robber Baron - helped to create inequities in America 

· Horizontal Integration - Bought out competitors, especially during depressions when the prices were low. 

· Often undersold competitors in order to drive them out of business. 

· Carnegie paid workers the least he could get away with in order to keep costs down leading to very low pay and bad working conditions. 

· By 1900 Carnegie Steel produced 25% of all steel in the U.S. 

· J.P. Morgan - investment banker - richest man in the world 

· controlled 60% of the steel industry 

· J.P. Morgan bought Carnegie out for $500 million in cash (Monopoly) 

· Used holding company concept to create U.S. Steel 

· U.S. Steel in 1901 (one of the first billion dollar companies) 

"Vertical Integration"

· purchasing different types of businesses at each stage of production, from the ground up (Rockefeller and Standard Oil) or (Carnegie Steel) 

· Advantages - mass production, wide distribution, efficiency, cheaper 

"Horizontal Integration"

· control of all businesses at the critical stage of production, the stage where the greatest profit could be realized; one would "expand" in a particular area of production - often called a Monopoly (Carnegie-Steel) or (Standard Oil) 

· Disadvantages - eliminate competition, power over consumer and laborer, influence gov't, concentration of wealth into a few hands 

E. Kellogg, Post, and the Cereal Wars

· Dr. John Harvey Kellogg 

· Battle Creek, Michigan 

· Seventh Day Adventists Sanitarium 

· health food 

· brother W.K. Kellogg formed the company in 1906 

· C.W. Post came to Battle Creek to compete with Kellogg 

· both companies used creative advertising and promotions to sell their product 

G. The Food Industry did improve diets for workers in the city 

· Gail Borden - 1856 

· canned milk allowed transportation of milk to areas off the farm. 

· H.J. Heinz 

· marketed preserved foods including ketchup in cities 

· replacing the time consuming process of canning. 

· General Mills and Ralston-Purina 

· developed flour processing plants put many local millers out of business. 

· Chicago meat-packing industry 

· Philip D. Armour - disassembly line - reduced waste and prices while creating city jobs which were quite dangerous. 

· Gustavus Swift - 1881 - developed the refrigerator RR car to ship meat. 

· Only vegetables were local and therefore more difficult to get in the cities. 

· Fannie Farmer - Boston Cooking School Cookbook - 1896 

· established standardized measurements in cooking (teaspoon, tablespoon, cup). 

F. Isaac Singer and the Sewing Machine

· Sewing machine invented by Frenchman in 1830 

· Improved by Elias Howe in 1846 

· over 200 different versions - little success 

· Isaac Singer - 1851 version 

· patent wars - legal battles over who owned the various patents for a given product 

· Howe won the battle 

· In order to make money Singer had to market his product well 

· clothing manufacturers 

· housewives 

· Singer set up stores to provide service as well as sell the machine 

· Installment Plan - allowed people to pay a small sum of money over several months 

· Had to periodically come up with new features in order to be able to continue 

G. Other methods of selling

· "General Store" and "Specialty Stores" gave way to new ways of selling merchandise 

· Department Stores (H.R. Macy and Co. - 1858), 

· Chain Stores (A & P -1859, Woolworth's -1879), 

· Mail-Order Houses 

· Montgomery Ward - 1872 

· Sears & Roebuck - 1895 

· Advertising - newspapers and magazines, then radio (helped create "mass demand") 

· Packaging (no need to cut, measure, weigh articles) 



IV. Government and Business

A. Laissez-Faire Capitalism

· Laissez-Faire - hands off policy of leaving business alone and letting it regulate itself 

· Adam Smith developed this idea arguing that uncontrolled competition was free enterprise 

· Adam Smith ("Invisible Hand") - Supply and Demand - Competition 

· would mean better products 

· at lower prices 

· would contol behavior of companies 

· if they misbehave we will buy from somebody else 

· Options 

· no gov't interference in business - largely the policy until the Civil War 

· should gov't actually protect business? 

· or should it side with workers? 

· or should it side with customers? 

· There were programs to support Big Business 

A. The Morrill Tariff - 1861

· Protective Tariff - high tariff - revised it upward to 46% by 1870 

· Levied high tariffs to protect manufacturing from foreign competition 

· Show the export-import tables 

· Government ran surpluses 

· Show Government expenditures tables - could have been active 

· Show Government debt - did as little as possible 

· Government was slow to respond to the problems created because of laissez faire 

· No corporate or personal income tax 

· Businesses could make huge profits 

· charging far more than their product was worth 

· Tariffs eliminated competition - violates laissez-faire in favor of big business 

· Customers were not happy - had to buy higher priced items 

B. Banking

· National Banking Act - 1863 

· created a system of federally licensed banks 

· state rules did not require adequate cash reserves 

· state banks had issued some 7,000 different notes 

· difficulty in doing business in different states 

· inflation 

· a way to increase capital (member banks had to put 1/3 of their assets into U.S. bonds) 

· provided a "uniform currency" - National Bank Notes 

· made it easier to have Interstate Commerce - business across state lines 

· the government kept the amount of money low - value high 

· The West and South were not happy - felt that the banking system was controlled by the East 

C. Education

· The Morrill Act - 1862 

· designed to fix a major problem with public education 

· which would assist big business in the long run 

· created public universities that focused on agriculture and business 

· gave each state federal land to be used to set up public land grant institutions 

· Texas A&M - 1876 

· sponsored research 

· American work force became better educated 

D. Postal Reform

· 1863 - city mail delivery began 

· 1896 - RFD - Rural Free Delivery began 

· Sears / Montgomery Wards - catalogs 

· 1913 - parcel delivery 

E. Government Incentives to Business

· Subsidies - payments to support business 

· tax breaks to factories from states and cities 

· Subsidies to Railroad (encouraged others) 

· Government grants of land and subsidies to encourage growth. 

· Financing the railroad - $4.5 billion by 1880 

· Pacific Railway Act of 1862 

· Govt. gave away 200 ft. wide right of way and financial aid 

· ($60 million in loans to the Union-Pacific / Central Pacific alone) 

· Govt. gave away 40 mile wide checkerboard pattern of public domain to convince RR to build through unprofitable areas in the Great Plains 

· (176 million acres to 80 RR) 

· Built 8% of RR - got reduced rates for troops, mail, etc. 

· Rest of public domain was reserved for the Homestead Act to encourage immigration 

· Indian Concentration 

F. Is Bigger Better?

· Tactics of Robber Barons included 

· illegal stock transactions 

· bribery of politicians 

· ruthless dealings with competitors 

· Erie Wars 

· Jay Gould - Dishonest, lacked concern for public welfare 

· illegally flooded the market with thousands of shares of stock 

· made those who already owned stock lose money 

· Gold Corner 

· James Fisk and Jay Gould 

· bought gold 

· convinced US Grant to take governments gold off the market 

· this drove the price of gold up 

· they then sold their gold 

· Government found out and put their gold back on the market dropping the price of gold 

· Fisk and Gould made $11 million 

· average investor went broke 

· Pools - an agreement among several firms to control their output and divide up the market 

· Trusts - a group of companies whose stock was controlled by a central board of directors 

· goal - eliminate competition 

· Trust Companies - and other attempts to reduce competition (grew out of fierce competition) 

· Pool (fix prices, define sales territory) 

· Trust (1879) - Standard Oil (1882) 40 oil companies into one! ; it was the richest and a model for others) 

· Angered small businesses and consumers 

· Lots of abuses, led to the public demand for regulation 

G. Corporations and the Courts

· Wabash v. Illinois - 1886 

· court ruled that states could not regulate RR movement across state lines 

· Interstate (as opposed to intrastate) trade could only be regulated by Congress 

· Santa Clara County v. Southern Pacific RR Co. - 1886 

· concerned the 14th Amendment 

· Supreme Court declared that it protected corporations as a legal person 

· Reasonable treatment of the RR was left to judges to decide 

H. Early Federal Regulations

· Interstate Commerce Act - 1887 

· RR 1st industry to be regulated - required to provide reasonable and just rates 

· ICC created - it had little power at first. 

· Courts favored RR - 16 of 17 cases between 1887 and 1906 when ICC was reformed 

· Mergers and interlocking directorates were able to avoid the law 

· Prohibited rate discrimination 

· First exception to Laissez-Faire government 

· Sherman Anti-Trust Act - 1890 - outlawed restraint of trade. 

· "In restraint of trade" (stifling competition) 

· vague wording allowed the courts to continue to side with the rich. 

· Too vague to enforce (used against unions) - lacked clarity 

· penalties harsh 

· corporate officials could be jailed 

· triple damages awarded if case is lost 

· monopolies could be broken up 

· It was not very successful in stopping harsh businesses practices. 

· It was important because it set an example for future anti-trust laws. 

· Rockefeller got around this by using Holding Co. 

· Holding Company (1887) - company did not engage in producing a product, it merely "held" stock 

· His oil company bought controlling interest in competing companies 

· Exception to Laissez-Faire government 



V. Results of Industrial Growth

· New Industrial Products and Services 

· Higher Standard of Living - more goods available 

· Great Fortunes - Philanthropy 

· Growth of Cities 

· Increased World Trade and Imperialism 

· Problems 

· preventing monopoly 

· protecting consumers and small businessmen 

· improve standard of living for workers 

· maintain effective banking and taxing systems 

· city problems 

The Effects of Industrialization - Brainstorm

· Enhanced our national wealth 

· Raised standard of living 

· Sped up urbanization (factories and jobs) 

· Encouraged immigration (workers) and immigration restrictions (Nativism) 

· Population boom 

· Created mechanization and "technological unemployment" 

· Led to a concentration of wealth and power 

· Inventions created a better quality of life 

· Exploitation of workers spurred unionization 

· Produced cycles of prosperity and depression 

· Modified social institutions (family, education, religion) 

· Led to corruption of politics 

· Helped plunge U.S. into world affairs (business reasons) 

· Overshadowed politics, making it less important 

· Beginning of government regulation 

· Created many social problems 

· Led to a reform movement (to clean up abuses) 

· Beginning of a "money economy" 

· Movement to clean up cities and help urban poor (Social Gospel) 

· Others? 

Categorize into political, economic, and social areas

Industrialization brought many changes to the United States.

Some historians say that such rapid industrialization came at a heavy price.

Our next unit will deal with attempts to correct some of the abuses associated with industrialization GILDED AGE

Impact of the Industrial Revolution

· Resulted in "new wealth" 

· Traditional wealth = land and its produce 

· "new wealth" was limitless in earning potential. 

· Could this wealth be "concentrated"? 

· Led to "debate": 

· Was "big business" and its practices justified or not? 

· Were the 19th century "tycoons" "Captains of Industry" or "Robber Barons"?

(1860 - 1900)



I. The Geography of the Frontier

Frontier - an imaginary line dividing civilization from wilderness

· (census bureau definition - 6 people/sq. mi.) 

· A. How does geography influence settlement? 

· B. Location of the frontier moved over time 

· a. 1607-1789 : Appalachian Mts. 

· b. 1789-1849 : Mississippi River 

· c. 1849-1865 : Moving east from California 

· d. 1865-1890 : Great Plains 

· 500 mi. wide region located between the Mississippi River and the Rocky Mts. 

· soil is fertile/level and treeless/little rainfall 

· last area to be settled 

· environment made it almost impossible to settle 

· (sod, buffalo, Indians) 

· called the Great American Desert 

· C. From 1607 to 1890 the frontier has had a tremendous impact on forging our national character 

· and has played a key role in history 

· D. 1890+ Frontier closed had to look elsewhere (expansion, oceans, space) 



II. Reasons for Westward Expansion

· A. Economic - land of opportunity 

· 1. Horace Greeley - "Go west young man." 

· 2. Factory workers looking to strike it big 

· 3. Women and Blacks looking for equal economic opportunity 

· 4. Land provided main opportunity 

· a. Mining - discover the mother lode and become wealthy 

· b. Ranching - successful cattle drives returned 10x investment 

· c. Farming - large amounts of free/cheap land provided the age old dream of economic independence 

· B. Social Equality 

· 1. No rigid class distinctions - improving standing on "social ladder" 

· a. Appealed to blacks escaping black codes and Jim Crow laws 

· b. Women and the poor sought escape from a developing class system which left them on the bottom 

· 2. Old Immigrants sought equality of opportunity here 

· 3. Adventure and fame of discovery 

· 4. Mormons escaping religious persecution - 40,000 in Utah by 1865 

· 5. Manifest Destiny 

· 6. Population boom - 2x = overcrowding in the east 

· C. Political Democracy 

· 1. Scalawags and Carpetbaggers looking for fresh opportunity after Reconstruction 

· 2. Mugwumps and Googoos looking for a place to introduce good government without political machine interference (terms used in Gilded Age Unit) - escape corruption 

· 3. Blacks escaping KKK pressure (Poll Taxes, etc.) 

· 4. Women looking for the opportunity to prove self - Wyoming - first to give women vote 

· Focus on the development of civilization! 

· The Civil War provided the catalyst to create rapid westward expansion 

· 1. disruption, free land, trans = rr, heavy immigration 

· government encouraged people to go west 

· needed food and raw materials 

· 2. 1865 - 1890 west rapidly settled 

· ex-soldiers looking for a fresh start

· A. Lewis and Clark - 1803 - Louisiana Purchase 

· B. Mountain Men - Created maps, stories, and interest, but no civilization 

· Jedediah Smith / John C. Fremont / Kit Carson

I. The Conquest of the Indians

A. Background to Hostilities

· Differences - Could they have coexisted? 

· Concept of land ownership 

· Communal/Tribal ownership vs. Individual Ownership 

· Language, Religion, Ways of life, view of nature 

· Feelings of Superiority used to justify robbing Indians and forcing them to change 

· Indians valued - bravery and generosity 

· Culture - Man hunted, women grew food 

· Indian Removal Act - 1830 - Andrew Jackson (later Dakota territory) 

· Trail of Tears to Oklahoma - Indian Territory 

· wars, bribes, lies removed the Indians 

· despite Supreme Court decisions allowing them to stay 

· By 1831-32 Sup.Ct. characterized Indians as domestic dependent nations 

· By 1838 the Indians had been moved west of the Mississippi 

· The Great Plains were viewed as one big reservation 

· Fort Laramie Council - 1851 - 1st agreement between the US govt. and the Plains Indians 

· Plains Indians - 225,000 Indians total 

· Sioux, Apache, Cheyenne, Comanche, Nez Perce 

· Lifestyle based on the buffalo - nomadic (no horses before Spanish came) 

· mobility created by the horse had led to increased tribal contact 

· Tribal wars were conducted to steal horses and to prove individual worth 

· They did not fight to exterminate their enemies or to claim territory 

· First extensive contact came with Manifest Destiny in the 1840s 

· By the mid 1840s settlers headed to California and Oregon 

· relations were generally friendly and free passage was allowed 

· disruption of the migratory path of the buffalo 

· began to create tensions between Indian tribes and the settlers 

· Discovery of gold sent 20,000 across the Great Plains in 1849 alone 

· disease 

· starvation 

· created desperation 

· Concentration Policy - Indians must stay in clearly defined areas apart from white civilization 

· US government would compensate for the destruction of 

· grass 

· timber 

· buffalo 

· with annual payments of goods and services 

· Failed for two reasons 

· dependence on the buffalo meant that the Indians failed to stay inside boundaries 

· discovery of gold - Colorado - 1858 

· sent a second surge of people into the area - taking lands 

· followed by ranchers and farmers 

· had postponed the problem until after the Civil War 

· Indians took both sides in the Civil War 

· Indians and whites were thus fighting each other when the war ended 

· Indians blamed government officials for cheating, robbing them, and breaking promises 

B. Conflict on the Plains

· Indian Wars - 1860 to 1890 

· Many were fought 

· Cost $100,000,000 or $1000 per Indian killed in the 1860s alone

· Sandy Creek Massacre - 1864 

· Cheyenne Indians led by Black Kettle assured safety on reservation 

· army heard rumors of Indian violence started by whites who wanted land 

· as a result of gold discoveries on reservation land - Colorado - 1858 

· Indian braves were away hunting 

· army led by Col. John M. Chivington surrounded camp and 

· wiped it out despite attempts to surrender 

· 450 Indians killed 

· 105 women and children and 28 old men were killed 

· Significance - convinced many tribes to fight rather than negotiate 

· First Sioux War (1862 - 1867) 

· Fetterman massacre - 1866 

· Red Cloud and the Sioux massacred 82 soldiers led by Fetterman 

· soldiers sent to control Indians fighting the building of a road through their reservation 

· Significance 

· Led whites to create a peace commission - 1867-68 - to propose a solution 

· Accepted that whites would now occupy most of the West 

· Two options were considered 

· Reservation Policy - tightened the previous concentration policy 

· Francis A. Walker - commissioner for Indian Affairs - 1872 

· buy the "savages" off with promises of food and gifts 

· move them onto smaller reservations in the western half of 

· South Dakota 

· Oklahoma 

· teach them the "civilized" ways of white society 

· agriculture 

· mechanics 

· teaching them would require "rigid reformatory discipline" 

· thus these places would resemble prisons more than schools 

· Indians should "yield or perish" 

· Some Indians agreed to move to reservations 

· Others refused - for another 6 years these Indians continued to battle army troops 

· Extermination Policy - General Philip Sheridan 

· "All who cling to their old hunting ground are hostile and will remain so till killed off" 

· "The more we can kill this year, the less will have to be killed the next war." 

· Introduced the new tactic of winter campaigning - 1867 

· The intent was to seek out the Indians during the winter 

· when they divided into small groups 

· this would make it easier to exterminate them 

· Role of the Transcontinental RR 

· Union - Pacific RR / Central - Pacific RR completed in 1869 

· RR needed right of way through Indian lands 

· needed to be able to bring large numbers of settlers to the region to ensure profitability 

· Upsetting the traditional migratory paths of buffalo herds - rr 

· Buffalo Bill Cody - hired by the railroads to eliminate the problem 

· Tracks were destroyed by herds 

· Slaying buffaloes for pelts and sport 

· Then as a policy to remove the Indians - by starvation 

· 65 million existed in the early 1800's / 15+ million still existed in 1865 

· By 1891 only 551 remained 

· Reservation Policy replaced Concentration Policy 

· some Sioux refused to move to the reservations 

C. The End of the Indian Wars

· Battle of Little of Big Horn, Montana - 7/25/76 

· caused by miners trespassing into Sioux territory after gold (Black Hills) 

· discovered in 1875 

· on land promised to Red Cloud "forever" in a treaty signed in 1866 

· Sitting Bull (Sioux Chief) and Crazy Horse v. (US Army) 

· General George Armstrong Custer 
· ignored orders and was trapped (265 vs. 4000 - all killed) 

· Significance 

· Last major Indian victory 

· convinced many whites of the need to wipe them out 

· reinforced support for the Extermination Policy 

· Nez Perce and Chief Joseph - 1877 

· Treaty guaranteed land to the peaceful Nez Perce "forever" 

· Told they would have to go to Oklahoma 

· Chief Joseph chose to go to Canada instead 

· All of tribe covered 1300 miles on foot through the Rockies 

· 200 warriors won 3 separate battles against 6 US armies 

· tribe surrounded 30 miles from Canadian border sent to Oklahoma 

· Most were dead of starvation within 2 years 

· Geronimo - 1860-1886 

· led Apache raids from Mexico into the US (Texas) 

· eventually captured 

· General Sherman 

· Wounded Knee Massacre (South Dakota) - 12/29/1890 

· Indians began practicing Ghost Dance religion 

· prophet Wovoka predicted that natural disasters would eliminate the white race 

· mixed Indian and Christian beliefs 

· sense of worth and afterlife 

· discouraged hostile action against whites - but scared them anyway 

· US Cavalry led by Major Whiteside 

· came to arrest Sitting Bull 

· Sitting Bull was killed and some of the Sioux fled the reservation 

· motive for attack - fear of the religious movement 

· army chased those who left the reservation 

· surrounded the Sioux camp 

· the Indians agreed to surrender, but their was a struggle over weapons 

· and the army attacked using Gatling guns 

· 200 men, women and children were killed, 24 soldiers died - last Indian battle 

D. A Way of Life Destroyed

· In 1871 Congress ended the practice of treating the tribes as sovereign nations 

· attempted to undermine tribal integrity 

· undermine the prestige of tribal leaders 

· By 1880's confined to reservations 

· Treatment was very poor 

· more Indians died from white man's diseases 

· and malnutrition than were killed in the wars 

· Could no longer resist - no longer free or independent 

· Massacre of buffalo herds made starvation the key weapon 

· Became wards - dependent on the government 

· food 

· clothing 

· shelter 

· legal protection 

· Bureau of Indian Affairs - Indian agents were corrupt and unsympathetic 

· William W. Belknap - Secretary of War under Grant 

· accepted bribes from traders - designed to cheat the Indians 

E. The Dawes Act

· Improved Indian Treatment 

· A Century of Dishonor by Helen Hunt Jackson, 1881 

· revealed the shameful treatment of the Indians led to Dawes Act 

· reservations, wards 

· those who sought to take advantage still controlled the system 

· Dawes Allotment Act - 1887 - similar to Homestead Act 

· Americanization - assimilation - to be absorbed into white culture 

· divided reservations into 160-acre farms (47 million acres) 

· distribute the land to private individuals 

· hoped to change Indian concepts of land ownership 

· hold out the lure of private ownership 

· dissolved the tribes 

· Christianize them 

· create reservation schools 

· given American citizenship 

· if you became a farmer and gave up tribal practices for 25 yrs. 

· lands were poor - Indians were unskilled farmers 

· Miners and speculators were allowed to buy all land left over (90 million acres) 

· after reservation breakup - Indians lost 60% of their land 

· Oklahoma Sooners - 1889 

· 50,000 settlers rushed into Oklahoma 

· pistol shot at noon - April 22 

· Snyder Indian Citizenship Act - 1924 

· Congress grants full citizenship and voting rights to all Native Americans 

· Wheeler-Howard Indian Reorganization Act - 1934 

· Ended land allotments restored surplus and repurchased Indian lands 

· tribes formed corporations 

· provided elected tribal councils 

· reversed trends - a step backward for Americanized Indians 

· Indian Termination Policy - 1953 to 1970's 

· legacy - illness 

· alcoholism 

· unemployment 

· dropouts 



II. The Cowboys and the Ranchers

A. Start of the Cattle Industry

· A. Long Drives - driving 1,000s of cattle from Texas to Kansas to the nearest RR (1,000 mi.) 

· cattle populations had ballooned in Texas during the Civil War 

· the Union had cut off the South from Texas 

· Open range - unowned Great Plains were crossed free of charge 

· 1. Joseph McCoy - 1867 - 1st cattle drive linked cattle trails to RR 

· 2. Abilene, Kansas = first cow town or railhead 

· 3. Cattle worth $5/head in Texas was worth $40/head in Kansas 

· 4. Chicago meat packers made even more shipping beef to cities in the north 

· a. Swift 

· b. Armour 

· 5. $20/head = break even point due to losses and expenses 

· B. Cattle Trails 

· 1. Shawnee Trail - Sedalia, Missouri - (1866 - 260,000 head on one trip) 1st 

· 2. Chisholm Trail - San Antonio to Abilene and Ellsworth 

· (1.46 million from 1867 to 1871) biggest 

· 3. Western Trail - Bandera to Ogallala, Neb. 

· trails moved west as the farmers fenced the range - Dodge City 

· 4. Goodnight-Loving Trail - San Angelo to Pueblo, Col. /Denver / Cheyenne, Wyoming (ave. herd 2-5,000) 

· C. Cowboys 

· 1. Few were over 20 yrs. old 

· 2. All of the following groups were cowboys - 1/3 Spanish and black 

· 3. $1/day no where to spend it 

· 4. boring job/difficult and dangerous/homosexual aspect 

· 5. Describe long drive 

· 6. Samuel Colt - Colt 45 

· 7. Our image - EZC Judson (Ned Buntline) - Western glorification 

· Wyatt Earp 

· Wild Bill Hickok 

B. Ranching as a Big Business

· A. Causes of the collapse by the 1880s 

· 1. oversupplied market - drove the prices down - $8 a head 

· 2. overgrazing of the open range 

· destroyed the environment 

· turned prairie into deserts of sagebrush and weeds 

· 3. cattle lost weight along the way 

· 4. farmers fenced in the open range - barbed wire - Joseph Glidden 

· 5. range wars - farmers v. ranchers 

· 6. severe weather - 1885-1887 harsh winters - dry summers - destroyed entire herds 

· 7. Railroads stretched into Texas ending the cattle drives 

· ranches were moved further north 

· 8. big businessmen took over cattle industry marking the beginning of cattle ranches 

· new breeds of cattle 

· fenced in herds feed grain in the winters 



III. Farming the Frontier

A. Who Were the Settlers?

· A. Before the Civil War farmers led the settlement of the west 

· 1. Exhausted land in east and south still motivated war veterans 

· 2. After the war however they lagged behind - The Great American Desert 

· B. After the Civil War new factors motivated farmers to settle 

· 1. Miners / Ranchers moved to the forefront of the settlement of the west after the Civil War 

· farmers came only after the others had settled the area 

· disliked by everyone there ahead of them 

· 2. Easterners and Europeans 

· respond to advertising campaigns by steamship companies 

· and transcontinental rr 

· 3. RR built to profit from mining and cattle 

· brought farmers 

· and gave them a way to get their product to market 

· C. Benjamin "Pap" Singleton - Exodus of 1879 

· 15,000 Exodusters - migration of poor southern blacks 

· Kansas and Nebraska 

· D. Old Immigrants - from Western Europe 

· most from Germany, British Isles, Canada (also Scandinavia, Czech., Poland) 

· lured by railroad companies to build RR in exchange for land 

· "This is the sole remaining section of paradise in the western world" 

· "All the wild romances of the gorgeous orient dwindle into nothing when compared to the everyday realities of the Dakota's progress." 

B. Encouraging Settlement

· Land Grants - the idea of exploiting the resources of the environment 

· Southern States had blocked the US government from giving large grants of land 

· they seceded in 1861 

· Acts were passed to help the average citizen start a new life on the frontier 

· Speculators often bought the land and resold it at a profit 

· Homestead Act - 1862 

· a. passed to encourage farmers to move west 

· b. granted free federal land to settlers over 21 

· c. 160 acres free 

· must live on it for 5 yrs. 

· and make improvements 

· or live on it for 6 months and pay $1.25/acre 

· d. too little land - needed twice that 

· land was often less desirable than that owned by the RR 

· most settlers bought land instead 

· cost was often $500 for a good quarter section 

· machinery often cost $700 

· farmers often (20%+) forced to lease land due to lack of capital 

· e. By 1900 2/3 had failed - about 400,000 succeeded 

· "In God We Trusted: In Kansas We Busted." 

· Many returned east 

· 1873 - Timber Culture Act 

· 160 more acres 

· if trees planted on at least 40 acres 

· 1877 - Desert Land Act 

· 640 acres 

· $1.25/acre 

· required to irrigate land within 3 years 

· 1878 - Timber and Stone Act - $2.50/acre 

· allowed the sale of 160 acre plots which were unfit for agriculture - valuable chiefly for timber 

· Timber companies hired men to register for the land and then turn it over to the company 

· 3.5 million acres - most went into corporate hands 

· Military Outposts 

· to protect settlers 

· and to build roads 

· Department of Agriculture - 1862 

· research into crops that could grow in the dry conditions 

· Russian wheat 

· taught new farming techniques 

· Dry Farming 

· Deep plowing techniques 

· Hatch Act of 1887 

· Experiment Stations created 

· worked to solve problems facing farmers 

C. Life on the Farm

· Sod Houses - thickly matted soil 

· because there was so little timber 

· dirt floors 

· mud-plastered walls 

· often built into the side of a hill - when possible 

· cow chips for fuel 

· loneliness was a major problem 

· no society 

· Giants of the Earth - 1927 - O.E. Rolvaag 

· immigrant farmers wife driven to madness and death 

· O Pioneers! - 1913 - Willa Cather 

· showed both the harshness and the appeal of the prairie 

· letters and diaries - many positive images of the frontier 

D. New Technology

· New Inventions 

· Windmills - water 

· Barbed Wire - Joseph Glidden - 1874 

· necessary because there was so little timber for fencing 

· John Deere - steel plow - 1837 

· James Oliver - 1857 

· new type of plow able to break tough sod 

· enabled farmers to take advantage of fertile soil 

· once considered the Great Sodbuster 

· 1880 - lister 

· double plow - could be pulled by horses 

· Environmental Damage 

· Deep plowing and the cutting of the soil for sod houses caused environmental damage 

· soil erosion 

· eventually dust bowl (1930s) 

· Lowering of the water table 

· Cutting of trees in other regions to build the RR and to meet other needs 

E. Large-scale Farming

· Thomas Jefferson Vision of a rural agricultural America 

· described the farmer as the "deposit for substantial and genuine virtue" 

· saw farmers as necessary for the health of the republic 

· yeoman farmers - small town rural America 

· Currier and Ives prints 

· implied that there need be no conflict between the new technology and this vision 

· Since the beginning of this nation farmers had been the central figure of this nation, but this changed with the coming of the industrial revolution 

· Declining significance of the farmers 

· 1860 - farmers made up 60% of the labor force producing 33% of the wealth 

· 1900 - farmers made up 37% producing 25% of the wealth 

· Rural myth - farmer no longer the independent yeoman farmer of TJ's vision 

· specialization - in the Great Plains this meant primarily wheat 

· specialized in cash crops for national and international markets 

· success depended increasingly on bankers and loan companies - capital 

· middlemen to store and sell the produce 

· Railroads to carry them to market 

· became dependent on international market forces 

· Russian and Argentinean wheat 

· Canada opened the high plains to wheat in the 1890s 

· Farmers had to become a modern business 

· which demanded particular skills and attitudes 

· "The work of farming is only half done when the crop is out of the ground." 

· "Watch and study the markets and the ways of marketmen [and] learn the art of'selling well.'" 

· Farming increasingly depended on machinery in the post Civil War era 

· Combine - 1880s 

· McCormick Reaper 

· Diminished the drudgery of farming life 

· Made the production of crops 

· easier 

· more efficient 

· cheaper 

· Allowed the farmer to cultivate far more land than he could by hand 

· 2X+ increase in land under cultivation between 1860 - 1900 

· They became much like other big businessmen 

· After 1865 farmers moved from subsistence farming to commercial farming 

· a. Successful, yet it made them more dependent 

· b. The purchasing of new machines meant debt 

· c. overproduction meant that prices fell 

· American Desert - farmers came in a great rush during the 1880s 

· Bonanza Farms - large farms financed by outside capital 

· took advantage of economies of scale - 1000s of acres 

· gardens, trees and outbuildings disappear 

· no churches, or villages 

· Corporations owned many of them - they were dependent upon 

· machinery 

· hired workers

· Example - One Bonanza Farm - North Dakota - 1882 - (owned by RR directors) 

· one manager 

· 200 pairs of harrows 

· 125 seeders 

· 155 binders 

· 26 steam threshers for harvesting 

· 600 men hired at peak times 

· produced 600,000 bushels of wheat 

· small farmers became angry over this increasing trend - they couldn't compete 

· 1885-1887 weather and overproduction led to problems and complaints 

· Prices began to fall steadily throughout the period 

· prices for other goods were falling as well 

· falling prices had their greatest impact on farmers in newly settled areas who had borrowed heavily to finance their new operations 

· RR 

· Banks 

· Organization by farmers was the key to fighting these problems 

· 4/22/89 - Oklahoma Sooners 

· a. last free land 

· b. named because they jumped the gun

· California farms reflected the advent of large-scale farming 

· plantations and estates 

· depended on 

· the RR 

· irrigation 

· machinery 

· California farming led to water wars 

· 1887 - California created irrigation districts

· using shovel and wash pan 

· few found gold - most moved on - looking for the next mother lode 

· little or no permanent civilization - Ghost Towns 

· 2. camp followers 

· 3. hustlers and desperados 

· 4. vigilantes - created their own law and order 

· Vigilante Law - mob rule - no court systems to protect from theft 

· Speculative get rich attitude dominated every aspect of life 

· D. 1859 Comstock Lode - Henry Comstock 

· 1. Largest silver ore and gold find in U.S. mining history 

· 2. $306 million (25x to get today's value) between 1860-1880 

· He received only $10,000 and died penniless 

· 3. Led to the development of Virginia City, Nevada (Bonanza) 

· Mark Twain - Rough It - 1872 

· RR key ingredient to development 

· Without RR ore had to be packed on mules - lowered profit and increased risk 

· Inflation - Eggs $2 

· Mining the miners led to towns and spread civilization - came with RR 

· Levi Strauss - blue jeans - 1874 

· J.C. Penney 

· Supplies shipped in from California 

· E. Other discoveries 

· 1. Pike's Peak (Denver), Colorado - 59ers 

· 2. Tombstone, Arizona - 1870 

· 3. Deadwood Gulch, S. Dakota - Black Hills - 1874 

· a. Rapid growth was a characteristic of all mining centers 

· b. Areas not near RRs became ghost towns once the ore ran out

· heavy machinery - to crush ore 

· mining corporations - more civilization which could still disappear 

· Hired 100s of unskilled workers 

· hired 

· new immigrants from the East 

· many gave up on the hard life of the placer miner 

· Mexicans 

· Chinese 

· work was hard and the pay was poor, but steady 

· They earned most of the riches from strikes like the Comstock Lode 

· Former prospectors turned ranchers and farmers created permanent economy and civilization 

· Transcontinental Railroads - created to get gold and other resources out of the wilderness and back to civilization

· a. Omaha, Nebraska to Sacramento, California

· increased technology 

· lumber companies 

· Environment impacted 

· cutting down timber affected the flow of streams

C. Conserving the Land

· Yellowstone - 1872 - world's first national park 

· Frontier closed in 1890 

· Lumber Companies had cut 80% of the nation's original forests 

· Conservation - the preservation and wise use of the nation's resources 

· John Muir - Conservationist 

· 1890 - helped to create Yosemite National Park 

· 1891 - Forest Reserve Act - he helped to get it passed 

· 1892 - founded the Sierra Club 

· to keep the conservation movement going 

· consistent with the Indian's view of nature 

· preserve the beauty of nature for future generations 

· These ideas were actually more popular in the East than in the West where exploitation was the driving force 

· 1916 - National Park Service created to protect parks

(1865 - 1893)

Gilded Age - Mark Twain used this phrase to describe the United States during the 1870's and 1880's. He called it Gilded rather than Golden because it was only shiny on the surface. Beneath the surface was a seamy side to the age, full of graft and corruption. Civil War eroded commitment to the common good - do what you can get away with Corporations were impersonal didn't usually know victims

· After civil war cities with ties to industry benefited most 

· cities on major transportation lines benefited from industrial growth

· shipping

· Skyscrapers - steel made it possible to build up 

· Bessemer Process 

· Elisha Otis - elevator - 1857 (1889 - first electric elevator) 

· Mass Transit - allowed cities to spread outward 

· San Francisco - cable cars - 1873 

· Brooklyn Bridge - 1883 - John Roebling 

· 13 years 

· $15 million 

· Richmond - trolley cars - 1887 

· Boston - subway - 1897

· Disease - garbage, spoiled food, pollution, sewage 

· no regular garbage pickup 

· no regulations 

· Crime 

· street lighting 

· better trained police departments 

· Fire 

· regular fire departments 

· fire hydrants

· Series of rings of settlement 

E. Peopling the Cities

· Many new residents were farmers 

· Bankruptcy 

· Excitement 

· Immigrants 

· Reasons 

· jobs - industrial revolution 

· social and cultural attractions enticed people living in a strict culture 

· DISCUSS VICTORIAN MORALITY 

· improved transportation and communication systems 

· decreasing farm population due to lure of city 

· blacks escaping the south 

· suburbs as we think of them develop later with the invention of the automobile 



II. The New Americans

A. The New Immigration - All came in search of economic opportunity

· Old Immigration 

· before 1880 - 10 million 

· Reasons for coming - farming, rr workers, factories 

· Farmers - settled mainly in the Midwest and the Great Plains 

· Origin - Northern and Western Europe 

· Location of Settlement - the West 

· Public Reaction - considered them an asset - labor, market, skills 

· Assimilation - similar traditions to those already here 

· Protestant Christians 

· West made adjustment necessary for survival 

· Advancement - West provided no barriers for immigrants 

· New Immigration 

· after 1880 - 15 million - 72% of total 

· Reasons for coming - jobs in factories 

· Origin - Southern and Eastern Europe 

· Location of Settlement - cities 

· Public Reaction - negative 

· they were competition for jobs and they were different in their customs 

· they brought few skills and were not well educated 

· Catholics and Jews 

· no need to assimilate 

· Assimilation - difficult - settled in ghettos and kept their culture which differed from those already there 

· Mostly Catholic and Jewish 

· most settled in the cities (frontier closed in 1890) and took unskilled factory jobs 

· Most landed in NYC 

· Statue of Liberty 

· Ellis Island - 1892 - immigration center 

· Advancement - very difficult 

B. The Immigrant Experience

· Generation gap 

· new immigrants clung to their old ways 

· ethnic neighborhoods 

· Parochial schools - religious schools - helped to maintain unity of community 

· children became more American - slowly 

C. Help From the Bosses

· City leaders were known as Bosses - they created Political Machines - to control politics 

· Illegal activities used under Grant 

· Bribery - law enforcement officials looked the other way allowing illegal activity 

· Influence Peddling - buying judges decisions 

· Kickbacks - high bids with government officials getting a percentage if accepted 

· Sandbagging - allowing projects to be built a little at a time 

· charging the companies over and over for the same job 

· or paying to stop competing construction 

· Giving salaries for nonexistent jobs 

· Ballot box stuffing or multiple voting - rigged elections 

· Recruited immigrant supporters on the docks when they landed 

· Social services offered (no welfare or unemployment insurance) 

· Coal to keep poor warm in winter in exchange for votes 

· Free gifts on weddings and births 

· Parties at taxpayers expense 

· Gave real jobs to the poor 

· paid for funerals 

· food during hard times 

D. The Nativist Reaction

· Nativism - hostility from native-born Americans 

· revived calls for restricting the flow of immigrants 

· based mainly on economics 

· taking jobs from natives 

· willing to work for low wages and under poor conditions 

· complained that they were coming to make quick money and then return to Europe 

· nativists complained that New Immigrants failed to assimilate 

· Catholic or Jewish instead of Protestant 

· many did not speak English 

· ethnic neighborhoods - proof that they didn't intend to become like us 

· religious prejudice 

· racial prejudice 

· Chinese immigrants 

· Chinese Exclusion Act - 1882 

· 1885 - forbade American companies to bring in skilled workers under contract 

· Foran Act 

E. Building Modern America

· Irving Berlin - "God Bless America" 

· Russian immigrant 

· Immigrants helped to make America #1

I. The New Rich

· America divided into a land of fit and unfit 

A. A Philosophy of Wealth - Justification for "Big Business" 

· In 1861 US had 3 millionaires 

· In 1900 US had 3,800 millionaires - and some approaching billionaires 

· Vanderbilt - RR 

· Rockefeller - Oil 

· Morgan - Finance 

· Carnegie - Steel 

Adam Smith - economic law of supply and demand (Classical Economics)

· Defense or Justification needed to be added to his classical ideas 

Darwinism

· Charles Darwin (1809 - 1882) - The Origin of Species - 1859 

· Theory of Natural Selection - three main points 

· competition for survival 
· evolution - improvement of species over time (genetics) 

· superior traits help species survive 

Social Darwinism - defenders of Big Business

· Herbert Spencer - 1850 - Social Statistics - applied Darwin's theories to society 

· Expanded Darwin's "natural selection" to include "survival of the fittest" 

· In every human activity we compete for success (through competition) 

· unfit lose 

· fit win - make up the upper class 

· With competition the best rise to the top. 

· (Social Darwinism) justified what Americans were doing 

· Strongest societies, ideas, and nations survive 

· Shouldn't "fit" rule? 

· government can't do anything to make the unfit fit 

· it can prevent the unfit from stealing from the fit 

· did believe that the fit had duties to the less fortunate 

· Wealth - best evidence of "fitness" (in a capitalist system) 

· reinforced the idea of Laissez Faire - government should not intefere with free enterprise 

· Wealthy government officials used these ideas to oppose government relief for the poor 

B. Advocates of Social Darwinism

· Spencer sold 350,000 copies by 1900 

· John D. Rockefeller - "the growth of a large business is merely a survival of the fittest" 

· William Graham Sumner - Yale professor well-known defender of these ideas, including: 

· no relief to the poor because it allows the weak to survive and keeps them from getting stronger 

· no regulation of business because this would prevent competition. 

· gov't interference against the "laws of nature" 

· This included no protective tariffs. 

· Defender of Laissez Faire 

· Horatio Alger (in children's stories) 

· wrote books which had a "rags to riches" theme. 

· hard work and a little bit of luck is all it takes 

· His main character - Ragged Dick worked hard and eventually was rewarded with millions. 

· America = land of opportunity for all 

· Horatio Alger donated millions to house the homeless. 

· This rarely happened in reality, but millions bought these books and believed. 

· Opportunity actually decreased for the individual with the disappearance of the West 

· Russell H. Conwell (1843 - 1925) - Baptist minister 

· Acres of Diamonds 

· lecture 

· given over 6,000 times in 55 years 

· earned him $8 million 

· "Money is power, and you ought to be reasonably ambitious to have it. You ought because you can do more good with it than you could without it...It is an awful mistake of these pious people to think you must be awfully poor in order to be pious." 

· my uncle gave me a copy when I was a small child 

C. The Gospel of Wealth - 1889

· Andrew Carnegie 

· Did say wealthy owed society (philanthropy); most agreed (at least in spirit) 

· "Surplus wealth is a sacred trust which its possessor is bound to administer in his lifetime for the good of the community." 

· Called on the wealthy to "set an example of modest...living." 

· most ignored him 

· believed that the wealthy were the most fit judges of what society needed 

· give opportunity to compete - not money 

· jobs 

· education 

· if you wanted it bad enough(free libraries - teach yourself) 

· if you earned it (scholarships to major universities) 

· Giving money made the poor lazy and dependent 

· Carnegie became a philanthropist, trying to give away all his money 

· did give away $350 million by his death in 1919 

· built over 2,500 libraries 

· established several schools - Carnegie-Mellon University 

· Carnegie foundation - to promote world peace 

· Carnegie Hall 

· Rockefeller donated millions to Universities, libraries, and other institutions 

· only after his reputation as America's most hated man 

· Temple and Stanford are two among many Universities created by millionaires of the Gilded Age. 

· Identified wealth with traditional American values of 

· hard work 

· equal opportunity 

· progress 

· a defense of laissez-faire 

D. Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous

· The Very Rich 

· Stephen Girard - 1837 - died the richest man in the U.S. worth $7 million. Gave all of his money to aid society (philanthropy). 

· John Jacob Astor - died a decade later - worth $40 million. 

· He left it all to his son. 

· He was criticized for mocking equality and hard work. 

· After the Civil War this example was followed. 

· 1892 - 4000+ millionaires - 1/5 of public were wealthy 

· Vanderbilt left son $100 million which doubled in 8 years. 

· Carnegie worth more than $500 million 

· Thorstein Veblen - sociologist 

· Theory of the Leisure Class 

· "One Upmanship" 

· Conspicuous Consumption - spending money to prove you have it. 

· parties 

· spending $10,000 on a party for 72 people 

· when the average unskilled worker made $100 a year 

· palaces like the Breakers 

· Vanderbilt mansion 

· 70 rooms 

· yachts 

· Conspicuous Waste - throwing money away. 

· Saw capitalists as "parasites", not the result of the laws of nature 

· Offered no real solutions, but influenced many 

E. The Dangers of Wealth - not all believed in Social Darwinism 

· Rutherford B. Hayes - 1881 

· "Great wealth in the hands of the few means extreme poverty, ignorance, vice, and wretchedness as the lot of the many." 

· New Wealth or Industrial Wealth was not limited to the amount of land available, however the big fear of the past remained concentration of wealth into the hands of a few. 

· 10% owned 90% / 90% owned 10% 

· 1904 - 1/8th or 10 million people lived in poverty 

· Average person became concerned about the government's inability to respond to problems 

· Public Reaction 

· Resentment (Robber Barons) - social immorality 

· Money seemed to create government by the rich for the rich - corrupt 

· Envy (Captains of Industry) - The very best in society. 

· "Reform Darwinism" (Lester Frank Ward) 

· Evidence of cooperation as well as competition in nature 

· cooperation is higher on the evolutionary chain 

· "Human will" can intervene in human affairs 

· Improve society through gov't intervention in business affairs 

· Henry George - Progress and Poverty (1879) 

· Progress (for landowners) and poverty (for tenants) created inequality in American society 

· compared the life of luxury to the harsh conditions of the average worker. 

· Did not blame the rich 

· Productive use of the land is what made progress 

· Speculators made "unearned" fortunes 

· Solution - "Single Tax" (on land and increased worth when development occurs) 

· abolish all taxes except one on the rich which would take away all income earned from investment. 

· Rich could only continue to make money by developing new contributions for American society. 

· Very popular idea, opposed by the wealthy who were quite powerful. 

· Never tried 

· Could eliminate monopolies and poverty (more equal distribution of wealth) 

· Offered an alternative view of the laws of nature and laissez-faire 

· ideas later used to justify taxing wealth 

· Edward Bellamy - 1888 - Looking Backward 

· proposed eliminating competition creating socialism. 

· It would take time for Americans to want the gov't to curb business activities, there were, however a couple of early efforts 

· Interstate Commerce Act - 1887 

· Sherman Antitrust Act -1890 

· Real efforts came in the Progressive Era (later unit) 

· There would be several "responses" to the rapid industrialization of the United States 



II. The Urban Poor

A. The Tenements

· Two problems in housing 

· Growing population caused property values to skyrocket 

· Growing population of poor workers insured demand for low-cost housing 

· Landlords and their solutions 

· Tenement - an apartment building designed to house large numbers of people as cheaply as possible 

· introduced in 1850 

· a step of for the homeless or those used to rural shacks 

· lacked light and fresh air 

· poor plumbing 

· poor sanitation 

· New York City had the worst conditions 

· 1894 - almost 50% of the population of NYC lived in tenaments 

· 1890 - Jacob Riis - How the Other Half Lives 

B. Making Ends Meet

· Conditions at work similar to conditions at home 

· 10-12 hour days X 6 (7) days / week = 60 - 72 = hrs./week 

· pay averaged $2 - $3 / day - but was less for many 

· work = operating dangerous machines - boring/tedious 

· speed over safety 

· Dangerous -1888 - 100 died each day! 

· 1913 - 25,000 died, 1 million injured on the job (no disability!) 

· poorly ventilated factories - sweatshops 

· child labor was common 

· New Business Practices 

· Workers no longer knew owners/bosses (often far - removed) 

· Led to feelings of alienation 

· Competitive Marketing 

· slice wages to compete 

· especially during economic slumps like Depression of 1873 

· Playing Factions (men vs. women, black vs. white, etc.) - increased tensions - Nativism 

· 20% women in labor force by 1900 

· 20% of all kids btwn 10-14 by 1880, some as young as 7 years old! 

· Work conditions led to Organized Labor 

· Mechanization - "Technological Unemployment" and "Speed-Ups" 

· By 1880, 5 million laborers! 

· they had little control 

· Some spectacular accidents (NY's Triangle Shirtwaist Co. Fire, killed 146 

· mostly women) ("sweatshop")

Urban Reform

· Social Gospel 

· Salvation Army 

· Jane Addams 

· Other Social Responses 

· Education 

· Leisure 

· Art and Literature (age of Mark Twain, Stephen Crain) 

· Realism - reflected what was happening in America 

· Mass Journalism 

· Pop Culture ("Mass Culture") 



III. Corruption in Party Politics

A. Corruption in the Cities

· Tammany Hall - controlled NYC in the 1860's and 1870's 

· Boss William Marcy Tweed (D) - Tweed Ring 

· "As long as I count the votes, what are you going to do about it?" 

· senator in New York legislature 

· became a multimillionaire as dictator of NYC using above tactics 

· cost the city $200 million between 1868 and 1871 

· city almost went bankrupt before the ring was broken up in 1872 

· eventually went to jail but many went free 

· Effectiveness? 

· Gave honest voters what they wanted 

· Usually defeated reformers without trickery 

· Immigrants from Europe were used to corruption - wanted to get ahead 

· helped immigrants to assimilate 

· Other cities had the same problem 

· Reaction to corruption 

· Thomas Nast 

· Political Cartoonist who attacked and destroyed Tammany Hall in the 1872 elections 

· Aroused popular support for the Goo-goos 

· Harper's Weekly 

· Goo-goos 

· middle class taxpayers who hated the waste 

· offered no alternative to the services offered 

· inexpensive government = honest government 

· often attacked immigrant groups 

B. Trouble in Washington

· Conflicts in ideology - depended on machines 

· Republican Party - "Waving the Bloody Shirt" 

· Republican Party appealed to patriotism from Northern veterans 

· 1869-1901 every Pres. except Cleveland (D) was a former Union general 

· northern and western farmers supported them for opening the west 

· industrialist supported them for laissez faire policies 

· ignored controversial issues - theater - no guiding set of principles 

· encouraged business and industry 

· favored protective tariffs 

· black votes 

· Era of small govt. - 30 years of Republican rule 

· (Cleveland only exception) 

· They also usually controlled the Senate while Democrats usually controlled the House 

· Not active - laissez-faire - produced revenue surpluses for the govt. 

· Democratic Party - Solid South 

· South responded by voting Solid South - Democrat 

· Democratic machines in the North depended on immigrants for the vote at the national level 

· evenly matched - politics of balance - all elections very close 

· third parties were created because the two major parties ignored key issues forcing the major parties to change 

· close to 80% turnout during the period 

· principles 

· States' rights 

· limited govt. 

· revenue tariffs only 

· Civil War Pensions 

· payments to war veterans were corrupt - payments made to almost anyone in exchange for a vote 

· Cleveland vetoed a pension bill and was defeated - Vote yourself a pension 

· Dependent Pensions Act - 1890 - Harrison 

· cost went up instead of down $140 million 

· Southern Democrats did the same for Confederates 

· Politics as business 

· Spoils System - government jobs for loyal supporters (votes and Money) 

· Pork-barrel bills - local construction projects as rewards even if not needed 

· U.S. Grant - 1869-1877 - honest but trusting of friends 

· Scandals - most occurred here 

· Black Friday - Gold Corner - 1869 

· Fisk and Gould 

· Grant promised not to sell government gold 

· Bought futures than announced that Grant would not sell drove price up 

· Hurt banks, businessmen 

· Friday 9/24 Grant sold driving price down 

· bankrupt 1000's Fisk and Gould escaped harm 

· 3. Credit Mobilier - began during Johnson Admin. - 1872 

· a. Union Pacific RR construction company 

· b. Contracts awarded at several times cost 

· with the board of directors and stockholders keeping the profits 

· Eight in Congress owned stock 

· c. Much of the work was paid for but never completed 

· d. Congressmen took bribes to give government subsidies and ignore lawbreaking 

· e. Investigation stopped the scandal but Congressmen were not punished 

· f. Involved Grant supporters including VP Schuyler Colfax 

· 4. Whiskey Ring 

· a. Punishment for paying incorrect taxes was a double tax 

· b. Blackmailers collected payments from companies not to report 

· rather than collect reward 

· c. Government lost millions/year 

· d. IRS and Treasury discovered scandal 

· which included a large number of tax collectors 

· 5. Sec. of War Belknap - allowed traders to take advantage of Indians on reservations 

· 6. Mugwumps 

· a. Reformers who voted for both parties - bird on a fence 

· b. Tried unsuccessfully to vote Grant out in 1872 

· R.B. Hayes - 1877-1881 (R) 

· 1. Disputed 1876 election 

· a. Tilden took credit for removing his friend Tweed after he was exposed 

· b. Hayes - Half-Breed elected Stalwarts were upset 

· 2. Popular vote/electoral vote - commission - ended Reconstruction 

· 3. Half-breeds - Blaine (R) 

· a. Bloody Shirt - Radical Republican 

· b. opposed corruption and opposed Grant 

· 4. Stalwarts - Conkling (R) 

· a. Party right or wrong 

· b. Senatorial Courtesy 

· James Garfield (R) - 1881 

· 1. Half breed loyalties - between 1876 - 1896 no winner got 50% yet 79% voted highest - period in U.S. history 

· 2. Charles Guiteau - assassination - 7/2/81 

· a. Stalwart upset over patronage (spoils system) 

· b. Preacher - expected to be rewarded with a job 

· Chester Arthur - (R) 1881-1885 - not a union veteran 

· 1. Stalwart loyalties 

· 2. Pendleton Act - 1883 

· a. Civil Service Commission - Exam - merit system 

· b. Once passed and the job obtained they could not be fired for political reasons 

· c. By the end of the century the system was fair 

· d. Abolished assessment system - jobs for donations 

· e. Money replaced by corporate donations 

· 3. 1884 election - Rum, Romanism and Rebellion 

· a. Republicans used this slogan to slur Democrats 

· b. Cost them the election 

· 4. Mugwumps 

· a. Reformers who voted for both parties - bird on a fence 

· Grover Cleveland (D) 1885-1889 and 1893-1897 - rated as one of the best 5 

· 1. Honest - reform oriented 

· 2. Vetoed 2/3 of all bills - more than all of his predecessors combined 

· 3. Goal - curtail federal activity 

· a. attacked tariff - yet refused to sign Wilson-Gorman Tariff for not lowering the Tariff enough - 1894 

· b. 2% income tax on incomes over $4000 to replace lost revenue 

· 1895 - Supreme Ct. declared this unconstitutional in a 5-4 decision 

· c. reviewed Pensions - vetoed 200+ 

· d. Regained land from RR that cheated 

· e. 1887 - Interstate Commerce Commission 

· 4. Panic of 1893 - depression blamed on Democrats 

· a. hurt farmers 

· b. Coxey's Army - 1894 

· 1. Jacob Coxey - Ohio 

· 2. 500 protesters came to D.C. to demand public works jobs 

· 3. Failed - left 1896 as a key turning point 

· c. Elected twice (split term) 

· Benjamin Harrison (R) 1889-1893 

· 1. Did not have popular vote 

· 2. McKinley Tariff - 1890 

· a. Highest in 19th century - average 50% 

· b. Included reciprocity - lower if others also lower 

· c. Sherman Anti-Trust Act - passed by Republicans to stop the anti-business attitude 

· 1. left vague 

· 2. not enforced 

· d. Dependent Pensions Act - 1890 

C. The Salary Grab Act

· 42nd Congress 1871 - 1873 

· a. Congress voted to increase their salary 

· from 5,000 to 7,500/year 

· 50% increase 

· b. retroactive for two years including those no longer in office 

· c. Public reaction forced repeal 

· most returned the money or donated it to charity - after they were caught 

· not illegal but shows something for nothing attitude

Politics in the Industrial Age - How would our political institutions be affected by rapid industrialization?

Decline of the Presidency

· "Caretakers" 

· Little leadership 

· A series of "forgettable" presidents (Grant, Hayes, Garfield/Arthur, Cleveland, Harrison, Cleveland again) -"Standpatters" 

Congress - passed no really significant laws!

Parties - "Equilibrium"

· No real ideology 

· Coalitions of Local, State, and Nat'l Political Organizations 

· More conflict within, than between, parties 

· Bloc Voting (D - South and immigrants; R - business and Union vets)....about 80% turnout! 

· Lots of corruption (changing values and rules) 

Issues

· Tariff 

· Patronage vs. "merit" for gov't jobs 

· Highlighted by the assassination of Pres. Garfield by Charles Guiteau, a disgruntled office seeker 

· Led to the Pendleton Civil Service Act 

· Civil War-related (pensions, "bloody shirt") 

· Currency Reform 

· Immigration 

· 14 million from 1860-1900 

· "New Immigrants" (after 1890) 

· Led to a "Nativism" movement 

· -Chinese Exclusion Act - 1882 

· -Foran Act (1885) repealed Contract Labor Law 

· -General Immigration Act (1882) - barred convicts, prostitutes, anarchists, idiots, and anyone who might become a "charge" 

· (began a long movement to curtail immigration) 

· Corruption (started during Reconstruction, rapid growth of industry and cities) 

· Political Machines 

· "Boss Rule" - Tammany Hall (Tweed Ring) 

· Influence-peddling, kickbacks, sandbagging, profiteering, stuffing ballot boxes 

· Present at all levels of government 

· America was changing; the "old rules" no longer seemed to apply; government could not keep up! 

· Reform 

· "Goo Goos" 

· "Mugwumps" 

· Single Issue "Third Parties" 

· (Greenbacks, Women, Labor, Prohibition) 

· A severe depression in 1893 would mark the beginning of the end of the era, a new one would begin, the Progressive Era, an attempt to correct some of the abuses of rapid industrialization.

I. Organizing Labor

A. Growth of Unions

New Work Place

· Advantages 

· Workers united becoming stronger 

· Machines made some work easier, faster 

· Increased production 

· Workers closer together could discuss common problems 

· Court attitudes gradually began to favor unions 

· Commonwealth v. Hunt 

· Middle class created once skill and educational level became important 

· Differences from old work place 

· Government favored big business 

· Lose personal contact with employees - individual became unimportant 

· Lack of supervision - boss far removed from workers 

· Technological Unemployment 

· Specialized work 

· No safety valve after 1890 

· Disadvantages 

· Low Wages - $9/week Ave. - $435/year - 1900 

· Long Hours - 60-80 hrs./week 

· Women/Children 12-14hrs./day textile workers ($5-6/week) 

· 12% unemployment during depressions 

· Most workers were able to buy only necessities 

· Monotony 

· Work Conditions declined 

· machines dangerous 

· 1880 - 1900 - injuries/5 deaths/day 

· Company Town 

· Today - fringe benefits are key issue, not then 

· Technological unemployment 
· skilled workers replaced by machines 

· unskilled workers pay lowered 

· Those without education left behind 

· 1st unions - late 1700s - were mostly local 

· lack of unity 

· not until after the Civil War did they gain in strength 

· Reasons for the rise of unions 

· the need to bargain effectively with employers 

· the growth of industry - explosion of labor force 

· immigrants 

· farmers 

· women 

· children 

· Business Cycle - pattern of boom and bust 

· put the parts of the business cycle on the board 

· Expansion - Prosperity 

· Recession 

· milder economic downturns 

· Depression 

· a time of high unemployment 

· low consumer spending 

· many business failures 

· Recovery 

· GNP - define / averaged 4% increase/year throughout the Gilded Age 

· raising the Standard of Living - increased 2% a year 

· Depression regularity - every 20 years - nobody understood the causes therefore laissez-faire 

· Panic of 1873 - worst Depression yet 

· (3 million unemployed/ Farmer debtors going out-of-business) 

· 450 RRs went bankrupt 

· Debtors wanted an easy-money policy 

· Greenbacks kept, but not increased = Depression eased 

· Bland Allison Act - 1878 - gold standard = stable currency - Republicans 

· Panic of 1893 

· 318 RRs went bankrupt 

· Opposed labor unions 

· today government is expected to take action to lessen the swings of the cycle 

· pumping up a sluggish economy 

· slowing an overheated economy 

Reaction - the formation of Unions

· Absenteeism - many took time off (especially Mondays) because of such long hours and harsh working conditions 

· Sabotage - some destroyed machines out of frustration 

· Group Resistance - violence, strikes, organization 

· Unionization/Organization (before Civil War, unions not popular) 

· Types 

· Industrial - skilled and unskilled all in same industry 

· Craft - skilled only 

· Wants 

· Better conditions 

· Right to organize/strike (1842 - Commonwealth vs. Hunt) 

· "Collective bargaining" 

B. The National Labor Union

· Molly Maguires - early 1870s 

· coal miners used violence to obtain goals 

· Pinkerton agency infiltrated and destroyed 

· National Labor Union - 1866 - William Sylvis 

· First with a "national scope" 

· First to unite skilled and unskilled workers 

· 650,000 members by the 1870's 

· Tactics 

· Strike - business panic of 1873 made things difficult 

· believed they should avoid strikes 

· form cooperatives instead 

· businesses owned by the workers themselves 

· Sabotage 

· Work slowdowns 

· Boycott 

· Use political means to achieve ends 

· pushed for Chinese Exclusion Act 

· sought 8 hour work day 

· formed independent party - 1872 

· Bad political choices and 70's depressions killed it! 

· Involved in politics - destroyed union 

C. The Knights of Labor

· Knights of Labor - 1869 

· Uriah Stephens 

· Membership - secret organization 

· skilled 

· unskilled - contributed to downfall when skilled workers would not strike in support 

· Tactics 

· involved in politics 

· sought an end to child labor 

· public ownership of RR and telegraphs 

· 8 hour work days 

· coops 

· Lost several strikes due to lack of experience and financial preparation 

· Terence Powderly (1879) took over 

· ended secrecy 

· 1886 - peak - 700,000 - majority did not join - declined 

D. The Haymarket Riot - 1886

· Chicago strikers - 8 hr. day - strike against McCormick Harvester Co. 

· Anarchists - people who oppose all forms of government 

· supported the strikers 

· hoped to gain union support 

· Treated brutally by police - 1 killed 

· Protesters then march against police brutality 

· 200 police showed up 

· Bomb thrown at police 

· killed 7 police wounded 67 bystanders - police opened fire - 4 killed many injured 

· 8 Radicals found guilty of murder (6 not at Haymarket) 

· 4 hanged, 3 life-pardoned, 1 suicide 

· Judge ruled that those who incited the riot were as guilty as those who committed it 

· Public convinced Knights = violence 

· Linked Knights with Anarchy 

· Began a rapid decline of Knights membership 

E. The American Federation of Labor

· American Federation of Labor - 1886 

· Samuel Gompers (leader 1886-1924) 

· Separate Unions by skills - "Craft Unions" 

· Skilled workers only 

· Collective Bargaining 

· representatives from employees and employer meet to negotiate 

· focus only on 

· wages 

· hours 

· working conditions 

· sought closed shop 

· the employer would agree to hire only union workers 

· Union dues to aid strikes 

· Avoided politics 

· Prejudice - women, recent immigrants, blacks 

· Only small advances during Gilded Age yet by 1902 - 1.75 million 

· Still around (AFL-CIO) 



II. Striking Against Big Business

A. Opposition to Unions

· During the Gilded Age, only about 2% of workers joined unions! 

· Went against American traditions 

· Business arguments 

· Americans didn't have the right to strike 

· violated the principal of free enterprise 

· wages should be determined by supply and demand 

· The public sided with big business 

· Too violent (Molly Maguires, Homestead Strike, Pullman Strike) 

· Too Radical - socialists, communists, anarchists 

· Government sided with Big Business used injunctions and troops - (14th Amendment) 

· Businesses used 

· "blacklists" 

· "lockouts" 

· "strike-breakers" 

· Pinkerton men 

· "yellow dog contracts" 

Unions Today

· 1990 - 18% (36% in 1945; 2% during Gilded Age) 

· $405 per week - Union; $303 non-Union 

B. The Railroad Strike of 1877 - 7/77

· Panic of 1873 

· caused 10% wage cut 

· Blacklists - lists of people suspected of disloyalty 

· often fired 

· other companies would not hire them because they were considered troublemakers 

· Baltimore and Ohio RR (B&O) workers started the strike - 7/77 

· strike spread - result - 2/3 of nation's RRs shut down 

· violence, bloodshed 

· destruction of RR - hurt cause public sided with companies 

· Hayes used federal troops to settle dispute 

C. The Homestead Strike - 1892

· Carnegie Steel Co. - Homestead. Penn. 

· Henry Clay Frick - attempted to break the Union 

· cut wages of some skilled workers 

· all workers went on strike 

· Frick hired 300 Pinkerton agents to protect the plant 

· confrontation between agents and strikers 

· 9 strikers and 7 guards killed 

· workers took over the plant 

· 8,000 state troops retook the plant 

· reopened to nonunion workers only 

· violence continued and the troops remained for 4 months 

· Strike failed and union took a pay cut 

· only 20% rehired 

· no Union contract for next 45 years 

· AFL hurt, but did survive 

D. The Pullman Strike - 1894

· George Pullman built a model town for his workers 

· modern housing 

· a new factory 

· a library 

· enclosed shopping 

· recreational facilities 

· workers were very well treated and very happy 

· Panic of 1893 

· Pullman was forced to lay off nearly half of 6,000 workers 

· The rest received pay cuts - no reduction in rents 

· In mid-1894 rehired 2,000 workers, but pay cuts continued 

· Eugene V. Debs - American Railway Union - 1893 

· became national figure - converted to socialism while in prison 

· Socialist presidential candidate 5 times 

· union allowed both skilled and unskilled workers 

· Pullman fired union reps - workers went on strike - May 1894 

· Pullman laid off all workers and shut down the plant 

· RR workers across America were asked to support 

· workers refusing to handle Pullman cars were fired 

· most of America's trains were shut down 

· RR owners hired new workers and attached mail cars to each Pullman car 

· stopping the mail = crime 

· troops sent to run the train - broke strike 

· violence occurred 

· 1st use of injunction on strike (based on Sherman Anti-trust Act) - Pres. Cleveland 

· interference with interstate commerce 

· Debs jailed when he refused to stop the strike 

· hurt labors image - government seen as siding with owners vs. labor not neutral 

· Life for skilled workers and unskilled workers both declined in the beginning of the industrial revolution. 

· Later skilled workers began to make gains and the industrial revolution provided new wonders for those with the time and the money to enjoy them. 



III. Organizing Farmers

A. Problems Facing the Farmers

· Mary Elizabeth Lease 

· Kansas lawyer 

· fiery personality and dramatic speaker 

· helped to found the Populist Party 

· Basic Problem - Incomes were falling and Costs were rising 

· 1. Bad weather - always a problem 

· soil erosion 

· drought, flood 

· isolation and loneliness 

· but by late 1800s, many more! 

· 2. Crop prices dropped sharply 

· Overproduction 
· increased mechanization and technology 

· "scientific farming" 

· irrigation 

· crop rotation 

· pesticides 

· hybrid crops, etc. 

· supply and demand 

· (as West opened, acreage doubled to 900m!) 

· work easier - less time (3 hrs. to 4 minutes) 

· increased production 3x led to 3x exports 

· production - small farms increased 

· 1870 - $1.00/bushel 

· 1890 - $ .63/bushel 

· 1894 - $ .49/bushel (deflation) 

· Competition increased - including overseas - had to grow 2x to break even 

· labor - hired workers 

· flight to cities 

· Worldwide Depression - work hard - produce more - prices fall - earn less (by 1880s, an Agricultural Depression) 

· 3. Cost of farm machinery 

· High tariffs on foreign made machines 

· Supplies - cost for equipment high (tariffs and monopolies) 

· 4. RR costs were high 

· RR charged more for long haul out west than short haul in the East 

· monopoly 

· 5. Distribution Problem - people starving in the world 

· Should govt. get involved? 

· Mary Elizabeth Pease - proposed feeding the poor 

· Jerry Simpson - proposed increasing foreign markets 

· 6. Debt 

· credit - long and short term 

· land not legal security only an asset - 43% mortgaged 

· bank could seize land if debts not paid 

· bad risk = high interest rate - 25% 

· money supply shortage - tight money 

· Taxes - property tax, tariff 

· small farms went broke 

· Self sufficient farmers who did not suffer debt problems survived 

· larger farms purchased bankrupt farms at low prices 

· tenant farming - 1880's - 1900 

· 1/4 to 1/3 rented land 

· commercial farming - specialization - helped farmers to become self-sufficient 

· wheat - Great Plains 

· cotton - South 

· corn and hogs - Midwest 

· 7. Inadequate currency 

· Deflation ($25 per capita) 

· Double amount of corn to buy a dollar! 

· Is money: 

· medium of coin? 

· medium of exchange? (what it will buy) 

· Farmers wanted "cheap money" 

· (prices would rise; debts would be "reduced") 

· 8. pollution 

· 9. End of isolation - phones and autos 

· % population = farmers declined 

· farmers went from basis of society to uneducated yokels (Aggie Jokes) 

· number of farmers increased as Great Plains were opened 

· 1860 - 25 million (1860 - 80%; today - 2%) 

· 1890 - 41 million 

· average farm = 150 acres 

· average work week = 68 hrs. compared to industry = 56 hrs. 

· The farmers had no "voice" in gov't to represent them! 

B. The Grange (Patrons of Husbandry) - 1867 - Oliver H. Kelley

· First organization that focused on solving farmer problems 

· the earliest effort to organize farmers 

· they wanted a greater share of the wealth 

· major social organization 

· problem - boredom and loneliness 

· solution - Grange suppers and picnics 

· helped farmers keep up with rapid changes in technology and scientific agriculture 

· Panic of 1873 - drove 1000s into the Grange 

· Farmers' Declaration of Independence - July 4, 1873 

· new activist spirit 

· 1875 - 800,000 members 

· mostly in the Great Plains (weak in the South) 

· organized Cooperatives - buy/sell bypassing middlemen 

· middlemen - farmers got less than 1/2 of city price 

· grain storage elevators 

· packing houses 

· insurance companies 

· rr (monopolies) 

· charged as much as possible 

· viewed as greatest culprit 

· produce cooperatives sell direct to customer 

· buying coops - purchase in bulk - equipment, household goods 

· building and owning their own facilities thus reducing their cost 

· grain elevators 

· warehouses 

· insurance co. 

· banks 

· most failed due to 

· opposition 

· lack of experience - poor planning 

· lack of capital 

· corruption 

· farmers sense of independence 

· The Grange entered politics - backing candidates for state legislatures and Congress 

· Granger Laws - state laws that regulated RR and grain elevator rates 

· 1877 - Munn v. Illinois - grain elevators had prices set by the state 

· courts upheld - intrastate trade 

· established the principle that state legislatures had the power to regulate businesses of a public nature like the RR 

· ("public's interest") 

· 1886 - Wabash v. Illinois - attempts to regulate railroads through state laws 

· defeated by Sup. Ct. - interstate trade 

· only national government could regulate interstate trade 

· reversed or limited Munn 

· Interstate Commerce Commission - 1887 

· created ICC to regulate 

· pooling 

· rebates 

· unjust rates 

· 1st attempt by national government to regulate business 

· stopped "long haul" vs. "short haul" 

· power to investigate complaints of excessive rates 

· no power to establish rates! 

· found it difficult to define reasonable rate 

· RR ignored it and the ICC lacked enforcement power 

· between 1887 and 1906 RR won 15 of 16 cases 

· The Grange proved what farmers could accomplish if they worked together 

C. Farmers' Alliances

· Put more emphasis on government action than did the Grange 

· More radical (militant) and more political 

· marked a transition from Grange to Populist 

· sought lower taxes on farmers and higher taxes on RR 

· Sought federal warehouses scattered across the country - called subtreasuries 

· farmers could store the grain there until prices rose 

· government could loan money to repay debts - up to 80% of current market value 

· when crops sold government would be repayed 

· Southern Alliance 

· (began in Texas in 1877) 

· 3 million whites 

· 1 million blacks - Colored Farmers' Alliance - 1888 

· common economic problems 

· backed Democrats 

· insisted on segregation 

· supported a national banking system empowered to issue paper money 

· Northern Alliance 

· 1 million farmers from Great Plains and Midwest 

· backed Republicans 

· insisted on integration 

· Colorful leaders 

· "Pitchfork" Ben Tilman 

· "Sockless" Jerry Simpson 

· Mary Elizabeth Lease 

· The Ocala Platform - 1890 - these were radical proposals 

· Direct Election of Senators 

· Lowering of the Tariff 

· The creation of a new banking system 

· government should take an active role 

· increase the amount of money in circulation 

· treasury notes 

· silver 

· create inflation and reduce debt 

· the creation of subtreasuries 

· creation of the graduated income tax 

· regulation of transportation and communication networks...if this fails take them over 

· 1890 Congressional Elections 

· took control of 12 state legislatures 

· elected 6 governors 

· sent 50 representatives to Congress 

· July 4, 1892 - Omaha, Nebraska 

· Representatives from the Alliances met to form a third party 

D. The Populist Platform - 1892 - 1896

· 1. Democrats and Republicans ignored farmers 

· "The controlling influences dominating the old political parties have allowed the existing dreadful conditions to develop without serious effort to restrain or prevent them." 

· 2. The Populist Party (combined with other reformers) 

· Parallels to rise of Christianity 

· (grew out of "conspiracy" against God) 

· (farmers and others felt like they were victims of conspiracy!) 

· Believed "apocalypse" was at hand! Doing duty to "purify" America 

· end of the millenium 

· 3. Omaha Platform - (July 4, 1892) - called for sweeping reforms in several areas 

· Political 

· Term limits for President and VP - one term 

· Australian - secret ballot 

· Direct election - Senators 

· Direct primaries 

· initiative - citizens write their own laws 

· referendum - reject bills passed by the legislature 

· recall - remove public officials from office 

· Economic 

· most radical - government ownership of natural monopolies (socialist) 

· banks 

· rr 

· reclamation of all land given to RR and not used for tracks 

· telegraph 

· (public utilities) 

· never fully adopted 

· Lower the tariff 

· graduated income tax vs. 2% flat tax 

· 16th amendment - graduated income tax - 1913 

· proposals designed to win over urban labor 

· 8 hours work day 

· immigration restriction 

· condemnation of the use of Pinkerton agents against labor 

· cheap money - raise inflation - silver 16 to 1 

· most controversial demand 

· inflate currency (to $50 per capita) by coining silver 

· Many regarded this just short of communism! 

E. The Money Issue

· Populists made cheap money the key issue of the 1896 election 

· Crime of 1873 - demonetized silver leaving gold as the sole basis on US money 

· If the government keeps the money supply tight each dollar becomes worth more 

· Deflation - falling prices were the result 

· Panic of 1873 - led to more calls for expanded money 

· Greenback Party formed in 1876 (also had candidates in 1880, 1884) 

· Most people agreed that the money supply should be on the gold standard 

· paper money should be backed by a specific amount of gold 

· this would limit the amount of money 

· because the economy was growing so fast this created deflation 

· Bland-Allison Act - 1878 - required the government to purchase silver and mint coins 

· Sherman Silver Purchase Act - 1890 

· increased the amount of silver used for coins 

· William H. Harvey - economist who supported free and unlimited coinage of silver 

· claimed that all of the farmers economic problems could be solved through this 

· Cheap money causes inflation (rising prices) which benefits debtors 

· printing more money increases the supply which makes the money worth less 

· Easiest way to obtain cheap money is by having the government increase the amount of money in circulation 

· Inflation helps some groups 

· people who sell goods benefit - charge higher prices 

· debtors benefit - the money they repay is worth less than the money they borrow 

· Panic of 1893 

· Cleveland blamed the depression on a weakening of the gold standard through the purchase of silver 

· Cleveland (D) repealed the Sherman Silver Purchase Act in 1893 

· Democrats forced to change due to loss of popularity 

F. The Election of 1892

· Dem - Grover Cleveland (5m, 277) 

· Rep - Benjamin Harrison (5m, 145) 

· 1892 candidate - James B. Weaver 

· won 1 million votes - 1st third party candidate to get 1 million votes 

· won 4 states and 22 electoral votes 

· Kansas 

· Colorado 

· Idaho 

· Nevada 

· Oregon and North Dakota voters split 

· Southern farmers were unwilling to abandon the Democratic Party 

· most Populists were rural Americans in the South and West who stood outside the mainstream of American life 

· forced Democrats to adopt their platform to win back votes 



IV. The Rise and Fall of Populism

· Panic of 1893 (one of negative effects of industrialization was "periodic eco. downturns") 

· Effects 

· 500 banks failed in the first year 

· 15,000 businesses went bankrupt (1893-1897) 

· 20% of all workers lost their jobs - 3 million 

· Coxey's Army - 1894 

· several hundred unemployed workers marched on Washington DC 

· led by Jacob Coxey 

· sought help for those turned unemployed by the Panic of 1893 

· wanted govt to provide jobs; arrested for trespassing! 

· 750,000 workers struck, some were very violent 

· (including the Homestead Strike and Pullman Strike) 

A. Cleveland and the Gold Drain

· Causes - overextension of the railroad, high tariffs, gold drain 

· silver pouring into Treasury 

· if silver became only standard, money would be "cheap" 

· big business and bankers did not want this 

· Americans and Europeans exchanging bank notes for gold 

· Causes of the Depression 

· bad times in Europe 

· declining farm prices 

· overexpansion of industry and RR 

· creating dangerous debt 

· Business closings wrecked the banking system 

· Remedy - Cleveland believed it was caused by monetary uncertainty 

· Cleveland blamed the Sherman Silver Purchase Act 

· People began turning in silver certificates in for gold 

· Drained gold supplies 

· weakened people's confidence in the economy 

· bankers and business leaders feared inflation 

· fear created problem or made it worse 

· Cleveland repealed the Silver Purchase Act and sold bonds 

· 1895 - Cleveland got J.P. Morgan to buy gold to save the country 

· he did, at a $7m profit for himself! 

· Gov't began selling bonds 

· Morgan bought at a low rate 

· Cleveland hoped to urge people to use their gold to buy gov't bonds 

· they did and Morgan sold high making another profit at the expense of the people 

· JP Morgan and the rich got richer 

· the public did not 

· Were big business and gov't in "bed together"? 

B. Struggles in the Courts

· United States v. E.C. Knight - 1895 

· American Sugar Refining Co. controlled 90% of sugar refining 

· Supreme Court ruled that maufacturing businesses were not engaged in interstate commerce and therefore could have monopolies 

· Congress didn't have the right to regulate them only interstate 

· In US v. Knight ruled that monopolies were not necessarily bad! 

· Pollock v. Farmers' Loan and Trust Co. - 1894 

· Wilson - Gorman Tariff included the first income tax in peacetime US history 

· the Supreme Court ruled that an income tax on the wealthy was unconstitutional 

· The Supreme Court also upheld conviction of Eugene V. Debs 

· arguing "the strong arm of the national government may be put forth to brush away all obstructions to the freedom of interstate commerce" 

· Were the courts and business working together to suppress the common people? 

· By 1896, the country's mood was tense and the Populists looked to the election to address their complaints 

C. The Conventions of 1896

· Issues - "Battle of the Standards" (gold v. silver) 

· Background 

· 1792 - Mint Act (bimetallic system, at 15:1) 

· 1834 - Changed to 16:1 

· 1873 Congress dropped silver ("Crime of '73") 

· Bland-Allison Act (1878) and Sherman Silver Purchase Act (1890) 

· obligated gov't to buy silver for purpose of "coinage" 

· (but not enough for many!) 

· 1893 - Sherman Silver Purchase Act repealed 

· split the Dem. Party into two factions 

· "gold bugs" - silverites were viewed as dangerous radicals 

· "silverites" - for the working people against the wealthy 

· (the silver issue would dominate pol. for the next few yrs) 

· ("free silver" would inflate currency) 

· 1) American Bimetallic League (Leading spokesman was WJB) 

· 2) William Harvey - Coin's Financial School (1894) 

· 3) Frank Baum - The Land of Oz (1900) 

· Silver became a symbol of the common man 

· Nation was split 

· Populists and Democrats vs. Republicans 

· rich vs. poor 

· Northeast vs. South and West 

· Candidates 

· Rep - William McKinley 
· sided with business 

· favored high tariffs 

· favored gold standard 

· Dem - William Jennings Bryan 
· favored workers and farmers 

· favored low tariffs 

· favored silver standard 

· favored regulation of business 

· favored the income tax 

· "cross of gold" speech 

· Christian symbolism 

· Populists - Bryan also 

· but, Dems chose Arthur Sewell, a banker, as VP 

· Populists chose Tom Watson 

D. The Campaign of 1896

· McKinley 

· ran a "front-porch" campaign supported by "Old Guard", spent $7 million! 

· spent millions on campaign literature and other speakers 

· Bryan 

· evangelical oratory style 

· traveled 18,000 miles by train 

· made 600 speeches to over 5 million Americans 

· spent only $300,000 

E. McKinley Triumphs

· Results 

· Bryan 

· 6.5 million votes - more than any previous candidate yet he lost 

· 176 elect. 

· McKinley - 

· 7.1 million 

· 271 elect. 

· Bryan lost 1896 due to lack of support in the Northeastern cities 

· (big business and banks put pressure on employees and debtors to vote Rep!) 

· Significance 

· Demise of the Populists, but birth of Progressive Movement 

· Republicans became the party of choice until 1932 

· controlled the House and Senate 

· deadlock broken 

· parties began to develop differences 

· "Coming of Age" for "Modern America" 

· The silver issue became moot 

· new methods of mining gold (cyanide) 

· and new discoveries (Alaska) found 

· in 1900 - Congress passed the Gold Standard Act 

· Temporary Agricultural Prosperity - 1900 - 1920 

· increase in supply of gold caused inflation 

· crop failures in Europe and Asia increased foreign demand 

· heavy immigration increased consumption at home 

· Farmer prosperity returned (good harvests, droughts in other parts of the world) 

· Progressives - Populist ideas lived on 

· 1. middle class 

· 2. urban 

· 3. intellectual 

· 4. muckrakers 

· 5. T.R. 

· 6. Progressives adopted ideas of Populists

· not making permanent commitments with foreign countries 

A. "Cornerstones" of Early U.S. Foreign Policy (Before 1890) 

· 1. George Washington's Farewell Address (1797) 

· a. Further U.S. trade 

· b. Avoid "entangling (permanent) alliances"; temporary ones for expediency ok 

· Thomas Jefferson would reaffirm it 

· "Peace, commerce, and honest friendship with all nations, entangling alliances with none" 

· 2. Monroe Doctrine (1823) 

· a. Came out of turmoil in Latin America 

· b. Warning to Europe to stay out of western hemisphere! 

· c. It would give us a chance to grow without worrying about Europe's intentions 

· d. It would "evolve" 

· 1) No Annexation! 

· 2) No Transfer! 

· 3) No Coercion! 

· 4) No Oppression! 

· e. We got lucky, England decided to work with us instead of against us (trade possibilities) 

B. Trade-Related Foreign Policy

· 1. China 

· a. GB exposed weakness of China in the Opium Wars (ended in 1842) 

· b. Caleb Cushing - 1844 

· c. Treaty of Wanghia - opened 5 ports 

· 1) "most favored nation" status 

· 2) "extraterritoriality" 

· d. By 1890's, lots of trade and missionary activity 

· 2. Japan 

· Commodore Matthew Perry - 1854 

· "Black ships" (black smoke) and "toys" of the Industrial Revolution 

· Treaty of Kanagawa (1858) 

· opened 2 ports (for their own good) 

· established "most favored nation" status for U.S. 

· 3. Coaling Stations (with interests in the Pacific) 

· a. Midway - annexed in 1867 

· b. Samoa 

· 1) 1872 - Comm. R.W. Meade got chieftan to sign over use of Pago Pago 

· 2) 1878 - Samoa became a "protectorate" (first entangling alliance) 

· 3) 1880's - GB and Germany made similar arrangements with other chieftans 

· 4) 1889 - near war (hurricane) 

· 5) 1890 - triprotectorate pact 

· 6) 1899 - GB out, divided between U.S. and Germany 

· 7) 1929 - formally added to U.S. territory in an act of Congress 

· c. Hawaii 

· 1) 1820's - missionary activity 

· 2) 1840's - center of Pacific whaling industry 

· 3) 1850's - sugar-growing (plantations) 

· 4) 1875 - reciprocal trade treaty (sugar) 

· 5) 1887 - got exclusive use of Pearl Harbor 

· 6) 1890 - McKinley Tariff - hurt sugar business! 

· 7) 1891 - Queen Lilioukalani led revolt to rid island of all foreigners 

· 8) 1893 - U.S.navy backed coup 

· led by Am. Minister, John L. Stevens and Sanford Dole 

· 9) 1898 - annexation (during Tr. of Paris debate) 

· 10) 1959 - statehood! 

C. Civil War-Related Foreign Policy

· 1. Great Britain 

· a. Alabama Claims 

· b. Treaty of Washington (1871) 

· 1) U.S. awarded $15.5 million (had to pay $5m to GB) 

· 2) Agreed to work cooperatively on fishing, lumber rights and sealing in Canada 

· 2. France 

· 1863 - Maximilian and Carlota 

· At end of Civil War 

· warned France to withdraw (Monroe Doctrine) 

· sent 50,000 troops to Rio Grande 

· France withdrew support and its army 

· 1867 - Maximilian and Carlota executed (Benito Juarez) 

· as a warning to other "would be" intruders! 

· 3. Russia 

· a. 1867 - sold Alaska for $7.2 million (2 cents/acre) 

· b. "Seward's Folly" - Seward died in disgrace without knowing true worth 

· c. Got rid of another European power 

· d. 1898 - gold discovered (and later oil) 



III. Motives for U.S. Expansion

· By 1890's, the U.S. would abandon its traditional policy of "isolation" and launch one of "imperialism" 

· (exerting control over another nation) 

· (spreading a country's influence beyond its borders). 

· What would be the effects? On the U.S.? On countries involved? On the world? 

· Why did we become expansionist? Was it the right decision? 

1. European Example (1870s and 80s)

· a. Which country was first imperialistic nation? 

· b. Why a renewed interest in the 1870s and 80s? 

· c. Countries wanted "empires", judged as a world power by its influence 

· (would we want to be left out?) 

2. Profits - Trade (enhanced by the Industrial Revolution)

· a. Raw materials 

· b. New markets (for surpluses) 

· c. Nations want a "favorable balance of trade" (by 1880s, U.S. had it) 

· d. From 1870-1890, sale of American products doubled! 

· e. New investments (mines, rr, plantations) 

3. Patriotism - Nationalism ("Jingoism")

· Failure to expand a sign of decay! Greatness measured by possessions 

· Alfred Mahan - The Influence of Sea Power upon History (1890) 

· led to the "Large Policy" 

· 1) Power through naval strength 

· 2) Needed colonies (coaling stations) 

· 3) Inter-oceanic canal 

· 4)America must "look outward" 

· Led to the Naval Act (1890) - began construction of the "White Squadron" 

· ("Great White Fleet") 

· 1) From sail to steam, from wood to iron ships (1880s) 

· 2) Our navy had been 12th largest in the 1880's 

· 3) After 1890 - 3rd (behind GB and FR) 

· Two of Mahan's converts were 

· TR - assistant secretary of navy 

· Henry Cabot Lodge 

· a leading Senator from Mass. advocating the "new manifest destiny" 

· pushed through the Naval Act of 1890 - Head of Senate Foreign Relations Comm. 

4. Piety - Racial Supremacy

· a. Reinforced by the idea of "Social Darwinism" 

· (again, foreign policy is usually an extension of domestic ideals, etc.) 

· b. "Force of good" (like Carnegie's "Gospel of Wealth") 

· c. "The white man's burden" (Rudyard Kipling poem) 

· we followed the example set by GR and Germany 

· d. Josiah Strong - Our Country (1885) - Anglo- Saxon institutions are "fittest" 

5. Publicity - Politics

· 5. Close of Frontier 

· a. Look beyond our borders 

· b. Frederick Jackson Turner 

· c. "New Manifest Destiny" (expansionism to imperialism) 

· 6. Divert Attention (from domestic matters) 

· a. Agrarian depression 

· b. Panic of '93 (effects felt until 1897) 

· c. Clamoring for reform (progressivism) 

· C. Motivating Ideas 

· 1. National honor (weren't we proud of our growth?) 

· 2. Commerce/Trade (where to get raw materials? where to sell surpluses?) 

· 3. Racial superiority (reinforced by Social Darwinism, so prevalent during the Gilded Age) 

· 4. Altruism ("uplifting" others) (shouldn't we be the force of good?) 



Was imperialism the correct course for the U.S. to follow?

(strongly agree, agree, undecided, decided, strongly agree)

· Inquiry on Spanish-American War 



IV. Spanish-American War

· We had come close to war with England, France, even Chile! In 1898, we would get a "splendid little war" with Spain! One that would last, from start to finish, 115 days! 

Causes

· Background 

· Economic interests in Cuba (had long wanted the island only 90 miles from U.S.) 

· Cuba's relationship with Spain 

· 1868 - "Cuba Libre" movement began (lots of U.S. support, "filibustering") 

· 1873 - Virginius Affair (supplying arms to rebels) 

· 1) Cuban ship flying Am. flag, many Am. sailors 

· 2) Spain stopped ship, tried crew, began executing them! 

· 3) Spain paid $80,000 indemnity when we protested! 

· 1893 - Wilson-Gorman Tariff 

· took sugar off the duty free list 

· (price of sugar fell from 8 cents a pound to 2 cents...led to a severe depression!) 

· 4. The islanders revolted (believed themselves to be a "pawn") 

· a. Insurgents - used guerrilla tactics, "scorched earth" 

· b. Spain sent Gen. Valeriano Weyler ("The Butcher") to crush the rebellion 

· 1) "Reconcentrado camps" (removed peasants from the country-side to camps in the cities) in which some 200,000 Cubans died! 

· Yellow Press - Tales of Spanish atroccities (propaganda and truth) 

· 5. Became a target of the "yellow press" (a war might increase circulation/readership) 

· a. William Randolph Hearst - NY Journal 

· b. Joseph Pulitzer - NY World 

· 6. Became a campaign issue in 1896 election 

· a. Pressure by Am. business 

· b. "Jingoes" ("itching" for a war!) 

· c. McKinley, the winner, urged Spain to give Cuba more autonomy (Spain refused to grant independence) 

· War with Spain - two events made it inevitable: 

· Feb. 9, 1898 - DeLome Letter 
· (called McKinley a "would be politician") 

· TR had called him a man with the backbone of a chocolate eclair!) 

· forced McKinley to take action 

· Feb. 15, 1898 - U.S.S. Maine exploded in Havana harbor 

· (260 American crewmen died) 

· ("Remember the Maine and to Hell with Spain") 

· The American people demanded action! 

· April 11 - McKinley sent a war message to Congress; warned Spain to get out of Cuba! 

· April 25 - Spain declared war on U.S. 

· We claimed war existed since April 21 (?) 

(added Teller Amendment, no territorial ambitions!!!) 

The war (lasted 115 days)

· 1. Began in the Philippines 

· a. May 1 - Comm. George Dewey attacked Spanish fleet at Manila Bay 

· b. Assault on island (Emilio Aguinaldo) 

· 2. Cuba 

· a. Our Navy established a "blockade" 

· b. U.S. army was in deplorable state! 

· (only 28,000 called for 200,000, 274,000 would serve) 

· c. June 14 - landed at Daquiri, 15 mi. east of Santiago 

· (met Sp. army of 200,000, but ill- equipped) 

· d. July 1 - charged San Juan Hill ("Rough Riders") 

· e. July 14 - Santiago surrendered 

· (after Adm. William Sampson destroyed remaining Sp. navy) 

· f. Aug. 12 - Spain surrendered 

3. Treaty of Paris 

· (signed Dec. 10; ratified by one vote more than the required 2/3, 57 to 27, on Feb. 6, 1899) 

· a. Independence for Cuba 

· b. Spain ceded 

· Philippines 

· Guam 

· Puerto Rico 

· c. U.S. paid $20m 

· Results 

· a. 5,462 U.S. died (379 in battle) 

· b. Cost $250 million 

· c. U.S. now had an empire! 

· 1) During the war annexed Hawaii 

· 2) Also claimed Wake Island 

· d. Would have to protect and defend them! 



V. The Imperialism Debate

Anti-Imperialist League

· formed in Nov., 1898 

· (Jane Addams, Samuel Gompers, Mark Twain, William Jennings Bryan, Andrew Carnegie) 

· what were their arguements? 

· What would the U.S. do with an overseas empire? 

· Does the Constitution follow the flag? Strong debate. 

· (went against the dem. principles found in the Declaration of Independence and the Constitution) 

· (it would be costly to protect colonies) 

Imperialist Arguments

· Others argued that imperialism was our duty 

· it would increase bases 

· improve our status among the countries of the world 

· and European powers were doing it! (our "destiny") 

Insular Cases

· SC ruled that there were two types of terr. possessions (to be governed, and had some Const. rights) in 1901; would basically be dealt with by Congress as it saw fit 

· 1. "Incorporated" - destined for statehood (Hawaii and Alaska) 

· 2. "Unincorporated" - not destined (Phil., Guam, Puerto Rico) 

· Governing our new possessions 

· What rights for our new inhabitants? 

· Did the Constitution follow the flag? 

· SC ruled that there were "fundamental rights" (for all) and 

· "procedural rights" (those given by Congress, like trial by jury) 

· Decisions were not easy! 

· 1. Puerto Rico 

· a. 1900 - Foraker Act - citizenship, governing 

· (gov. and council appointed by U.S. President and elected House) 

· b. 1916 - Jones Act - became a U.S. territory 

· notice timing - WWI 

· c. 1952 - commonwealth status (own const., elected officials) 

· d. Statehood? 

· 1) Can vote in pres. elections (but no electoral votes) 

· 2) Can advise Congress, but no vote 

· 3) No federal income tax 

· 2. Cuba 

· a. Teller Amendment - forbade annexation 

· b. After war, military occupation under Gen. Leonard Wood 

· (cleaned up island - Dr. Walter Reed) lasted until 1902 

· c. 1901 - Platt Amendment - U.S. had the right to intervene (did so 3 times by WWI). 

· Cuba could not make debts it could not repay 

· couldn't enter into treaties w/o consent of U.S. 

· The Platt Amendment made Cuba a "protectorate" 

· d. 1934 - abrogated the Platt Amendment, but kept the navy base at Guantanamo 

· 3. Philippines (7000 islands) 

· (annexed it to "uplift" and Christianize the people and what if Germany or Japan got it?) 

· a. Filipino Insurrection (led by Aguinaldo until his capture) 

· 1) 60,000 U.S. troops (under Arthur MacArthur) 

· 2) Lasted 3 years, many atrocities! 

· 3) 7,000 U.S. casualties, over 20,000 Filipinos, plus 200,000 Filipino civilians! 

· 4) Ended with capture of Aguinaldo 

· 5) Cost $600 million! 

· b. 1900 - William Howard Taft became gov. of Philippines 

· 1902 - Philippine Government Act - began "Americanization" of the Philippines (Eng. official lang., schools, public works, taught them baseball and basketball) 

· a) "Unorganized" territory 

· b) Filipinos - citizens of the Philippines 

· c) Established gov't similar to Puerto Rico 

· 1916 - Jones Act - U.S. gov, rest elected 

· 1934 - Tydings-Duffie Act - provided for independence within 10 years 

· attempted to get out of the way of Japan 

· they attacked it before we could set it free 

· (granted independence on July 4, 1946) 

· we kept military bases (Subic Bay and Clark Field) 

· they are now gone! 

· After the Spanish-American War, the U.S. entered its "Age of Imperialism" (1898-1917). 



VI. Imperialism in the Far East

· With acquisition of the Philippines, U.S. became more interested in affairs in Asia 

China ("sick man" of Asia)

· 1. China-Japanese War (1894-95) exposed China's weakness 

· 2. Europe and Russia and Japan establishing "spheres of influence"; would we be left out? 

· 3. What would the U.S. do? 

· 4. Open Door Policy (John Hay) 

· a. 1899 - sent "note" to all nations interested in China; asked them to respect trading rights (equal commercial opportunity) 

· b. While note circulating, "Boxer Rebellion" erupted in China, "Boxers" killed some 200 missionaries 

· 1) International rescue force (20,000, 5000 from U.S.) 

· 2) Extracted $333m indemnity ($24m for U.S.) 

· c. Hay sent second note - respect China's territorial integrity 

Japan (most imperialistic of the Asian nations)

· Russo - Japanese War 

· 1. Neither Japan nor Russia respected the Open Door Policy 

· 2. 1904 - Japan attacked Russia over Manchuria (China's richest province) 

· 3. Japan appeared to be winning, but at a terrible cost; asked U.S. to arbitrate! 

· 4. TR called the two to Portsmouth, NH (1905) 

· hoped to end the war with a "balance of power" in Asia! 

· a. Russia gave up some territory, w/d from Manchuria 

· b. Japan did not get an indemnity 

· c. TR received the Nobel Peace Prize for his Treaty of Portsmouth 

· 5. Caused a lot of anti-American hostility in Japan; we returned it! ("yellow peril") 

· 6. 1907 - TR sent "Great White Fleet" on 14 month tour to impress the Japanese 

· by now U.S. had second largest navy! 

· a. Our new, steel, steam-powered battleships 

· b. Japan began plans to build a bigger navy also! 

· 7. 1908 - Root-Takahira Agreement - maintain "status quo" in Asia 

· 8. During WWI, we now become much stronger 



VII. Latin American Policy

· 3 Presidents would turn the Caribbean into an "American Lake" by WWI! 

· Policy in Latin America would cause much anti-Yankee hostility! 

· Goal (of all 3): stability for L.A. countries 

A. Background

· 1. Lots of problems since L.A. countries got their independence 

· a. Social inequality 

· b. Not much experience in self-government, nor stability 

· c. Extreme concentration of wealth in most countries 

· 1) Lots of debts by tenant farmers to wealthy landowners 

· 2) Foreign investors took most of the other wealth 

· 2. Early U.S. involvement 

· a. William Walker's attempt to bring slavery to Nicaragua 

· b. Minor Cooper Keith built a "banana republic" in Costa Rica (brought bananas to U.S.) 

· emerged into the United Fruit Company 

· 3. Involvement 

· a. 1889 - First International American Congress 

· 1) U.S. and 17 L.A. nations met in Washington 

· 2) Agreed to commercial and cultural exchanges 

· 3) This was the first effort at hemispheric cooperation 

· 4) Still, Latin America was suspicious! 

· b. 1891 - Valparaiso Incident 

· 1) U.S. sailors from U.S.S. Baltimore went ashore to the "Blue Moon" saloon 

· 2) Got in a fight, 2 Americans killed, 17 wounded 

· 3) Called for an indemnity and an apology, Chile refused! 

· 4) Pres. Harrison sent a "war message" to Congress 

· 5)Chile agreed to our demands ($75,000) 

· 6) Repercussions? 

· c. 1895 - Venezuela 

· 1) Border dispute between Venezuela and GB (Br. Guiana) 

· when gold discovered there 

· 2) Pres. Cleveland sent letter to GB when it threatened war 

· warning them of violating Monroe Doctrine 

· 3) U.S. agreed to "arbitrate" a dispute between Venezuela and GB (Br. Guiana) 

· GB got 90% of what it wanted! 

· 4) Repercussions? 



B. Roosevelt ("big stick" and "gunboat diplomacy") 

· "Speak softly and carry a big stick" (an African proverb) 

· remember TR was an "active president"; in Latin America, he had two goals: 

· 1) build an inter- oceanic canal 

· 2) keep Europe out of Latin America 

· 1. Panama Canal 

· a. Need for an inter-oceanic canal (took U.S.S. Oregon 68 days to circle S. Am.) 

· b. 1846 - treaty to use Panama for crossing (49'ers used it) 

· c. 1850 - Clayton-Bulwer Treaty (U.S.-GB joint venture) 

· d. 1901 - Hay-Pauncefote Treaty - cleared way for U.S. to build it 

· (promised to keep it open to all) 

· e. Where to build? 

· 1) Nicaragua (Mt. Motombo) 

· 2) Panama (owned by Colombia) - Fr. under De'Lesseps had begun a canal in 1879 (to 1889), but the co. went broke and half its work force died! 

· 3) Volcano eruption on Martinique, killing 1000s 

· 4) Philippe Bunau-Varilla (New Panama Canal Co.) 

· sent postage stamps to all U.S. Senators! 

· f. 1903 - Hay-Herran Treaty with Colombia 

· 1) 99 year lease 

· 2) $10 million, $250,000 yearly 

· 3) Columbia reneged! Wanted $25m bribe! 

· 4) TR called them "bandits"; decided to exploit unrest in Panama 

· (wanted their ind. from Colombia - in 57 years, 53 attempts to break away!) 

· 5) Bunau-Varilla visited U.S., met with TR 

· g. Revolt 

· 1) U.S.S. Nashville sent to keep Col. troops from landing 

· bribed Commander of Col. Navy! 

· 2) Nov 3, revolution began; over in 3 days! 

· 3) Nov 18 - Hay-Bunau-Varilla Treaty 

· -$10m, $250,000 yearly 

· -40 mi. long, 10 mi. canal zone 

· -U.S. has all rights within the zone 

· h. Construction - the "moon shot" of its day 

· (U.S. supplied building machines, etc.) - led to a "boom", new technology 

· 1) Many problems - yellow fever 

· cost $10 per mosquito killed, had to remove dirt - dams and filled swamps 

· William Gorgas (yellow fever) 

· George Goethals, an army engineer, took over and got it done! 

· 3) Aug 15, 1914 - opened same mo. and yr. as WWI 

· 4) Cost $375 million (most expensive at the time) 

· 43,000 workers (5600 died), at 10 cents an hr.; temp. reached 120 by noon! 

· i. Significance - for world and U.S.? 

· j. Today 

· 1) Few changes (7 stories tall!) 

· 2) $20,000 to $40,000 to use it (bigger ships won't fit) 

· 3) 9 hrs. to pass (12 locks), 52m gallons of water! 

· 4) 1977 - treaties to give it back at end of century! 

· 2. Expanding the Monroe Doctrine - we needed a L.A. policy for 

· protection of the Panama Canal and 

· to keep Europe out - collect L.A.'s debts 

· a. Latin American nations economically handicapped, made many bad debts 

· b. 1902 - GB and Germany intervened in Venezuela over default 

· (a threat to the Monroe Doctrine) 

· TR sent Dewey and fleet to make a point! GB agree to arbitration (got money) 

· c. 1904 - similar situation in the Dominican Republic 

· d. TR - Roosevelt Corollary 

· 1) "policeman" of the western hemisphere 

· 2) "international bill collector" 

· 3) 1904 - used it in the Dominican Republic ($32m debt) 

· -U.S. took over customs houses, put DR on a budget! 

· -55% of revenue used to repay debts 

· -in 2 years, Dom. Rep. on way to eco. recovery (there were repercussions) 

· 4) Never ratified by Congress (abrogated in late 20s) 

· 5) It would serve as a "model" for the next President 



C. Taft - "dollar diplomacy" - to achieve pol. and eco. stability

· 1. Encouraged U.S. investment 

· (would protect investments with out marines if necessary), in the Caribbean and China 

· a. Use peaceful intervention with "dollars instead of bullets" 

· b. Financial stability = political stability (or so we thought) 

· c. Benefits to both U.S. and the other country - keep Europe out 

· 2. Nicaragua offers best example of "dollar diplomacy" 

· a. Revolution inspired by Am. mining interests (1909) 

· overthrew Pres. Zelaya (installed Adolfo Diaz) 

· b. 1911 - defaulted on its foreign debt 

· c. U.S. bankers took control of the economy 

· d. When there was resentment, Taft sent in the marines to keep the peace (2500) 

· e. Needed both dollars and bullets! 

· 3. Similar developments in Haiti, Honduras, Costa Rica, and Guatemala 

· and much investment in Asia, especially China 

· 4. Investments reached the billions! 

· 5. Repercussions? 



D. Wilson ("moral diplomacy")

· Attempts at morality 

· serve God and humanity; but it was "his" morality, his vision of right and wrong 

· 1. Wilson denounced both "dollar diplomacy" and "gunboat diplomacy". 

· Wilson believed in "self-gov't", but his predecessors left a bad legacy in Latin America 

· (promised them that the U.S. would never again seek one additional foot of territory) 

· 2. 1914 - new Pan-American League (work at "good will") 

· 3. 1914 - treaty with Colombia, giving them $25m for the way we got Panama 

· 4. 1917 - citizenship to island people of Puerto Rico 

· 5. 30 "cooling off" treaties 

· Gunboat Diplomacy 

· However, Wilson found it difficult not to intervene in Latin America 

· a. Kept marines in Nicaragua 

· b. 1915 - sent marines to Haiti 

· (Pres. was pulled out of the presidential palace and torn limb to limb!) 

· 2000 Haitians killed! 

· c. 1916 - sent marines to the Dominican Republic to restore order there 

· d. 1916 - bought Virgin Islands (Denmark) for $25 million! 

· (buffer for protection of Panama Canal) 

· Watchful Waiting 

· Wilson's dilemma over foreign policy is best seen in dealing with Mexico 

· (aftermath of its "Ragged Revolution", its civil war) 

· a. 1911 - Porfirio Diaz overthrown (pro-Am, ruled since 1877) 

· U.S. had $2 billion invested in Mexico! 

· b. Francisco Madero took control of gov't (he was a reformer) 

· c. Shortly, he was ousted (and assassinated) by his former follower 

· Victoriano Huerta (a dictator, but pro-foreign business) 

· Wilson refused to grant recognition (not chosen by the people) 

· d. Revolt led by Venustiano Carranza (1913), resulting in civil war 

· e. Wilson decided on a policy of "watchful waiting" 

· didn't want to use "gunboat diplomacy" 

· 1) Embargo on arms to Huerta 

· 2) Learned that Germany was supplying him 

· 3) Set up a blockade around Veracruz 

· 4) Tampico Incident 

· -April 9, 1914 

· -Sailors from U.S.S. Dolphin arrested! (sent ashore to buy gasoline) 

· - Adm. Mayo demanded release and apology! Huerta refused! 

· -Wilson ordered the bombardment of Veracruz 

· (60 Am. killed, 500 Mexicans) 

· allegedly to stop arms shipment from Germany (Mex. army resisted our trying to stop the German ship from landing) 

· 5) On verge of war! 

· 6) ABC Powers (Argentina, Brazil, Chile) offered to mediate 

· -Niagara Falls, Canada 

· -Huerta agreed to abdicate 

· -Carranza recognized as President 

· f. "Pancho" Villa, a follower of Carranza, also wanted to be Mexico's president 

· decided to force U.S. intervention and blame it on Carranza 

· (and to show that Carranza was not in charge of Mexico) 

· 1) Jan, 1916 - stopped train at Santa Ysabel, killed 16 American engineers! 

· 2) March - raided and burned Columbus, New Mexico 

· (19 more Americans killed) 

· 3) Wilson sent troops under Gen. John Pershing 

· 4) Several skirmishes with the Mexican Army 

· 5) Remained until he was recalled just prior to U.S. entry into World War I in Jan, 1917 (had 15,000 troops!) 

· g. In 1917, Mexico concluded its revolution (peacefully) 

· drafted a constitution 

· Wilson granted Carranza "de jure" recognition 



Results of Imperialism

· World War I will see an end to progressivism and imperialism. 

· Many would claim that World War I was the logical culmination of world imperialism. 

· What did we learn from our venture in imperialism?

I. Introduction

· A. As 20th century dawned, the U.S. was in the midst of a reform movement. 

· 1. From Civil War to turn of the century, America was accentuated by a remarkable burst of energy and development 

· 2. Rapid development came at a tremendous cost! 

· B. "Progressives" attempting to correct the abuses of the Gilded Age 

· (political, economic and social) 

· 1. Accepted industrialization and urbanization 

· (liked benefits and the higher standard of living produced) 

· 2. Sought to correct their evils 

· 3. Challenged almost every aspect/level of American society political, economic, and social! 

· 4. Made us more aware of what our government should do for us 

· 5. What are gov't's obligations 

· C. What should our federal government do for us? 

· 1. Preamble - "We the people of the United States, in order to form a more perfect Union, establish justice, insure domestic tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the general welfare, and secure the blessings of liberty to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the United States of Amer." 

· a. To create a better balance between state power and federal power 

· ("a more perfect Union") 

· b. To improve the court system to insure civil liberties for all ("establish justice") 

· c. To prevent outbreaks of civil disturbances ("insure domestic tranquility") 

· d. To protect the country from foreign dangers ("provide for the common defense") 

· e. To encourage national growth and social progress ("promote the general welfare") 

· f. To safeguard the freedom of citizens ("secure the blessings...") 

· 2. Goals 

· a. Economic - "economic progress" (competition, standard of living, bus. expansion, better distribution of wealth, conservation of natural resources, create jobs) 

· b. Social - "social justice" (equality of opportunity for all, equal protection/due process, better quality of life) 

· c. Political - "balance of power" (among branches, state and federal, two-party system) and "greater democracy" 

· D. We saw in the last unit that laborers began to challenge the system; however, not many Americans listened to them. 

· But when farmers began to protest, more people listened! Why? 



II. The Agrarian Revolt (1860 - 80%; today - 2%)

· A. Farmers' Problems (by 1880s, an Agricultural Depression) 

· 1. The usual problems - soil erosion, drought, flood, isolation and loneliness, but by late 1800s, many more! 

· 2. Declining income - for example, wheat: in 1865, a bushel sold for $1.50; in 1880, .76, by 1894, for .49 (deflation) 

· a. Foreign competition 

· b. Overproduction 

· c. Affected by supply and demand 

· d. More farmers (as West opened, acreage doubled to 900m!) 

· e. Improved technology and "scientific farming" with irrigation, crop rotation, pesticides, hybrid crops, etc. 

· 3. Increasing costs 

· a. Debts (credit, mortgages - sometimes as much as 25%) 

· b. Taxes (states raised property taxes to pay expenses) 

· c. High charges by "middlemen"; high cost of manufactured goods 

· d. Inadequate currency 

· 1) Deflation ($25 per capita) 

· 2) Double amount of corn to buy a dollar! 

· 3) Is money: 

· -medium of coin? 

· -medium of exchange? (what it will buy) 

· 4) Farmers wanted "cheap money" (prices would rise; 

· debts would be "reduced") 

· 4. Public attitudes went from viewing farmers as the "basis of society" to "rubes", "yokels", "hayseeds" (Aggie Jokes) 

· 5. The farmers had no "voice" in gov't to represent them! 

· What had American workers done to better their position? 

· B. Organization (wanted a greater share of the wealth!) 

· 1. Patrons of Husbandry (Grange) - Oliver H. Kelley 

· (1867, by 1875, over 800,000 members) 

· a. Began as a social organization 

· b. Cooperatives ("pools" to buy machinery) 

· c. Politics (Granger laws) 

· 1) Munn v. Illinois (1877) - states could set rates 

· ("public's interest") 

· 2) Wabash v. Illinois (1886) - reversed Munn 

· 3) Interstate Commerce Act (1887) 

· -stopped "long haul" vs. "short haul" 

· -power to investigate complaints of excessive rates 

· -no power to establish rates! 

· 2. Alliances (mid-1880s) 

· a. Two: Northwest Alliance and Southern Alliance 

· (began in Texas in 1877) 

· b. More radical (militant) and more political 

· (to secure rr legislation, currency inflation, others) 

· c. Colorful leaders 

· 1) "Pitchfork" Ben Tilman 

· 2) "Sockless" Jerry Simpson 

· 3) Mary Elizabeth Lease 

· d. Significant gains in 1890 mid-term elections 

· (several progressmen to Washington); saw promise for '92 

· e. Began a third party, the Populist Party 

· 3. The Populist Party (combined with other reformers) 

· a. Parallels to rise of Christianity 

· (grew out of "conspiracy" against God) 

· (farmers and others felt like they were victims of conspiracy!) 

· b. Believed "apocalypse" was at hand! Doing duty to "purify" America 

· c. Omaha Platform (July 4, 1892) 

· 1) several political reforms (secret ballot, direct election of senators, one-term presidency) 

· 2) government ownership of "natural monopolies" (rr, telephones) 

· 3) income tax 

· 4) inflate currency (to $50 per capita) by coining silver 

· 5) labor reforms (8-hour day, immigration restriction) 

· d. Many regarded this just short of communism! 

· e. 1892 Election 

· 1) Dem - Grover Cleveland (5m, 277) 

· 2) Rep - Benjamin Harrison (5m, 145) 

· 3) Pop - James B. Weaver (1m, 22) 

· f. Southern Populists refused to bolt the Dem. Party! 



III. Toward the 1896 Election

· A. Panic of '93 (one of negative effects of industrialization was "periodic eco. downturns") 

· 1. Causes - overextension of the railroad, high tariffs, gold drain 

· (Am. and Eur. exchanging bank notes for gold; silver pouring into Treasury; if silver became only standard, money would be "cheap"; big business and bankers did not want this) 

· 2. Effects - 15,000 businesses failed, 500 banks, 20% of labor force lost jobs 

· (Coxey's Army - wanted govt to provide jobs; arrested for trespassing!), 750,000 workers struck, some were very violent (including the Homestead Strike) 

· 3. Remedy - Cleveland believed it was caused by monetary uncertainty 

· a. Got Congress to repeal the Sherman Silver Purchase Act 

· 1) People began turning in silver certificates in for gold; the result a "gold drain" 

· 2) Cleveland got J.P. Morgan to buy gold to save the country (hoped to urge people to use their gold to buy gov't bonds); he did, at a $7m profit for himself! Were big business and gov't in "bed together"? 

· b. Gov't began selling bonds (Morgan bought at a low rate, sold high!) 

· B. In addition to the depression 

· 1. SC ruled that an income tax on the wealthy was unconstitutional 

· 2. In US v. Knight ruled that monopolies were not necessarily bad! 

· 3. Upheld conviction of Eugene V. Debs 

· 4. Was the gov't and business working together to suppress the common people? 

· 5. By '96, the country's mood was tense! 

· C. The Election of 1896 

· 1. Issues - "Battle of the Standards" (gold v. silver) 

· a. Silver became a symbol of the common man 

· ("free silver" would inflate currency) 

· 1) American Bimetallic League (Leading spokesman was WJB) 

· 2) William Harvey - Coin's Financial School (1894) 

· 3) Frank Baum - The Land of Oz (1900) 

· b. Background 

· 1) 1792 - Mint Act (bimetallic system, at 15:1) 

· 2) 1834 - Changed to 16:1 

· 3) 1873 Congress dropped silver ("Crime of '73") 

· 4) Bland-Allison Act (1878) and Sherman Silver Purchase Act (1890) obligated gov't to buy silver for purpose of "coinage" (but not enough for many!) 

· 5) 1893 - Sherman Silver Purchase Act repealed; split the Dem. Party into two factions, "gold bugs" and "silverites" 

· (the silver issue would dominate pol. for the next few yrs) 

· 2. Candidates 

· a. Rep - William McKinley (pro-gold), ran a "front-porch" campaign supported by "Old Guard", spent $7 million! 

· b. Dem - William Jennings Bryan ("cross of gold" speech; traveled 18,000 miles by train, made 600 speeches to over 5 million Americans, spent only $300,000 

· c. Pop - Bryan also (but, Dems chose Arthur Sewell, a banker, as VP; Populists chose Tom Watson) 

· 3. Results 

· a. Bryan - 6.5m, 176 elect. 

· b. McKinley - 7.1m, 271 elect. (big business and banks put pressure on employees and debtors to vote Rep!) 

· 4. Significance 

· a. Demise of the Populists, but birth of Progressive Movement 

· b. "Coming of Age" for "Modern America" 

· 5. The silver issue became moot when new methods of mining gold 

· (cyanide) and new discoveries (Alaska) found; in 1900, Congress passed the Gold Standard Act 

· 6. Farmer prosperity returned (good harvests, droughts in other parts of the world) 



IV. The Progressive Movement

· A. Never a unified movement (many wanted many things, many roads to Progressivism), many who wanted to make America work better! 

· B. Antecedents 

· 1. Populists (Populists were rural, poor, uneducated, radical; Progressives were urban, middle class, willing to work within 

· the system) 

· 2. Reform Darwinism 

· 3. Social Gospel 

· 4. Pragmatism 

· 5. Mugwumps and Goo-Goos 

· C. Progressives came from a variety of backgrounds 

· ("progressive profile") 

· 1. Farmers, laborers, urban middle class, college-educated 

· 2. Writers ("muckrakers", who were stronger on diagnosis than remedy, but who popularized the "exposed" to wake up the middle class to take action) 

· 3. Politicians of both parties, Populists, etc. 

· D. Overview 

· 1. Believed that material progress achieved at too high a cost (but they believed that "progress" was basically good, but wanted "orderly progress" toward a better America) 

· 2. Did not want "revolution"; willing to work within the system to bring about change (grew out of desire to counter socialist doctrine) for the "betterment of society" 

· 3. Believed in "activism" (knew that social ills would not cure themselves) 

· 4. Were enthusiastic ("crusaders"), their goals were both idealistic and realistic (wanted to save America from itself) 

· 5. ESSAY - The political, economic, social goals/achievements of the Progressive

· E. Features of Progressivism - What did the Progressives want? (economic, social, political) 

· 1. Economic Progress 

· a. Abandon laissez faire 

· 1) Big business choking free competition 

· 2) People had little protection against exploitation 

· b. Regulated capitalism (some advocated socialism) 

· c. Better redistribute the wealth 

· (1893 - 9% had 71% of all the national wealth) 

· d. Control "special interests" (like protective tariffs) 

· 2. Social Justice - "to promote the general welfare" 

· (assisted by reformers and muckrakers) 

· a. labor reform (children, hours, safety, workers compensation) 

· b. urban reform (settlement house movement) 

· c. prohibition (temperance movement, 18th Am. - 1919) 

· d. women's rights 

· 1) In the labor force (better pay, more opportun.) 

· 2) To end "second class citizenship" 

· (to be able to do the things in public that men could) 

· 3) Control of their bodies 

· -birth control 

· -Margaret Sanger (busted for sending obscene lit. through the mails...info about birth control) 

· 4) Suffrage (began with Susan B. Anthony's American Suffrage Association in 1869) 

· -Jane Addams - "Humanize" politics or "ruin it"? 

· -1917 - women picketed the White House (WWI) 

· -1920 - 19th Amendment 

· e. black rights (conflict between Booker T. Washington, who wanted "gradualism" and W.E.B. DuBois, who wanted "immediacy", to agitate for what was rightfully theirs) 

· 1) 1905 - Niagara Movement 

· 2) 1910 - N.A.A.C.P. (use courts to reverse "separate but equal") 

· 3) 1911 - Urban League (better conditions in the city) 

· f. Go over the "Reformers and Muckrakers" chart 

· 3. Greater Democracy (political power too concentrated, too much corruption, biggest threat to American life arose from the corrupt alliance between big business and "pol. machines"); the "cure", more democracy (Lincoln's definition?) 

· a. direct primary (get around "machines" and "bosses" 

· b. initiative, referendum, recall (through petition) 

· c. voter registration 

· d. Australian ballot 

· e. direct election of senators (17th Am. - 1913) 

· 4. Efficient/Responsible Government (more than just honesty/representation in gov't, progressives wanted "structural changes" in all levels of gov't) 

· a. reorganization to prevent overlapping, budgets, fixing responsibility, fight the "political machines" 

· b. municipal government 

· 1) commission system (Galveston, TX - 1901) - state put five "experts" in charge of a particular area (police, sanitation, public works, etc.) to "fix" responsibility and "get things done" (after crisis, kept the system); by WWI, 

· over 400 cities adopted it 

· 2) city manager plan (Stauton, VA - 1908) - hired a non-political manager to run city affairs; by WWI, some 250! 

· c. state government 

· 1) Oregon System (William U'Ren) - brought most dem. 

· reforms to the state level 

· 2) Wisconsin Idea (Robert LaFollette) added the idea of 

· using "experts" in evaluating legislation and making government decisions (a whole "reform package") 

· d. national government 

· 5. Active Government ("activism") - several progressive mayors, governors, and presidents who emphasized the public-service functions of government (schools, roads, public health, etc.) 

· a. Only has the "leverage" to bring about needed changes 

· b. What are the responsibilities of gov't? (Preamble) 

· c. Gov't went to little involvement (laissez faire) to involvement in most aspects of American life (good or bad?) 

· d. Progressive ideals must be incorporated at the very top levels of government (needed a "progressive president") 

· e. In 1901, the Progressives got one!

I. Progressive Profile

A. Progressives - sought to solve the problems of the industrial age

· 1. most were middle class - sought advancement not radical change a new white collar middle class had exploded on the scene between 1870 - 1910 

· 2. urban not rural 

· 3. intellectuals - writers and other educated professionals college-educated 

· 4. muckrakers - named by T.R. - writers who wrote exposes revealing corruption and dishonesty 

· a. made the public aware of the need for change 

· b. S.S. McClure 

· 1. 1902 - McClure's Magazine began publishing muckraker articles dealing with all kinds of different issues 

· 2. provided impetus for the movement 

· 3. paid muckrakers to research and uncover corruption 

· 5. focused on business practices that affected their life directly 

· a. monopolies - destroyed small middle class businesses 

· b. tariffs - raised middle class prices 

· c. quality of products purchased by middle class customers 

· 6. represented true American democracy at work 

· 7. American moralism, work ethic, and honesty stressed believed that the individual could 

· make a difference - believed in experimentation 

· Social Gospel/Urban Revivalism - apply Christian morals to social problems - Methodist 

· 8. they were efficient administrators whose ability kept them in power 

· 9. they made basic structural changes in the way government and business operate in the US 

· 10. Progressives adopted ideas of Populists 

· 11. gained support from farmers and factory workers 

B. Goals - Different theories focus on different goals as the most important

· 1. pol - democracy - government controlled by the people not special interest groups 

· 2. econ - efficiency - correct abuses in the system by industry and government 

· 3. econ - regulation - restore opportunity to business 

· 4. social justice - prevent unrest which could disrupt middle class lives 

· 5. active government - necessary to protect middle class interests

· a. Jane Addams (1860-1935) 

· 1. Accomplishment - Hull House 1889 - Chicago settlement house 

· 2. addressed problems of the slums 

· 3. day care, kindergarten, public parks, boy's clubs, child labor, sweatshops, garbage, public health, housing, education, services to the poor 

· 4. Noble Peace Prize - 1931 

· 5. Social Gospel 

· b. Florence Kelly (1859-1932) 

· 1. worked with Jane Addams 

· 2. focused on labor conditions in the cities 

· 3. state labor law enforcer 

· 4. Accomplishments - 8 hr. work day - women 

· Child Labor laws 

· housing code 

· c. Jacob Riis (1849-1914) 

· 1. How the Other Half Lives - 1900 

· 2. used photography of slums in NYC to show terrible living conditions 

· 3. influenced TR - called 1st muckraker 

· 4. theory - poverty is a major cause of crime 

· 5. water purification, parks, playgrounds, boys clubs 

Temperance Movement

· a. Francis Willard - Women's Christian Temperance Union - 1873 

· b. Carrie Nation - Anti-Saloon League - 1893 

· c. excessive drinking caused many social problems 

· 1. breakup of family 

· 2. unemployment 

· 3. poverty 

· d. 18th amendment - 1919 - Prohibition 

· e. Volstead Act - enforced prohibition on a national level 

· f. Discuss Victorian Morality 

Black Civil Rights

· a. Booker T. Washington (1856-1915) 

· 1. Founded Tuskegee Institute 

· 2. Stressed vocational education for blacks (especially agriculture) 

· 3. Stressed earning respect - patience 

· 4. Stressed ignoring segregation - changes would come when earned 

· b. Ray Stannard Baker - muckraker 

· 1. Following the Color Line 

· 2. focused on making whites aware of the problems blacks faced living in a segregated America 

· 3. Accomplishment - built white support for ending segregation through NAACP 

· c. W.E.B. DuBois (1868-1963) 

· 1. The Soul of Black Folks 

· 2. 1st black to graduate from Harvard (phD) 

· 3. opposed Washington's approach as too passive 

· 4. argued for a black college educated elite to fight segregation through the system 

· 5. stressed black pride 

· 6. Accomplishment - founded NAACP (1909) - 1st ct. victory - 1915 

· d. 1911 - National Urban League founded to address economic issues for blacks because the NAACP tended to ignore this issue. Tried to help blacks find homes, jobs, and job training. 

Women's Rights

· a. Susan B. Anthony (1820-1906) 

· 1. helped led the movement to gain women the right to vote for 40 years along with Elizabeth Cady Stanton 

· 2. Seneca Falls Declaration - 1848 

· 3. Founded National Woman Suffrage Association - 1869 

· 4. women could vote in 4 western states by the time she stepped down 

· 5. Accomplishment - 19th Amendment - 1920 

· b. Carrie Chapman Catt (1859-1947) 

· 1. 1900 - became leader of National American Women's Suffrage Association replacing Anthony 

· 2. Was successful in completing Anthony's goal of obtaining the 19th Amendment 

· 3. Founded League of Women Voters to make sure that women voted intelligently 

· c. Alice Paul (1885-1977) 

· 1. 1913 - created Women's Party 

· 2. criticism of Wilson actually slowed the 19th amendment 

· 3. continued to fight for women's rights after passage of 19th amendment 

· 4. 1923 - proposed an Equal Rights Amendment 

· 5. still around for the revival of the women's movement in the 1960s 

Business Reform

· a. Upton Sinclair (1878-1968) 

· 1. The Jungle - 1906 

· 2. most famous muckraker 

· 3. description of Chicago meatpacking industry 

· 4. Accomplishment - Pure Food and Drug Acts - 1906 Meat Inspection Act - 1906 

· b. John Spargo 

· 1. The Bitter Cry of the Children 

· 2. exposed horrible conditions of child labor 

· 3. accomplishment - Keating-Owen Child Labor Laws 

· c. Ida Tarbell (1857-1944) 

· 1. The History of Standard Oil Company - 1902-1904 

· 2. exposed business practices of John D. Rockefeller and Standard Oil 

· 3. Accomplishments 

· Clayton Anti-Trust Act 

· Federal Trade Commission 

Political Reform

· a. Eugene V. Debs (1855-1926) - Socialism 

· 1. proposed eliminating capitalism and replacing it with socialism government ownership of some of the major businesses in America 

· 2. 5 time socialist candidate for President 

· 3. Led Pullman Strike 

· 4. Many of his ideas were used by more mainstream candidates 

· b. Robert LaFollette - State government 

· 1. elected governor - Wisconsin - 1900 

· Wisconsin Idea - university professors used as experts to help run the government 

· Brain Trust 

· 3. Also used initiative, referendum, and recall (by 1918 - 20 states) 

· initiative - legislation initiated by petition and voted on by the voters rather than the legislative branch 

· referendum - action taken by the legislature requiring approval by the voters 

· recall - power to petition the removal of officials who do not represent the wishes of the voters 

· 4. Used Direct Primary, limited campaign spending (Every state by 1915) 

· 5. fought to regulate rr, public utilities, corporations 

· 6. State income tax passed 

· 7. Workmen's Comp and factory safety standards passed also 

· c. David Graham Phillips (1867-1911) - national government 

· 1. The Treason of the Senate - 1906 

· 2. Senate depicted as a millionaire's club representing banks and corporations 

· instead of the people 

· 3. Accomplishment - 17th amendment - Direct Election of Senators - 1913 

· d. Lincoln Steffens - local government 

· The Shame of the Cities - 1904 

· focused on corruption, bribery, and theft in local govt.by political machines and bosses 

· Accomplishments 

· Commission System - 1900 - Galveston (400 by 1920) 

· non-partisan elections 

· each chosen based on expertise and put in charge of a particular department 

· hurricane had destroyed 1/6 population 1/3 property 

· Steffens spread the use of this system to middle size cities it did not work well in large ones 

· City Manager System - 1908 - Staunton, Va. (45 by 1920) 

· 1. Board or (elected) City Council hired a professional 

· 2. Managers job was to solve the city's problems rather than the mayor 

· City ownership of utilities - Tom Johnson - Cleveland - increased vigilance over corporate - political connections 



V. The Progressive Presidents



A. Theodore Roosevelt

· 1. 1900 Election (McKinley vs. Bryan); McKinley chose TR as Vice President (Old Guard "kicked" him upstairs to the then deadened job of VP) 

· 2. Leon Czolgosz assassinated McKinley 

· 3. Roosevelt's Background 

· a. At 42, youngest ever to serve as President 

· b. From a wealthy family (but despised their "conspicuous consumption") 

· c. Educated at Harvard, Columbia law school 

· d. After his wife died (his mother died on the same day), he went to the West, a ranch in the Dakota Territory 

· e. War hero (Spanish-American War) 

· f. Author (Winning of the West, about Daniel Boone and the West) 

· g. Served as state leg. and gov. of NY (worked with muckrakers) 

· h. As President, stood for "Square Deal" 

· 1) A "character" 

· 2) Mark Twain called him the "Tom Sawyer of Politics" 

· 4. Views 

· a. Pres. should be a strong, active leader; do anything not prohibited by the Constitution (politics could be made honest only by strong, responsible leadership) 

· b. Warned Wall Street to yield to popular demand or be dragged down by revolution! 

· c. A "cautious" progressive ("lunatic fringe"), but he changed with the times; by 1908, he was turning "left" (supported an income tax, inheritance tax, lots of gov't regulation); the "Old Guard" viewed him as dangerous! 

· d. Most of the progressive measures enacted during his admin. had "loopholes", big on "gentlemen's agreements (but usually happy with what he got) 

1. "Square Deal"

a. Business Regulation

 
· NORTHERN SECURITIES CASE 

· 1) Developed a reputation as a "trust buster" (won 25 of 44 cases) 

· 2) Asked Congress for stronger laws; Congress refused; TR looked for a "test case" 

· 3) 1902 - Northern Securities Case (a holding company formed by J.P. Morgan/Edward Harriman, Union Pacific by John D. Rockefeller/James J. Hill, Great Northern after a bidding war over control of a connecting line nearly collapsed the Stock Market). In 1904, the SC ordered it to dissolve! 

· -Some of the nation's most powerful held accountable! 

· -However, no major players ever really hurt! 

· 4) 1903 - Department of Commerce and Labor (with a Bureau of Corporations that could investigate bus. practices) 

· 5) 1905 - Swift vs. US ("stream of commerce") - corporations must be held accountable 

· 6) Railroads (TR wanted to put "teeth" into rr legislation, especially help the farmers who were at the mercy of the rr "middlemen") 

· -1903 - Elkins Act - made rebates illegal 

· -1906 - Hepburn Act - gave ICC power to inspect books, fix max. rates, disallowed free passes to legislators, put burden of proof of business instead of ICC 

· 7) At end of admin., viewed trusts as neither good nor bad, depended on what they did; there were "good trusts" and "bad trusts" 

· 8) Supreme Court - "rule of reason" - "bust" bad trusts, leave good ones alone 

b. Labor Relastion

· 1) 1902 Coal Strike 

· -UMW (John Mitchell) led 140,000 out on strike for 20% pay raise, 8-hr. day, recognition 

· -Owners refused! (George Baer - spokesman) 

· -TR called both sides, he would "arbitrate" (workers agreed, owners did not); threatened to take over the mines! 

· -Settled in March 1903 (9-hr. day, 10% raise, no union recognition) 

· -However, coal companies were encouraged to raise prices to offset costs of raises! 

·   

· 2) First time federal gov't did not intervene on the side of management; treated both as "equals"! 

· c. Public Health - work done by Dr. Harvey Wiley, the Dept. of Agriculture's chief chemist alerted many to the adulterants and additives put in food and drugs ("poison squad"), others exposed conditions in the food and drug industry (Edward Bok, Upton Sinclair's The Jungle) 

· 1) 1906 - Meat Inspection Act - gov't got power to inspect meat packing plants (at gov't cost) 

· 2) 1906 - Pure Food and Drug Act - banned harmful substances in foods and drugs (many narcotics...and worse!) (in 1927 the Food and Drug Admin. was created), required labeling of contents 

· 3) Significance - govt's responsibility to protect the public's health and safety! 

· d. Conservation (TR believed this his greatest achievement) 

· 1) Having lived in the West, TR knew results of exploitation 

· 2) Withdrew over 150 million acres from the "public domain" (into nat'l parks, wildlife sanctuaries, etc.) 

· 3) Refused to allow big business to exploit oil reserves 

· 4) 1902 - National Reclamation Act - Money from sale of public land used to pay for irrigation projects 

· ($80m by WWI) 

· 5) 1908 - called first ever governor's conference (to get states in on the solution) to discuss a national problem: conservation (only 3, one in 30s on the Depression, on in '89 on education) 

· 6) Created a Conservation Commission to study our dwindling resources (most states did likewise) 

·   

· e. Decided not to run in 1908 (had won in 1904 against Alton Parker, 7.6m to 5m, 336 to 140); was becoming very "radical" in his progressive views 

· f. Legacy? 

· 1) Enlarged the role of the President 

· 2) Champion of the idea that the public must be protected from abuses by "special interests" 

· 3) Established a progressive trend for future presidents 



B. William Howard Taft ("Big Bill" Taft - 326 lbs.)

· 1. 1908 Election (vs. William Jennings Bryan) 

· 2. Background 

· a. Educated at Yale 

· b. Served as a judge (would later be Chief Justice) 

· c. Governor of the Philippines 

· d. Only elective office ever 

· e. Not dedicated enough to the progressive cause (ran for his wife; then she fell seriously ill after inauguration) 

· f. Caught between the Progressives and the Old Guard 

· g. "Overshadowed" by Roosevelt (what would TR have done?) 

· 3. Continuing Progressivism 

· a. 90 antitrust suits (TR, only 44) 

· b. Added lands to national forests (w/d more land than TR) 

· c. Mann-Elkins Act (1910) - brought telegraph, telephone, the wireless, and cable under ICC 

· d. Labor reform - 8-hr. day for workers contracting with federal government 

· e. Publicity Act - parties must make public sources and amounts spent on elections 

· f. 16th Amendment (he strongly favored it) - 1913; as was the 17th Amendment 

4. Upsetting the Progressives

· a. Conservation 

· 1) Ballinger (Sec of Interior) - Pinchot (Chief Forester, Forest Service created in 1905 by TR) Affair 

· 2) Ballinger was selling land to private companies for development purposes! Pinchot went to Taft to get him to stop 

· 3) Taft fired Pinchot, who went public on what Ballinger was doing (turning over coal reserves and water power sites to private interests) 

· 4) Pinchot went to Europe to tell TR 

· b. Tariff Reform 

· 1) Had promised to revise it downward 

· 2) Payne (House, low) - Aldrich Tariff (Senate, high) of 1909, it actually raised duties on most common items (Taft signed it, called it the best tariff ever); overall, tariff still at about 40%! 

· 3) Taft did not want to challenge the "Conservatives", the "Old Guard" in Congress 

· c. House Revolt 

· 1) Speaker Joseph Cannon, who ran the House with an iron fist (appointed committees, made rules, established calendar) 

· 2) "Insurgent" Revolt 

· 3) Taft indicated he supported Cannon ("cottoning" to the Old Guard conservatives) 

· 4) The "insurgents" won, but not with Taft's support! 

· 5. 1912 Election (first to use presidential primaries) -the highwater mark for progressivism! 

· a. Rep - Taft 

· b. Progressive ("Bull Moose") - TR ("New Nationalism" - fed gov't would be the leader of reform, more regulation of business, more democracy) 

· c. Dem - Woodrow Wilson ("New Freedom" - equality for all, bring back competition; fed. gov't would be "umpire") 

· d. Results 

· 1) Taft - 8 

· 2) TR - 88 

· 3) Wilson - 435 

· 4) Socialist - Eugene Debs got nearly 1m votes (but no electoral votes) 

· e. So, what did the public think about Progressivism? 



C. Woodrow Wilson

1. Background

· a. Father a Presbyterian minister (morality) 

· b. Educated and taught at Princeton (and served as its President) 

· c. Taught history and political science 

· d. Governor of New Jersey 

· e. Views 

· 1) Like TR, believed Pres. should be a strong leader 

· 2) Cautious as a progressive (did not endorse black or womens' rights), but some of most permanent laws enacted during his presidency 

· 3) Called for a "New Freedom" (equality, bring back competition, strong bus. regulation) 

2. Progressive Reforms

· a. Conservation - National Park Service Act, created the National Park Service to oversee/operate the 25m acres of national parks in the U.S. 

· b. Tariff 

· 1) Called special session of Congress, personally addressed Congress 

· 2) Underwood Act (1913) - lowered tariff to 30% 

· 3) Lost revenue would be made up from the income tax (16th Amendment - 1% over $3000; 6% over 1/2m, 7% highest) 

· c. Antitrust Legislation (Wilson campaigned to break the nation's trusts) 

· 1) Clayton Antitrust Act (1914) passed to plug the "loop-holes" in the Sherman Antitrust Act (clearly defined unfair practices, etc.) 

· a) Added holding companies and interlocking directorates to Sherman Act; prohibited price discrimination 

· b) Exempted labor 

· c) Curtailed use of injunction in labor disputes 

· 2) Federal Trade Commission Act (1914) - set up a Federal Trade Commission to: 

· a) Investigate corrupt practices (interstate corps.) 

· b) Issue "cease and desist" orders in using unfair practices (misleading advertising, eliminating competition, etc.) (in 1921, SC ruled that only courts could do this!) 

· c) FTC could define "unfair practices" 

· d. Banking 

· 1) Depressions are the "downside" of capitalism (supply and demand hard to regulate) 

· 2) A Depression in 1907 had led to the creation of the Aldrich Commission to study the nation's banking; it reported that it needed overhauling because there was no "central money supply" to fight depressions 

· 3) Needed to get money moving (from region to region), make it easier to get credit during downturns ("fluidity") 

· 4) Pujo Commission - money is a "trust" (concentration of wealth) 

· 5) Progressives wanted gov't to control banks, conservatives wanted private ownership 

· 6) Federal Reserve Act of 1913 (a compromise) - created a true national banking system (three-level) 

· a) Created a Federal Reserve System, a "banker's bank"; the "Fed" 

· b) 12 regional banks 

· c) Member state banks - 6% of their capital 

· d) Issued federal reserve notes (40% gold- backing, rest in commercial paper) led to "inflated currency", the volume of currency no longer at the mercy of the supply of gold! 

· e) Federal Reserve Board - in charge of controlling the money supply by raising or lowering interest rates to expand or shrink the amount of money in circulation ("flexibility") 

· f) It really didn't destroy trusts, but it did give greater flexibility to banking 

· e. Other 

· 1) Farmers 

· a) Smith Lever Act (1914) - aid to rural schools to help them maintain high educational levels 

· b) Federal Farm Loan Act (1916) - workers compensation 

· 2) Labor 

· a) Adamson Act (1916) - time and one-half (began for rr workers engaged in interstate commerce) 

· b) Kern-McGillicuddy Act (1916) - workers compensation 

· c) Keating-Owen Act (1916) - prohibited interstate transportation of goods made by children (keep kids under 14 out of the labor force)

· B. World's first "Total War" 

· August 1914 to November 11, 1918 (11/11/18) 

· 32 Nations 

· 30 Million Die 

· $350 Billion 

· Political, Social and Economic Effect? 



II. Causes of World War I



A. Failure of Balance of Power System - International Anarchy

· 1. "Balance of Power" System 

· designed by Prince Metternich 

· 1815 - Congress of Vienna 

· Collapse building in Europe since 1871 - Balance of power changed in Europe 

· 2. England was #1 had the responsibility to maintain the system 

· only had a powerful navy the balance broke down 

· 3. Hague Conference - 1899 

· created to settle disputes through arbitration not used 

· devised rules of war that failed to take new weapons into account 

· 4. No means of using international force to prevent war 

· 5. World economy - interdependent - needed peace 

· a. raw materials 

· b. markets 

· c. growth 

· 6. System was not flexible enough to adjust to changes by the industrial revolution 

· a. industrialization led to competition for colonies 

· b. competition led to military buildups 

· c. military buildups led to alliances 

· d. nationalism led to conflict (Serbia's desire for freedom) 



B. Imperialism - National rivalries - review motives

· Have-not countries tried to catch up to France and England 

· 1. Franco - Prussian War - 1870-1871 - German unification and expansion 

· Ems telegram - used to sucker Napoleon III into declaring war while unprepared 

· Bismarck used threat of war with France to force smaller German states to turn to Prussia 

· creating Germany (nationalism) 

· c. Germany defeated France and took Alsace-Lorraine (imperialism) 

· d. $1 billion indemnity designed to weaken France further 

· e. military occupation until paid and humiliation of treaty signed at Versailles 

· f. France - paid quickly desired to recover Alsace-Lorraine and get revenge 

· both began to build militaries to prepare for war with each other - look for allies 

· 2. Turkey - Sick Man of Europe (Balkans) - S.E. Europe 

· a. Turkey had begun to disintegrate - unable to hold the Ottoman Empire together 

· b. Crimean War (1853-1856) 

· 1. Russia attacked Turkey to obtain the Dardanelle Straits (warm water port) 

· a. England stopped them - maintained balance of power 

· b. keep Russians from threatening Suez Canal 

· 2. Turkey weakened 

· c. Balkan Crisis - powderkeg of Europe 

· 1. now Austria-Hungary also wanted the same territory because it was landlocked 

· and needed ports 

· 2. Russo-Turkish War - 1877-1878 

· a. Russia won - obtained Dardanelle Straits 

· b. Germany double-crossed Russia sided with Austria-Hungary 

· c. Russia forced to give Straits back 

· This set up a potential war between Austria-Hungary and Russia over the Balkins 

· 3. Russo-Japanese War - 1904 

· Japan humiliated Russia and increased Russian need for a warm water port 



C. Militarism - buildup of military

· nationalism within these nations gave support for buildup 

· (US imperialism is a good example of this public support) 

· 1. Germany moved up to #4 - had always had a powerful army 

· a. unification made them the fastest growing power 

· b. to challenge England for #1 - they built a German navy - Dreadnaughts 

· 2. France - #5 had always had both 

· a. after Germany defeated them they began to build even faster 

· b. wanted revenge began to race Germany 

· 3. Italy had never had either sought to catch up 

· 4. Russia was huge and so was their army - #3 until Russo-Japanese war 

· a. Japan was #41 - showed that Russia was overrated - based on size 

· b. they needed an industrial revolution to catch up in quality 

· c. this required a warm water port 

· 5. England had to continue to build up its navy to stay #1 

· a. it also had to prevent others from becoming too powerful 

· b. maintain status quo 

· 6. Austria-Hungary - #2 - but losing ground 

· a. was powerful but landlocked - to become #1 it needed ports 

· b. to build a navy it needed the Balkans 



D. Alliance System - completed by 1907

· 1. Triple Entente 

· a. France - needed allies to get even with Germany 

· b. Russia - needed help to gain Balkans joined France - 1891 

· c. England - isolated, feared naval blockade - imported food - 1904 

· 2. Triple Alliance 

· a. Germany - wanted allies against France and had chosen between A-H and Russia in 1879 

· b. Austria-Hungary - needed support to gain port which would upset England and Russia 

· c. Italy - willing to side with which ever side was going to win - wanted territory 

· 3. Von Schlieffin Plan - 1906 

· a. German plan to fight and win a two front war against France and Russia 

· b. key to plan was timetable 

· 1. Germans measured routes to Paris - best route through Belgium 

· 2. counted on neutral Belgium to let them pass without fighting 

· 3. they had 6 weeks from the time Russian troops started moving west to capture 

· Paris and put their troops on trains for the Eastern Front 



E. Nationalism - intense patriotism and national pride

· - Germany united 1871 

· - Italy - Late 1860's united 

· - National "Sore Spots" - 

· 1) Italy lost territory to Austria 

· 2) France lost Alsace-Lorraine to Germany 

· 3) Balkan Peninsula - desire for independence by colonies (Serbia) 

· 1. Turkey - Sick Man of Europe (Balkans) - S.E. Europe 

· 2. rebellions occurred as Empire began to disintegrate 

· a. Greece 

· b. Bulgaria 

· c. Rumania 

· d. Serbia (Yugoslavia today) 

· e. all wanted independence 

· 3. Balkan Crisis - powderkeg of Europe 

· a. Serbia became the focal point 

· b. Russians - Slavic so were Serbs - offered protection from Austria-Hungary 

· c. Serbia did not want to become a part of either 



F. Immediate Cause of WWI - Assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand 

· 1. 6/28/14 - in Sarajevo, Bosnia by Gavrilo Princip - 19 yr. old 

· 2. attempt to free Balkans and Serbia 

· 3. Franz Joseph I got blank check from Germany to punish Serbia by taking it over 

· 4. sent ultimatum to Serbia - gave 48 hrs. to reply 

· 5. Serbia was willing to meet all demands short of giving up its independence 

· wanted the Hague to settle the dispute - Russia agreed 

· 6. Austria-Hungary declared war - 7/28 - did not want Hague involved 

· 7. Serbia asked Russia for aid 

· 8. Russian mobilization - 7/29 - set the Von Schlieffin plan in motion 

· 9. official start of WWI - led Germany to attack Belgium to get to France - 8/4 

· Belgium resistance lasted 16 days = Von Schlieffin plan fails 

· 10. England declared war on Germany 8/4

VII. US military turned the tide

· A. US forces were under the Allied command of Marshall Foch - France 

· 1. 6/17 - small in number - French wanted to use them as replacements 

· 2. not much difference at 1st 

· 3. convoy system did have an immediate impact 

· B. 1918 - Russia surrendered to Germany 

· 1. Germans helped Lenin return to Russia 

· 2. 11/8/17 - Bolshevik Revolution - Trotsky headed army 

· 3. Americans felt cheated 

· 4. 3/3/18 - Treaty of Brest-Litovsk 

· a. Russia gave up Baltic states, Poland, and Ukraine 

· b. Br. and US invaded Russia (Archangel and Vladivostok) 

· c. US withdrew 5000 troops in late 1920 

· 5. This gave the Germans a chance to win by moving their entire army to the Western Front 

· 6. American men and supplies were pouring in by 1/18 and stopped the German advance 

· C. American Expeditionary Force (AEF) led by John J. Pershing then broke stalemate on Western Front 

· D. 11/11/18 - armistice (Germany expected it to be based on the 14 points) 

· E. Allied powers might have survived, but would not have won without US aid 

We were on the winning side - Does that fact alone justify the decision to enter the war?



VI. Settlement of WWI - Waging Peace

A. European Plan

· 1. secret treaties existed between the Allied countries which we did not know about 

· 2. Europeans planned to divide up the world for profit 

· 3. The Bolsheviks were cut out of their share for surrendering and published the secret documents 

· 4. This caused conflict between Europe and the US 

B. Wilson's 14 Points - Peace Without Victory - 1/8/18

· 1. need for world order - one international government devoted to justice 

· 2. open treaties 

· 3. freedom of seas 

· 4. removal of trade barriers 

· 5. reduction of arms and elimination of wars for empires 

· 6. national self-determination - political boundaries set by cultural ties 

· 7. League of Nations - world peacekeeping organization to protect weak and settle disputes 

· 8. Completely in conflict with European plan 

· 9. This plan convinced Germany to sign the armistice 

· they felt that they had not lost the war since they had not been invaded 

C. Treaty of Versailles - 1919 - Which plan would be used?

· 1. Big Four 

· a. David Lloyd George - Prime Minister - Great Britain 

· 1. goal - maintain naval supremacy 

· 2. goal - make Germany pay for war damages 

· b. Georges Clemenceau - France 

· 1. goal - revenge - do to Germany what had been done to them 

· 2. goal - make Germany pay for damages 

· 3. goal - make sure Germany was not powerful enough to seek revenge

· Paris Peace Conference (Jan.-June 1919) 

· site of the treaty signing which ended the Franco-Prussian War of 1871 - not a good sign 

· 3. 1st issue agreed on was the League of Nations 

· a. General Assembly - 1 vote/nation 

· b. Executive Council of 5 - voted on joint action for military 

· c. Germany and USSR left out 

· 4. Wilson's failure to invite Republicans to France 

· created immediate opposition to the League at home 

· a. Wilson left to return home to convince the US to support the League 

· b. While he was gone England and France wrote the rest of the treaty based on their plan 

· c. compromised because he believed the League was critical 

· 5. Article 231 - war guilt clause - required Germany to accept full guilt for starting the war 

· 6. Germany and Austria-Hungary lost huge chunks of land 

· a. Alsace-Lorraine returned to France 

· b. Rhineland demilitarized as a buffer between France and Germany 

· occupied by Fr. - 15 yrs. 

· c. Polish Corridor taken from Germany 

· d. Saar Valley taken by League to ensure reparations payments - 15 yrs. 

· e. All German colonies were taken away 

· f. Poland and the Baltic States - Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia were not returned to 

· USSR

· 4. Andrew Mellon - Secretary of Treasury 

· a. Economic Policy - a "Republican Formula" for economic growth 

· 1) Formulated by Sec. of Treasury, Andrew Mellon, who was opposed to wartime management of gov't, favored a "laissez-faire" approach 

· 2) Emphasis on "balancing the budget", reducing the national debt by cutting spending and making gov't more efficient, also to reduce taxes and raise tariffs 

· 3) Employed "supply side" economics, or "trickle down" 

· 4) Efficiency in gov't 

· a. favored the rich 

· b. stopped aid to poor 

· c. balanced budget 

· d. stopped taxes yet reduced national debt 

· 1. Fordney-McCumber Tariff - 1922 - raised tariffs compared to Underwood Tariff 

· 2. Budget Bureau - paid off 1/3 of war debt 

· 5) With gov't support, big business stepped up its opposition to unions 

· 6) Impact - the Rep. formula of lower taxes, higher tariffs, and lower spending ended the postwar depression, began a "boom" that would continue throughout the 20's 

· 5. Ohio Gang - some less qualified 

· a. "Harding Scandals" 

· (for what his administration is best remembered - attributed to the "Ohio Gang") 

· a. corruption - led by Daugherty - Atty Gen - resigned - 1924 

· 1. Veteran's Bureau - Charles Forbes (pocketed millions) - 2 yrs. in prison 

· 2. Alien Property - Thomas Miller (pocketed millions) - prison 

· b. Harding unaware until the end 

· 1. Harding on vacation when scandals went public 

· -Aug 2, 1923, he suffered a stroke, died in Seattle 

· -Some mystery over how he died 

· 2. Calvin Coolidge served the rest of his term 

C. Teapot Dome Scandal - 1922

· 1. Elk Hills, Cal./ Teapot Dome, Wyoming - Oil lands 

· a. oil reserves for the navy 

· b. Albert Fall - secretary of interior - received $500,000 

· c. leased to private speculators (Sinclair/Doheny) 

· d. 1st cabinet official ever convicted in 1929 - 1 yr. prison - bribery 

· 2. Harding died Aug., 1923 before the scandal broke publicly 

· exposure coincided with the loss of trust in the system and the rise of escapism 

 

D. Recession - 1921-1922

followed by prosperity which coincided with escapism

· 1. 1921 - $641/yr. average income 

· 2. 1929 - $847/yr. 

· 3. little inflation / unemployment < 4% 

· 4. top 1/3 earned income $2000+/yr. 

· 5. US wealth = all of Europe combined 

· e. Prosperity - except for non-union workers and farmers 

E. Coolidge (1923-1929) - Silent Cal

· 1. 1924 Election 

· 1. Dem - John W. Davis (a conservative) and Charles Bryan (8.5m, 136) 

· 2. Rep - Calvin Coolidge and Charles Dawes (16m, 382) 

· 3. Progressive - Robert LaFollette (5m, 13) 

· 2. The Coolidge Administration 

· a. Known as "Silent Cal" 

· prone to take long naps, do symbolic things 

· let others run things; he had very little contact with Congress 

· (a "hands off" President) 

· "A man who builds a factory, builds a temple, the man who works there, worships there" 

· "the business of America is business" 

· 3. "Coolidge Prosperity" 

· 1) National System - combining of politics, business, and labor to keep the nation "booming" 

· 2) A "consumer society" emerged, aided by easy credit, installment buying, and advertising 

· 3) Effects - led to a "boom" 

· 4) Flaws ("gilded" prosperity) 

· d. Coolidge chose not to run for reelection in 1928 

· 1. New England honesty - eliminated the Ohio Gang - Keep cool with Coolidge 

· 2. Business and prosperity stressed 

· 3. "Business of America is Business" 

· Laissez-faire attitude was perfect for an era of escapism when there was little interest in politics 

· 4. Taxes - Tariffs - Secretary of Treasury - Andrew Mellon 

· a. Tax Reduction - 1926 

· 1. continued to favor rich 

· a. cut top tax bracket from 46% to 26% 

· b. cut inheritance tax in half 

· 2. lower taxes for rich while raising excise/auto taxes that everyone paid 

· b. Trickle Down Theory 

· 1. if poor are given tax break they spend it all on necessities - short term impact 

· 2. if rich are given tax break they invest it creating new jobs for the poor - long term impact 

· 5. Laissez-faire 

· a. anti-trust laws ignored 

· b. Progressivism continued to be weak 

· c. regulatory machinery run by business = no regulation 

· d. LaFollette led Progressive minority - ignored 

· 6. Problems 

· a. Labor Unions weak 

· b. Farmers broke - sought government purchases and price supports to create parity 

· c. Coolidge vetoed these ideas twice 

· d. 3 million farmers went out of business 

· 7. H.L.Mencken - social critic 

· a. criticized society 

· b. offered no solutions 

 

F. Election of 1928

· 1. Dem - Al Smith (Catholic, anti-prohibition, NY accent) and Joseph Robinson (15m, 87) 

· Democrats divided - Alfred E. Smith - several issues hurt him 

· a. radio - voice has impact - city slicker v. intellectual leader 

· b. from NY city - NE - unpopular in south 

· c. prohibition repeal 

· d. Smith was Catholic 

· 2. Rep - Herbert Hoover (Stanford, engineer, self-made millionaire) and Charles Curtis (21m, 444) 

· 3. Herbert Hoover - Rugged Individualism 

· a. classic Republican - chicken in every pot and two cars in the garage 

· b. 1st and last elected office held by Hoover 

· c. announced that we would eliminate poverty during his lifetime 

· d. The economy was at its height when Hoover became President 

· 1. Seven months later, the "bubble burst" 

· 2. Oct, 1929 the Stock Market Crash 

· 3. Began a decade that would be called the Great Depression 

· 4. Depression - 6 months later - stock market crash - became Hoover legacy 

II. Manifestations

A. Examples of Reactionism

· 3. Nativism (100% Americanism) 

· a. An effect of "xenophobia"; manifested in two forms, the revival of the KKK and a demand for immigration restriction 

· b. Revival of KKK 

· 1) William Simmons (1915) - "America is not a 'melting pot', it is a garbage can" 

· 2) New leaders - maintenance of "white supremacy" and "traditional values" 

· 3) 1924, 4.5m members! 

· 4) New Klan - not just anti-black; anti-Jew, -communist, -birth control (Margaret Sanger), - adultery (David Stephenson, the Grand Wizard), you name it! 

· 5) More violent; burned crosses, kidnapped, flogged, lynched! 

· 6) By end of 20's, less than 30,000 mem. 

· c. Others, turned off by KKK, wanted to keep America, American! 

· Immigration restriction 

· 1) Before WWI, 1m yearly; by 1921, same 

· 2) Efforts before 20's to limit immigration 

· 3) Madison Grant's Passing of the Great Race (1916) renewed interest 

· 4) Immigration laws 

· -1921 - Emergency Quota Act 

· -1924 - Johnson-Reed Act 

· -1924 - National Origins Act 

· 5) During the 30's, more emigrated than immigrated 

· 4. Fundamentalism 

· a. Fundamentalists (based on a series of pamphlets published in 1910), led by WJ Bryan, believed that industrialization and progressivism changed America for the worst; wanted it changed back! 

· b. Began movement to fight change 

· 1) Rejected urban values; "city slickers" 

· many scientific theories-Darwinism 

· -Wm. J. Bryan $100 fine for professing to have evolved from an ape 

· 2) Laws passed banning teaching of evolution 

· 3) Showdown in Dayton, Tenn (1925) 

· -ACLU offered to defend someone who broke the law 

· -John Scopes, 24 yr old biology teacher 

· -Bryan prosecuted 

· -Clarence Darrow represented Scopes as defense attny. 

· -Scopes fined $100 

· -Bryan died days after trial 

· 4) With the loss of its most famous spokesman, the fundamentalist movement subsided 

· 5. Prohibition ("wets" vs. "drys") - a moral issue 

· a. During the war, the Lever Act banned booze, beer associated with Germans 

· b. 18th Amendment changed the Constitution 

· c. Volstead Act passed to enforce the ban 

· d. Impossible to enforce the law 

· 1) Too many borders 

· 2) Too few agents 

· 3) Homemade booze 

· 4) "Speakeasies", "bootlegging", gangsters 

· (Al Capone made bootlegging a $20m business in Chicago) 

· 5) More people drank than before (glamorous now) 

· e. In 1933, the 21st Amendment repealed the18th Amendment 

B. By the mid-1920's, reactionary behavior subsided; the 20's would "roar"!

· e. Bank Failures and Foreclosures 

· f. unsound loans to farmers and speculators 

C. Government Policy

· High tariff policies 

· a. Europe could not sell goods to the US - richest country in the world after the war 

· b. Without sales they had no money to buy our goods thus lowering demand 

· c. They retalliated by raising tariff barriers to US goods making the problem even worse 

D. Worldwide Economic Conditions

· Economic Disorder created by World War I 

· Dislocation of trade due to destruction and death 

· Reduced potential market - foreigners couldn't buy 

· Hoover argued that this was to blame 

E. Business Cycle

· inevitable part of economics 

· diagram and label business cycle on the board 

F. Uneven Distribution of Wealth

· a. Farmers and workers had wages that were too small to allow them to buy their fair share of goods - thus lower demand and overproduction 

· b. Severe farm depression 

· 1. limited immigration reduced number of new customers 

· 2. production and costs both continued to increase 

· 3. Agricultural Marketing Act - 1929 - Hoover 

· a. loaned farmers $500 million to store goods until prices went back up 

· b. prices continued down 

· c. farmers could not repay loans 

· c. 5% owned 1/3 

· d. Give example 



A. Stock Market Crash (immediate cause) - buying on margin

· 1. "Bull Market" 

· 2. Speculative Bubble 

· 1. empty value - stocks bid up over value of dividends and assets - public warning ignored 

· 2. speculation - down payment then resale at a profit 

· 3. when resale was impossible - panic caused price to crash 

· 3. Buying on margin - using stock as collateral to purchase more stock 

· borrowed money from banks - 25% down payment required 

· 4. Black Thursday - Oct. 24, 1929 - panic started 

· a. Hoover and Mellon closed the stockmarket on Friday and Monday to allow the public to calm 

· b. They declared business sound and reopened the market on Tuesday 

· 5. Black Tuesday - Oct. 29,1929 - worst till 1980s 

· a. $14 billion wiped out in one day 

· b. $30 billion wiped out within a week 

· c. decline continued - public lost confidence 

· d. bank foreclosures began 

· e. Hoover blamed 

· 6. Auto and housing slump 

B. Spiral Effect

· 1. Loss of money caused many people and businesses to go broke 

· 2. This caused less spending, making overproduction worse 

· 3. Companies laid off workers to keep from going under 

· 4. This caused less spending causing many businesses to go under 

· 5. This caused less spending (see 2) and a downward spiral was created 

· 6. A feeling of hopelessness and despair set in and the American people turned to the President 

· for leadership and help 



III. Hoover's rugged individualism (1929-1932)

A. Rugged Individualism - each individual responsible for self 

· 1. Immediate reaction - discount seriousness of depression 

· 2. Basic Republican philosophy maintained unchanged 

· government should be decentralized with most action taken at the state and local level. 

· Local government did not have the funds to solve the problems of a worldwide depression 

· 3. Hoover's efforts - focused on aid to business 

· 1. Conference of business leaders 

· 2. Cut taxes - 3% - made little difference 

· 3. Aid farmers 

· 4. Aid industry 

· a. "trickle-down" 

· b. 1932 - Reconstruction Finance Corp. 

· 5. 1932 - Federal Home Loan Bank Act - designed to aid banks 

· 4. Local government must administer federal money (NO direct relief) 

· a. Hoover did not believe in direct relief 

· b. State gov'ts and charities should help the poor until the cycle changed - they went broke 

· c. Drought victims in Arkansas 

· d. 1932 - Emergency Relief and Reconstruction Act 

· Protest - by 1932 mood of country became "ugly" 

· 1. Hoover jokes 

· 2. Farmers' Holiday 

· late attempts to help came in an election year and smacked of politics 

· underestimated the seriousness of the problem 

· 5. Unemployment 

· a. 1930 - unemployment between 6 and 7 million - Hoover took no action to help 

· b. 1931 - depression still no worse than the one in 1920-21 

· Hoover thought it was nearly over based on prior history of business cycle 

· c. 1932 - 20% unemployed - 13 million 

· d. eventually gave small amounts of money for public works in 1932 such as Hoover Dam 

B. Hawley-Smoot Tariff - 1930

· 1. raised tariffs to protect American businesses 

· 2. increased tariff wars 

· 3. the opposite of what was needed 

C. Moratorium on reparations and war debt payments - 1931

· 1. European banking system had collapsed 

· 2. Gold drain occurred as Europeans withdrew gold from US banks 

· 3. To keep the gold the US increased interest rates constricting the money supply 

· 4. 30% reduction in money by 1932 - This made recovery impossible 

· 5. Led to bank panics - 5000 closed 

D. Reconstruction Finance Corporation (RFC) - Feb. 1932

· 1. Hoover's main weapon against the Depression - response to new crisis 

· 2. loaned money to financially troubled businesses - to keep them afloat 

· 3. $2 billion - mainly to large corporations - 32,000 businesses had already closed down 

· 4. Expected private charities to help the individual 

· Community chest 

· Red Cross could only afford 75 cents / family / week 

E. Bonus March, 1932 (Hoovervilles)

· 1. 100,000 willing to go to Russia to work 

· 2. WWI veterans demanded Bonus payments due in 1943 be paid early 

· 3. Bonus Army camped along Potomac River - 20,000 

· 4. Senate refused to give the money 

· 5. Hoover sent army to disperse the remaining protesters 

· a. 3 killed 

· b. Hoovervilles emptied and burned 

· c. fear of communism yet it never emerged 

· 6. Hardhearted image in an election year 

· a. Foreclosure Riots 

· b. Talk of revolution 

· 7. Spiral Effect accelerated

· 1. Hoover (R) - blamed for the Depression

· B. First One Hundred Days - "The only thing we have to fear is fear itself" 

· 1. 15 major bills - any action to restore confidence - began 3/4/33 

· 2. 20th and 21st Amendments 

· a. lame duck amendment 

· 1. effective 1936 

· 2. moved inauguration and the opening of Congress to January from March 

· b. repealed prohibition to stimulate the economy 

B. 1st New Deal - 1933-1934

· 1. rushed - mixed goals and waste resulted 

· 2. 3 goals - relief, recovery, and reform 

· 3. focus on relief and recovery 

· 4. tried to please everyone 

· 5. Criticism of the New Deal 

· 1. Mid-term elections indicated lack of success 

· 2. End of '34 depression still raged 

· 3. Criticism from the "right" 

· -American Liberty League (John Davis, Al Smith) 

· -Called New Deal "socialism" - objected to deficit spending 

· 4. Criticism from the "left" 

· -Father Charles Coughlin ("radio priest") 

· -Dr. Francis Townsend (California physician)

· 2. Dem. - FDR (27.7m; 523) 

· 3. Union Party - William Lemke (followers of Townsend, Long, Coughlin) got 892,000, no electoral votes

a. Bank Holiday declared by FDR - 3/5/33

· c. used fireside chat to restore the people's confidence 

· d. supervision by government of banks that reopened 

· e. loans given by Federal Reserve System to support remaining banks 

· f. prohibited banks from selling stocks and bonds 

· g. prohibited exportation of gold 

b. Agricultural Adjustment Act (AAA) - 1933

· 1. goal - reduce production to raise prices 

· a. 40% farms mortgaged - Farm Credit Admin.- 1933 

· designed to help there 

· b. if prices were not raised - foreclosure then tenant/sharecropping 

· 2. 1/4 to 1/2 of crops destroyed - hunger existed in world and at home 

· 3. paid subsidy based on acres not planted 

· 4. prices increased 50% - hurt consumer 

· 5. subsidy raised through tax on food processors 

· 6. (U.S. v. Butler) - 1936 - declared the tax unconstitutional - interstate v. intrastate 

c. National Recovery Administration (NRA-Blue Eagle) - 1933

· 1. Hugh Johnson - suspended anti-trust laws - favored big business 

· 2. allowed and encouraged business to cooperate to avoid overproduction 

· 3. set wages, etc. as done later by Fair Labor Standards Act 

· 4. Critics 

· a. National Run Around - paperwork put small businesses out of business 

· b. allowed collective bargaining - unions 

· c. American Liberty League - businessmen opposed it - convinced FDR to side with labor 

· 5. (U.S. v. Schechter) - 1935 - Supreme Ct. declared NRA 

· unconstitutional - intrastate commerce v. interstate 

3. Reform - to ward off future depressions

a. Federal Depositors Insurance Corporation (FDIC/FSLIC) - 1933 

· 1. to prevent fear of bank failures 

· 2. guaranteed protection of deposits 

· 3. $2500/account originally $100,000 later 

· 4. bank failures became rare 

·   

b. Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA) - May 1933

· 1. George Norris had fought for this reform since 1920s 

· 2. greatest single public work program attempted 

· 3. socialist - government ownership of utilities 

· 4. provided rural electrification at lower price (10 to 3 cents/kilowatt-hour) 

· 5. criticism - Southeast US got project paid for by entire US 

· 6. special tax breaks could actually be paying more for electricity 

· 7. hurt private companies - measured against TVA 

· 8. Rural Electrification program increased electrified areas from 4% to 25% 

·   

c. Gold Reserve Act - 1934

· 1. US attempted to create inflation to pay for New Deal and help farmers 

· 2. Gold no longer used as money - people turned it in for paper money - stored Ft. Knox 

· 3. $21/ounce raised to $35/ounce = gold returned to US 

· 4. increased monetary supply which stimulated loans and encouraged Recovery 

·   

d. Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) - 1934

· 1. oversees stock practices to prevent another crash 

· 2. requires full disclosure of company value to protect consumer 

· 3. sets margin requirements 

e. Federal Housing Administration - 1934

· 1. loans for home repairs and construction designed to end homelessness 

· 2. aided banks - did not do much for poor wanting homes 

f. Trade Agreement Acts - 1934

· 1. one-on-one negotiations of tariffs allowed 

· 2. President or Secretary of State negotiates

I. THE FORMATION OF DICTATORSHIPS (1919 - 1932)



I. ITALY

A. COMMUNISM rejected

· govt. ownership of property with many of the same characteristics as Fascism, except that it wanted to eliminate nationalism. 

· Italy unsatisfied with its territorial gains and facing economic depression sought other answers 

· It considered communism and fascism 

· Strikes by communists scared the middle class 

· Italy lacked leadership - people began to support Fascism 

B. FASCISM

· 1919 FASCIST Party formed in Italy - Individual subservient to the state 

· 1. The rise of Dictatorships (rule without free elections) Italy had a choice 

· permitted private ownership, but place strict govt. rules on the people. 

· 1. Refused to allow opposing political parties. 

· 2. Censorship 

· 3. Complete control of people's lives - Totalitarianism 

· 4. Denial of civil rights - use of secret police 

· 5. Exalts nation/race - glorification of military power 

· 6. adulation of the individual leader 

· 2. Fasces- Roman symbol of authority bundle of rods bound around an ax. 

· 3. membership mainly unemployed soldiers who wanted action. 

· 4. leader - BENITO MUSSOLINI - Il Duce - leader 

· Creates NEW ROMAN EMPIRE - uses nationalism to motivate 

· 5. Black shirts - uniform / Roman salute of the raised hand and strict 

· discipline gave the "lost generation" the structured life that they needed. 

· 6. Tactics - torture, beatings, murder; displayed the loss of concern for human life that 

· WW I had taught them. 

· 7. Economic well being created through armament 

  

OCT. 1922 MUSSOLINI USES FORCE TO TAKE OVER ITALY 
· lost bid for legitimate election 10,000 marched on Rome 

· king named Mussolini prime minister; then used terror to become dictator; 

· Fascists became only legal party; secret police arrested opponents. 

1928 MUSSOLINI CONSOLIDATES CONTROL 



II. GERMANY

1919 TREATY OF VERSAILLES 

A. David Lloyd George and Georges Clemenceau vs. Woodrow Wilson 

· Wilson's Plan - 14 points - Germany expected the treaty to be based on this. 

· Wilson gave in on many issues in order to obtain the League of Nations the U.S. did not join! 

B. Eng. and Fr. sought revenge and profit.

C. Terms:

· 1. Art. 231 - WAR GUILT CLAUSE - sole responsibility for WW I 

· Germany was not the only country at fault for the start of the war and they knew it. 

· They resented taking all of the blame. 

· This led to a stress of German national pride to resist the shame of the treaty. 

· This, in turn opened the door for dictatorships -NATIONALISM 

· 2. REPARATIONS - 32 billion plus interest payable through 1986. 

· Payments for war damages. Problems created by this: 

· a. business slowdown - led to strikes 

· b. unemployment e. inflation destroyed the 

· c. worldwide depression middle class 

· d. high prices - 8x 1914 

· These problems also opened the door for radical govts. and dictatorships. 

· 3. Germany lost territory 

· National Self determination was used to redraw the map of Europe, but this was not completely accurate, leading to widespread discontent. 

· Many people were not satisfied with the country in which they were located after the maps were redrawn. 

· Fr. obtained Alsace and Lorraine 

· RHINELAND became buffer zone between Ger. and Fr. for 15 years. 

· Fr. got control of the SAAR coal mine region for 15 years to pay back part of the war damages. 

· POLISH CORRIDOR was created isolating East Prussia (included Germans). 

· SUDETENLAND given to Czechoslovakia to surround Germany with more powerful neighbors (included Germans). 

· Mandate system gave German colonies to the League, but most of them were administered by Eng. and Fr. 

· Germany began to desire revenge for its harsh treatment and also wanted to recover its lost territory - IMPERIALISM. 

· 4. REDUCED GERMAN MILITARY 

· to 100,000 men and 6 naval ships; no planes or subs were allowed. 

· In order to restore the economy and national pride these restrictions will be violated and then completely ignored by Germany - MILITARISM. 

· Germany refused to sign the treaty at first, but the new Weimar government was a coalition of socialist parties and did not have the strength to continue the war; it finally decided to sign the treaty. 

· The socialists were viewed as traitors to the Fatherland. 

JAN. 1923 Occupation of the RUHR - Germany tried to pay debt with inflated money after this 

  

NOV. 1923 BAVARIAN PUTSCH
· 1. Weimar Republic blamed for the unemployment and inflation as well as the T. of Versailles. 

· 2. Jews also blamed; the world had a long history of dislike for the Jews. 

· 3. Bavarian Putsch - failed - Hitler jailed wrote Mein Kampf (My Struggle) 

· presenting his plan for more Lebensraum. 

· People did not believe he meant it. 

· 4. one of many revolutions - armed bands roamed the country 

· 5. Germany could no longer pay its reparations 

APRIL 1925 HINDENBURG ELECTED 

  

1929 GREAT DEPRESSION - Unemployment 40% in Germany

  

1930 Hitler's Nazis Party created / Saar evacuated

· By 1930 the disillusioned lost generation blamed those generals and 

· leaders left over from WW I for all of their problems. 

JAN. 1933 Hitler becomes Chancellor 

· 1. supported by the middle class 

· 2. legally elected 

FEB. 1933 Reichstag burned 

· Nazis gained control of the Reichstag using terror. 

· Third Reich declared (Charlemagne - 800 / Bismarck - 1871) 

MARCH 1933 Jewish Concentration Camps created 

  

MAY 1933 Hitler withdrew from the League of Nations



III. ASIA - CHINA AND JAPAN

A. CHINA

· 1911-1937 CIVIL WAR IN CHINA 

· MAO ZEDONG (COMMUNIST) V. CHIANG KAI-SHEK (NATIONALIST) 

· Manchu dynasty overthrown to remove foreign influence 

· 1. Sun Yat-sen - Kuomintang - Nationalist People's Party overthrew Manchus in 1911. 

· 2. Elected President in 1921 - controlled southern half. 

· 3. The West gave no aid - Sun turned to the U.S.S.R. for help. 

· 4. Three Principles of the People 

· a. nationalism and freedom from foreign control 

· b. govt. by/for the people 

· c. economic security for all Chinese people 

· 5. Chiang Kai-shek took over control of the Kuomintang 

· 6. Surprise attack against communists kills most of them and unites the country in 1928. 

· 7. Mao Tse-tung became leader of the rest 

· civil war between the communists and the nationalists continued. 

· 8. Long March - 90,000 communists fled - 6,000 mile retreat. 

· 1/2 died, but the communists gained the support of the peasants 

· which made up 99% of the country. 

B. JAPAN

1920'S World Depression and high tariffs made it difficult for Japan to obtain raw materials 

· Japanese began to admire new Fascist govts. 

1930 Japanese military took control of the Parliament with the support of the peasants who blamed 

democracy for the bad economic conditions. 

· Strikes gave the military more control. 

JAN 1930 London Naval Conference - ignored by Japan after 1935 

  

1931 Japanese control of the puppet state of Manchuria was threatened by Chiang

  

SEPT 1931 JAPANESE ATTACKED MANCHURIA
· violated the Open Door, the League Covenant, and the Kellogg-Briand Pact 

· By 1/2/32 the military had complete control and had set its main goal as building up a strong army and navy. 

1933 Japan withdrew from League of Nations 

  

1933 Japan renounced naval limitations



US REACTION BETWEEN THE WARS

1920-1921 U.S. Rejects League of Nations - ISOLATION is our new foreign policy 

· Disillusionment results from WWI - believed that the oceans would protect us. 

· 20's and 30's witnessed rapidly changing conditions at home 

· relations with foreign nations became equally complex and changing. 

· The US "seemingly" wanted to "withdraw" from world affairs, except in efforts to make money 

· 1. Wilson's plea for world leadership went unheeded 

· 2. Americans wanted to return to its traditional policy of "isolationism" 

· 3. US wanted to "return to normalcy" 

· 4. 20's would see attempts to keep out foreign ideas 

  

NOV. 1921 WASHINGTON NAVAL CONFERENCE
CHARLES EVANS HUGHES - SECRETARY OF STATE (1921-1925) 

· U.S. feared Japanese and British imperialism in the Pacific 

· A. FIVE POWER PACT - 1922 

· limited the size of navies based on defensive needs battleships, carriers, cruisers 

· a. Great Britain - Empire 

· b. U.S. - two coasts 

· (U.S. scrapped 30 ships and promised not to fortify Guam and the Philippines) 

· c. France - 1/3 

· d. Italy - 1/3 

· e. Japan - 3/5ths UNHAPPY 

· B. NINE POWER PACT - pledged to continue the Open Door Policy in China 

· C. FOUR POWER PACT - pledged not to attack each others possessions in the Pacific 

1922 FORDNEY-MCCUMBER TARIFF - raised tariffs making it difficult for Europe to sell goods to us 

· a. G.B. + France owed U.S. $10 billion 

· $7 billion during war / $3 billion to rebuild 

· b. repayment based on German reparation payments 

· c. Germany couldn't sell to U.S. 

· therefore their economy fell apart allowing Hitler to rise to power. 

  

1924 DAWES PLAN - reparations and debt repayment was rescheduled and new loans were made.

· German middle class was the big loser since Germany had no money to spend at home. 

· Allies wanted debts canceled - US had already profited. 

· Biggest area of friction between US and Allies 

· We ignored the problems of Germany in developing these schedules 

AUG 1928 KELLOGG-BRIAND PACT 

· Secretary of State Frank Kellogg and French Foreign Minister Aristide Briand 

· outlawed war between each other. 

· There was no means of enforcement since the League had been left powerless. 

· 62 nations eventually signed such treaties. 1st violation - Japan invades Manchuria 

1929 YOUNG PLAN (J.P. MORGAN) 

· $8 billion over 58 1/2 yrs. at 5 1/2 % to be paid by 1986/ 75% reduction 

· By 1930 Germany again stopped payments. 

· U.S. loaned $2.5 billion - Germany paid $2 -Allies paid $2.6 

JAN. 1930 London Naval Conference 

· limited tonnage/ # of subs - ignored by Italy and Japan 

1931 HOOVER MORATORIUM ON WAR DEBT 

· U.S. became concerned over the economic threat to democracy in Europe 

JAN 1932 HOOVER-STIMSON DOCTRINE 
· applied moral pressure on Japan instead of military, the League did same 

· Stimson - Hoover's Secretary of State 

· would not accept anything less than Chinese independence 

· Hoover thought that the Washington Treaty and the Kellogg-Briand 

· Pact were worthless - Japan knew that nobody would stop them 

FDR AND THE WORLD BEFORE WWII

A. Latin American Policy

· 1. 20's saw a reversal of "gunboat diplomacy" and an attempt to undo "Yankee Phobia" 

· 2. 1921 - paid Colombia $25 million for the "Panama Incident" 

· 3. We withdrew troops from most of the Latin American nations 

· 4. 1927 - Mexico 

· 5. 1929 - repudiated Roosevelt Corollary to justify intervention by U.S. in Latin American affairs! 

· 6. Paved way for FDR's "Good Neighbor" policy 

· one of "hemispheric cooperation" 

· and an effort to raise L.A.'s standard of living in the hope of increasing stability there 

· plus increasing our trade 

1933-1939 GOOD NEIGHBOR POLICY 

· CORDELL HULL - SECRETARY OF STATE adopted this from Hoover 

· MONTEVIDEO, URUGUAY - FDR created close relations with L.A. 

· we need allies and resources. The Germans were looking for a foothold in L.A. 

· No intervention - cooperation. 

· Canceled the Roosevelt Corollary, the Platt Amendment, and the right to intervene in Panama 

· 1900-1920 Intervention / 1921-1932 Mutual Defense/withdrew Marines from Haiti, D.R., Nicaragua but left dictatorships 

· 1914-1929 Invested $5.4 billion 

1933 U.S. RECOGNITION OF THE U.S.S.R. 

· Controversy - Little trade, Propaganda, International Revolution 

· No Democracy, Atheisism / Common concern over Japan / US hoped to increase trade 

1934 TYDINGS-MCDUFFIE ACT 

· independence promised to the Philippines within 10 years - hoped to avoid war 

1934 WEIMAR GOVT. DISMANTLED - GREAT PURGE - DER FUHRER 

· stripped Reichstag / outlawed political parties 

· Aryan - master race of super beings everyone else inferior especially the Jews. 

· Glorified War - textbooks rewritten and press censored 

· Demanded "living space" - began plans for expansion 

· Created police state with total control of everything began to mobilize for war. 

1934 JOHNSON DEBT DEFAULT ACT 

· Prohibited private or public loans to any foreign govt. that defaulted 

· 19 Countries defaulted only Finland repaid their loans 

1934 RECIPROCITY TRADE AGREEMENTS 

· 29 Countries 

1934-1936 "MERCHANTS OF DEATH" - GERALD P. NYE 

· Showed that Industry and Banks favored US entry into WWI for profits 

· shocked public and increased isolationist sentiment 

· led to a series of neutrality acts 

1935 GERMAN REARMAMENT - Required military service 

· French wanted action to stop them for violations of the Treaty of Versailles - not supported 

· sign of war to come 

1935 NUREMBERG LAWS - JEWS 

· a. took away Jewish citizenship 

· b. forbid intermarriage 

· c. by 1938 thousands were put in concentration camps 

· d. Jewish children not allowed in German schools 

· e. 1939 forced all remaining Jews to live in ghettos - sections of the city restricted to Jews 

AUG. 1935 1ST U.S. NEUTRALITY LAW 
· Poll: 64% Oppose intervention - Objective stay out of the war 

· FORBID SALE OF WEAPONS TO WARRING NATIONS 

OCT. 1935 ETHIOPIA conquered by Italy - The League voted sanctions 

· U.S. Opinion Poll - 67% favored no action 

· The Middle East was threatened 

· a. Eng. left troops there 

· b. Eng. kept control of the Suez Canal 

· c. Eng. promised its' colonies in the Middle East independence in exchange for aid in WW I. 

· d. Saudi Arabia ruled by ibn-Saud (oil discovered 1932) 

· e. 1921 - Iran - modernization begun by Shah Reza Pahlavi 

· f. Palestine - 1917 -Balfour Declaration promised to establish a national homeland for the Jews 

· 1. 1920 - Palestine became a mandate and Jewish immigration began 

· 2. 1930's - Arabs began to use guerrilla warfare to try and prevent further immigration. 

  

1935 2nd London Naval Conference ignored by Italy and Japan 

· US began to plan building a Pacific Fleet which they began in 1940 

· Pearl Harbor - Japan began a huge secret naval buildup 

1936 RHINELAND 

· Militarized by Germany - no one stopped them 

JULY 1936 SPANISH CIVIL WAR - FRANCISCO FRANCO 

· Fascist v. Loyalist - military dictatorship replaces legal govt. 

· Hitler and Mussolini gave aid to Franco 

· Germans tested new weapons and techniques 

· BLITZKRIEG 

· 1)airpower - LUFTWAFFE/PARATROOPS 

· (Terror - Stuka bombers, civilian attacks, paralyze defenders) 

· 2)tanks

· both sides were buying time to prepare for war with each other - agreed to split Poland

· after demand for Danzig, the Polish Corridor, and living space 

· 1st use of Blitzkrieg - Poland's army larger than the U.S.lasted two weeks 

· SS - killed 1000's of innocent civilians, put the rest in labor camps 

· No geographic barriers faced Hitler except Prypet Marshes in Poland and the Russian winter 

SEPT.3,1939 FRANCE AND GREAT BRITAIN DECLARE WAR ON GERMANY WWII BEGINS 

· France had the largest army yet only mobilized 1/8th of it 

· the British moved across the English Channel 

· French Maginot Line

· signed by FDR and Winston Churchill - secret agreement since we were not yet in war 

· based on Wilson's Fourteen Points 

AUG 1941 US begins Lend-Lease in China (Chiang) 

SEPT 1941 Konoye opens last ditch negotiations 

· offers to withdraw from Indochina if oil/steel restored 

· and if the US would allow them to keep China 

· Hull made withdrawal from China a prerequisite for talks

A. When World War I ended, most Americans expected peace and the spread of democracy, instead the Treaty of Versailles caused more problems than it solved, especially in creating political and economic instability, led to some extreme solutions to problems

B. Rise of Dictators (due to eco. conditions caused by WWI and then the Great Depression)

· 1. Totalitarian Government 

· a. Supremacy of state over individual 

· b. Dictatorship over democracy 

· c. Authority over civil liverties 

· d. Militarism and war over peace 

· e. Totalitarianism took several forms (facism, nazism, communism, Japanese militarism) 

· 2. Russia (Soviet Union in 1922) - communism 

· a. 1917 - Bolshevik Revolution 

· b. Vladimir Lenin pledged worldwide revolution, which alarmed many nations; died in 1924 

· c. Power struggle (Trotsky and Stalin) 

· d. 1928 - Stalin supreme 

· e. 1933 - US "recognized" the Soviet Union 

· f. "Buffer" against Japan (and later Germany) 

· g. Our mutual "friendship" lasted throughout WWII 

· 3. Italy - lots of economic problems after WWI 

· a. Benito Mussolini - 1919 Facist Party 

· b. 1923 - "March to Rome" 

· c. Became "il duce", the leader 

· d. During 20's, Mussolini would consolidate power 

· e. Used propaganda to win support 

· 4. Germany - worse off than Italy 

· a. Treaty of Versailles caused problems 

· b. Germany left surrounded by "weak" nations 

· c. The "war to end all wars" left Europe "unbalanced" and in a state of uncertainty! 

· d. France and England wanted peace 

· e. Under Treaty of Versailles, Germany was forced to establish a "democracy", it set up the Weimar Republic 

· f. Watched radical groups 

· g. Conditions in Germany made it "ripe" for a radical solution! 

· h. Hitler had been watching Mussolini; in 1923, "March to Berlin"; failed! 

· i. Hitler imprisoned, wrote Mein Kampf (My Struggle), in 1925 

· j. After his release (9 months), Hitler began consolidating power, even though Germany's economy had rebounded (aided by the Dawes Plan) 

· k. Began to incorporate "geo-political" theory (began sending "agents" throughout Europe, using all sorts of techniques to gain support) 

· l. By the mid-30's, Hitler would be ready to make his move! 

· 5. Japan 

· a. At end of WWI, Japan was strongest country in Asia; wanted more space 

· b. The "Showa Restoration" began in 20s (Shinto nationalism) 

· under Emperor Hirohito, but no one leader; in the 30s, 

· "extremists" controlled the gov't, emphasized a "samurai" 

· mentality 

· c. Eyed China 

· d. Would Japan be the first to test the world's reaction to blatant aggression? 

·   

· So, by the 30's, the world was faced with uneasiness, it was out of balance. Where would the spark be struck this time?

A. Could the League keep peace? Would K-B Pact work?

· 1. Sept., 1931 - Manchurian Incident 

· 2. If the League would not act to stop aggression in Asia, would it in Europe? 

B. Aggression in Europe

· 1. 1935 - Mussolini invaded Ethiopia 

· 2. 1935 - Hitler repudiated the Treaty of Versailles, began to openly militarize, and dropped out of the League of Nations 

· 3. March 1936 - Hitler moved 200,000 troops into the Rhineland, reclaimed it for Germany 

· 4. July 1936 - Spanish Civil War 

· a. 1931 - monarchy collapsed and a fragile republic was instituted in Spain 

· b. Republican Loyalists 

· c. Rebels led by Francisco Franco's Falangist Party (facist) 

· d. Rebels aided by Germany and Italy 

· e. Spain fell in 1939 - democracy lost! 

· 5. Hitler and Mussolini form "Rome-Berlin Axis" in Oct, 1936 

· 6. July 1937 - China Incident 

·   

C. US Response to Early Aggression

· 1. During the 30's, the US was mired in the depression, sank deeper into isolation 

· 2. 1934 - Johnson Debt Default Act 

· 3. 1934 - Walter Millis wrote The Road to War 

· -Nye Investigations 

· 4. 1935-37 - Neutrality Acts 

· 5. By 1937, FDR began having doubts about wisdom of such a strict neutrality 

· -Oct. 5 - "Quarantine Speech" given in Chicago 

· -Huge isolationist backlash! 

D. Continued Aggression

· 1. By 1938, Hitler was getting bolder 

· a. March - "Anschluss" with Austria 

· b. Sept - announced plan to annex Sudentenland 

· 2. By year's end, Hitler now saw that no one would stop him! 

· 3. March 1939 - took rest of Czech 

· 4. April 1939 - Mussolini invaded Albania 

· 5. June 1939 - Britain and France asked the US to join them in an alliance; we turned them down 

· 6. August 1939 - Nazi-Soviet Nonaggression Pact 

· 7. Sept. 1, 1939 - Hitler invaded Poland, introducing "blitzkrieg"

· -June 10 - Mussolini entered the war 

· -June 14 - Paris fell; June 22 - France surrendered 

· 4. England left to fight alone 

E. Debate at Home - What if Great Britain lost?

· 1. US formed committees to aid Allies and fight for freedom 

· 2. FDR decided to aid the Allies and display the show of strength 

· a. $37 Billion to build up our defenses 

· b. added Republicans to Cabinet for bipartisan support 

· c. Sept 1940 - "Destroyers for Bases" deal 

F. 1940 Election

· 1. Rep - Wendell Willkie (22m, 82) 

· 2. Dem - FDR (27m, 449) 

G. Following reelection

· 1. Announced plan to make the US the "arsenal of democracy" (Dec 29, 1940) 

· 2. Added that only way for US to be safe was to stop the war in Europe 

· 3. Gave Four Freedoms speech in Jan. 

· (speech and expression, worship, fear from want, free from fear) 

· 4. Proposed the "Lend-Lease" program 

· 5. Our ships were now going to Europe! 

· 6. Still, a poll showed that only 20% favored war. What would change that? 

H. Closer to War

· 1. Aug 14, 1941 - FDR and Churchill met to discuss war aims 

· 2. Began "neutrality patrols" to protect our supplies going to England; seized Axis ships in US 

· a. Led to an "undeclared war" in the Atlantic 

· b. German "wolfpacks" 

· -War was inevitable! 

VI. The US Goes to War

A. War did come in the fall, but not from events in the Atlantic! 

B. Events in the Pacific

· 1. Following the "China Incident" 

· 2. Japan had to look elsewhere for needed supplies 

· 3. Sept 24 - Formal Embargo 

· 4. Sept 27 - Tripartite Pact (Japan, Germany, Italy) 

C. US Reaction ("economic warfare")

· 1. Froze Japanese assets in US 

· 2. $100m loan to China 

· 3. Consolidated military in the Pacific 

· 4. Closed Panama Canal to Japan 

· 5. Continued formal talks 

D. War Comes

· 1. Japan believed we were "choking" them 

· 2. Oct 16, 1941 - Japans moderate government fell 

· 3. While "peace talks" were being conducted in Washington, Japan began its move against the US 

· 4. Pearl Harbor, HI (Peru warned us, we didn't believe) 

· a. Planned by Adm. Isoroku Yamamoto 

· b. Nov. 25 - large Japanese fleet left the Kurile Islands 

· (6 carriers, 2 battleships, escort of cruisers, destroyers, and subs) 

· c. We lost contact 

· d. Japan planned to break diplomatic relations, then attack; 

· however, analysts in US had delays in decoding Japan's message; 

· last message sent to Hawaii arrived 5 hours after the attack! 

· e. Dec 7, 1941 (Sunday) 

· -destroyed 2-man Japanese sub 

· -6:45 am - blips on radar 

· -7:53 am - the two-hour attack began in 2 waves 

· -Japan suffered "victory fever" 

· 5. Response 

· a. The attack of Pearl Harbor solidified public opinion 

· b. Dec. 8 - FDR gave his war message to Congress 

· c. Dec. 9 - war declared 

· d. Dec. 11 - Germany and Italy declared war on the US 

·   

· Now we must begin the awesome task of once again mobilizing our nation, physically and mentally, to fight a foreign war! This time we would have a better idea of what to do...hopefully!

I. MOBILIZATION OF INDUSTRY

A. Early Attempts at Mobilization Coordination

· *1. War Resources Board 

· FDR'S experience with WWI convinced him to start mobilization as early as 1939 

· planned a rigid govt. control of mobilization which FDR allowed to die 

· 2. National Defense Advisory Commission - May 1940 - William S. Knudsen 

· Had problems assigning priorities for the acquisition of scarce materials in proportion to importance. 

· Also had problems balancing big business-labor pressures 

· 3. Office of Production Management - William Knudsen - 1/7/41 

· Actually began the shift toward a war economy creating a strained domestic economy and shortages 

· *4. Economics Significance - created jobs ending the Great Depression 

B. Mobilization after Pearl Harbor - our biggest contribution to victory

· * 1. WAR PRODUCTION BOARD - DONALD NELSON - Sears - ECONOMIC 

· a. JAN. 1942 - 1944 supreme command over the entire economy deciding what would be produced 

· b. Allowed the economy to develop unevenly - lost influence by 1943 

· 1. Cut back the building of plants - ended by 1942 

· 2. Coordination to eliminate bottlenecks 

· 3. Nelson was inadequate for the job 

· * 2. OFFICE OF WAR MOBILIZATION - Job coordination - James F. Byrnes / 

· (William Knudsen - General Motors) 

· Byrnes solved the problems of priorities and brought order to the whole plan 

· a. Results of WPB/OWM efforts 

· 1. 75% increase in production 

· 2. Auto industry produced trucks, tanks, planes - 

· by 2/42 no passenger cars were available - B-24/hr 

· 3. Substitutes for rubber, tin, quinine etc. had to be found - collected in drives 

· a. Rubber was the most serious problem - 

· auto use was discouraged and synthetic rubber was produced 

· 4. HENRY KAISER - Liberty ship production using an assembly line 

· a. cut production time from 6 months to 17 days 

· b. By 1943 we produced 5/day 

· c. (Emory S. Land - US Maritime Commission encouraged reduction to less than 10 days/ship) 

· 5. Food production doubled to feed allies and our own army 

· Farmers reached 110% of parity 

· 6. War Shipping Administration - Office of Defense Transportation 

· 7. Office of Scientific Research and Development - economic results - 

· US #1 science 

· a. Improved radar and various weapons 

· b. Manhattan Project - J.Robert Oppenheimer - began 1940 

· 1. Enrico Fermi and Albert Einstein warned that the Germans were close to having their own atomic bomb 

· 2. By 1943 began producing radioactive material 

· 3. By 1945 had enough material to build 3 bombs 

· 8. We produced twice that of Japan and Germany combined 

· 9. ECONOMIC IMPLICATIONS 

· * 3. OFFICE OF PRICE ADMINISTRATION - Chester Bowles - SOCIAL - sacrifice lifestyles 

· 1. RATIONING using coupon books and stamps - caused inflation hurt the poor 

· a. GASOLINE c. SUGAR e. RUBBER 

· b. MEAT d. CLOTHING f. SHOES 

· 2. Price ceilings which slowed inflation 

· inflation increased 29% during the war - compared to 63% during WWI 



II. FINANCING THE WAR - ECONOMIC

A. RECONSTRUCTION FINANCE CORPORATION

· raised money for defense plants under the Revenue Act of June 1940 

· 1. 20% depreciation as incentive to participate 

· 2. Cost-plus defense contracts (certain % profits) 

· 3. Effective but wasteful 

· 4. Harry S. Truman (D) Missouri led an investigation into waste and improved efficiency 

B. Economic results of the war

· 1. Income tax was increased - (41% paid by taxes 59% by borrowing) 

· Drained off excess purchasing power 

· 2. Corporation tax was increased - 90% of excess profits 

· 3. WAR BONDS were sold (debt increased from $47 billion to $259 billion) 

· 4. 1939 - Govt spending = 9% of GNP 1944 = 45% of GNP 

· 5. Total cost to US $400 billion - Twice what the US had spent in its entire history to 1940 - 15 times WWI 



III. MANPOWER MOBILIZATION - SOCIAL

A. LABOR - WAR LABOR BOARD

· 1. War Manpower Commission put 30 million wage earners into the war production effort 

· 2. Smith-Connelly Anti-strike Act - 1943 NLRB allowed 15% wage increase before wages were frozen 

B. ARMED FORCES

· 1. 250,000+ served in the military (WACS, WAVES, SPARS) as typists, drivers, etc. so the men could fight 

· 2. 6 million worked in essential war industries - ROSIE THE RIVETER 

· 3. Increased divorce rate and birth rates 

· 4. Juvenile neglect increased 

· 5. Expected to continue to work after WWII unlike after WWI 

· a. increased purchasing power for luxuries and durable goods 

· b. new desire to gain equality begins to grow (matures in the 60s) 

B. BLACKS

· 1. 1 million served mostly in the army (in combat) 

· 2. Units were segregated except in emergencies 

· 3. 2 million in industry were able to pressure the federal government to end their discrimination 

· 4. Efforts against discrimination outside the govt. increased - NAACP increased from 50,000 to 450,000 

· 5. Had been treated better by the Europeans and expected the same at home 

· 6. After the war the army was desegregated 

C. NISEI - 2/42

· 1. 112,000 including 71,000 citizens were relocated in detention camps in the Rockies until the war ended 

· 2. Most were moved from California 

· 3. Motives for moving them 

· A. Racial dislike 

· B. Profits - $350 million off of property takeovers, etc. - 40% f their possessions 

· C. Fear - they might aid a Japanese invasion -although none did

· 6. Considered to be the worst violation of Civil Rights since slavery

· (Midway, to invade Hawaii; New Guinea, to invade Australia)

· a. Coral Sea - May 7-8, 1942 

· b. Battle of Midway (turning point) - June 3-6, 1942 

· c. New strategy - 2-pronged attack (save Australia) 

· d. Guadalcanal - Aug, 1942 to Feb. 1943 

· 1) First U.S. offensive 

· 2) Ensured Australia would be safe from invasion 

· e. Bismark Sea - March 2-3, 1943 

· f. New Guinea campaign also successful 

· g. April - Yamamoto shot down over Bougainville 

· h. Decided not to attack Rabaul, another strategy 

· 6. "Leapfrogging" (MacArthur - "island hopping" 

· a. We reevaluated our strategy - island hop to Japan 

· b. Took Solomons, Gilberts, the Marshalls 

· c. Marianas - shot down 300 Japanese planes 

· d. In bombing range of Japan (B-29s), plus, Allies established 

· bases in mainland Asia, but going there was very slow! 

· e. Before we "climbed the ladder" to Tokyo, we took a detour 

· 1) MacArthur insisted that we recapture the 

· Philippines (cut off oil supplies) 

· 2) June 1944 - Battle of Philippine Sea 

· (kamikazes) Jap. lost 3 carriers, 350 planes 

· 3) Oct. 1944 - Battle of Leyte Gulf (Luzon) 

· -greatest naval battle in our history 

· -Japan lost 3 battleships, 4 carriers, 20 others 

· 4) By year's end, Philippines secure! 

· (MacArthur - "I have returned") 

· 7. Victory in the Pacific - by 1945, due to subs, planes, the 

· Japanese were barely able to resupply themselves! 

· Victory was eminent 

· a. Feb. 19 - Iwo Jima (8 sq. mi.) to mid-March 

· -"Tunneled-in" 

· -Mt. Suribachi flag raising 

· -7,000 US dead, 21,000 Japanese 

· -Bloodiest battle in history of U.S. Marine Corps, 9,000 

· casualties 

· -now, 750 miles from Tokyo: could bomb at will; one day, 

· March 9, 100,000 Japanese killed 

· b. April 1 - Okinawa to June 17 

· -350 miles from Tokyo 

· -100s of kamikazi missions 

· -Japan - 117,000 casualties, 110,000 killed; US - 36,000, 

· 12,500 killed) 

· -Began saturation bombing of Japan's largest cities; 40% of 

· cities leveled; 2.5m buildings destroyed; 700,000 killed 

· c. With victory near, one more conference, Potsdam 

· Conference 

· 1) Big Three met in suburb of Berlin, Germany from July 

· 17-Aug. 2 (July 16, Truman got word, "it works"!) 

· 2) Intelligence told us Japan still had thousands of 

· planes hidden away, 2 million soldiers 

· 3) Truman informed that the "bomb" worked 

· -Manhattan Project (J. Robert Oppenheimer - civilian, 

· Leslie Groves, military) 

· -July 16 - first bomb tested 

· 4) Issued Potsdam Declaration on July 27; gave Japan a 

· week to surrender, or else! 

· 5) Russia promised to enter war within 6 weeks 

· 8. Victory in Japan 

· a. Aug. 6 - Col. Paul Tibbets (Enola Gay, a B-29) dropped an 

· atomic bomb on Hiroshima ("Little Boy") (uranium bomb) 

· b. Aug 8 - Russia declared war on Japan 

· c. Aug 9 - another bomb dropped on Nagasaki ("Fat Man"), 

· another 35,000 killed (plutonium bomb) 

· d. Were the bombs necessary? 

· e. Aug. 15, Japan surrendered 

· f. Sept. 2, 1945 - formal ceremony on U.S. Missouri (V-J Day)

Truman and Domestic Policy

A. "Who the hell is Harry Truman?" (asked FDR's chief of staff in 1944)

· Truman became President in 1945 when FDR died 

· a dedicated Democrat from Missouri, he was ill-prepared/informed, but learned fast 

· 1. Son of a mule trader (born in 1884 in Lamar, Mo.) 

· 2. Never went to college 

· 3. Artillery captain in WWI 

· 4. Failed clothing salesman 

· 5. Entered politics ("party man"); elected to Senate in 1934 

· 6. Headed "watchdog" committee on spending during WWII 

· 7. Compromise v.p. candidate ("Second Mo. Compromise") 

B. As President, evoked the memory of Andrew Jackson

· wiry, likeable, short-tempered, head-strong, impulsive, and course 

· (one of his favorite names to call people was "son of a bitch") 

· First day - "Boys, if you ever pray, pray for me now"; later said, 

· "I felt like the moon, stars, and all the planets had fallen on me" 

· Always lived in the "shadow of FDR", but he grew into the job 

· ("the buck stops here"), and is considered one of our good ones! 



I. DEMOBILIZATION - planned on during the war

A. Military released 25,000 men/women / day

· 10 million within first year 

· by 1950 army down to 600,000 / $13 billion budget 

B. Office of War Mobilization

· 1944 - Bernard Baruch and John M. Hancock were in charge of planning 

C. G.I. BILL OF RIGHTS - Servicemen's Readjustment Act - 1944 

· 1. Unemployment benefits - available for one year after war - $20/ Week 

· a. pensions and hospital care 

· b. mustering out pay 

· 2. Low interest loans to start businesses, buy homes 

· 3. Surplus property and equipment sold at low prices to GIs to start new businesses 

· 4. Educational - vocational/college opportunities provided for 8 million 

D. Employment Act of 1946

· did not guarantee full employment but tried to provide it 

· 1. created the Council of Economic Advisers - Economic Report 

· 2. 80th Congress - undermined it 

E. Other Aspects of Demobilization

· 1. Government machines removed by Dec. 1945 - 98% normal 

· 2. Debts paid quickly - as during the 1920's 

· 3. Taxes were reduced temporarily to aid the economy 

· 4. Public works projects were created for the unemployed 

· 5. Council of Economic Advisers was created to take care of any problems left by demobilization 

F. Results:

· 1. Government planning prevented widespread unemployment and avoided depression 

· 2. Greater economic equality than ever before - Soviets expected a collapse as did many Americans 



II. Problems facing Truman in 1945

A. Inflation

· 1. People wanted an end to price and wage controls yet wanted inflation to stay under control 

· 2. Truman wanted a gradual return to normal while Congress want the change to be faster 

· they battled over OPA and price and wage controls allowing it to expire while they argued 

· and inflation went wild - Truman was blamed - New controls were in place in 4 weeks 

· a. 25% increase in 2 weeks 

· b. shortages instead of surplus - meat shortages = "Horsemeat Harry" 

· c. attempts to subsidize housing industry failed but shortages were short lived 

· 3. high demand from overseas made things worse - protectionism 

· Inverse relationship between unemployment and inflation - fighting to prevent depression made problem worse 

B. Labor Unions

· 1. 4.6 million go on strike for wage increases 

· a. Truman worked out a compromise for the steel and auto industry 

· b. Coal Strike - John L.Lewis 

· government took over the mines and gave the strikers what they wanted 

· c. Injunctions were used and threats were made against other unions 

· RR Union - although wage increases were given 

· 2. CIO rejected Truman and his supporters 

· 3. Many government officials resigned or were fired 

C. Truman lost support from liberals and conservatives

· popularity dropped from 87 to 32% 



III. Do-Nothing 80th Congress - Conservative - Reactionary

A. Republicans recaptured control of the Congress - 1946

· 1. lowered taxes for the wealthy - Truman wanted a balanced budget and vetoed 

· many average taxpayers were angry at Congress for favoring wealthy 

· moved back into the Democratic fold 

· 2. veto override 

· 3. Truman used 80 vetoes 

· 4. Truman took the rest of the controls off giving Laissez-faire Republicans what they wanted 

· resulted in higher inflation which 

· was blamed on the Republicans 

B. Truman Proposals that were blocked

· 1. Minimum wage and social security increases 

· 2. Public Slum Clearance and housing improvements during shortage 

· 3. Aid to Education (blocked - key issue Parochial Schools) 

· 4. Medicare Insurance (blocked as first step towards socialized medicine) 

· 5. Farm aid reform blocked 

· prosperity continued after the war until 1949 

· by 1952 the Korean war brought them back again 

C. TAFT-HARTLEY ACT - 1947

· 1. Proposed by Robert Taft (R) Ohio 

· 2. Vetoed by Truman and overridden by Congress 

· 3. Provisions - reversed union gains from Wagner Act 

· a. prohibited closed shop and the secondary boycott 

· b. permitted management to seek injunctions to end strikes 

· and to sue union leaders for losses 

· c. union campaign contributions prohibited 

· d. Required a 60 day notice for strikes 

· e. Presidential power to use a 80 day cooling off period 

· f. After 80 days final offers are given to an Arbitrator who picks the best offer 

· g. Allowed states to pass Right to Work Laws - people can't be required to join unions 

· h. Labor has continued to gain until recently 

· i. This resulted in many Republicans being voted out of office in the next election 

D. Presidential Succession Act - 1947

· 1. Changed the order to prevent a non-elected official from becoming President 

· 2. Pres./VP/Speaker of House/President Pro Tem/Secretary of State/etc. 

E. CIVIL RIGHTS

· Republicans sided with Southern Democrats to block reforms 

· 1. Truman knew that the 3rd World was watching 

· 2. Housing issue would help blacks 

· 3. No aid to segregation 

· 4. Appointed Civil Rights Commission 10/47 - 2/48 Truman called for a ten-point program 

· a. Civil Rights Commission - permanent - the permanent commission was blocked 

· Truman implemented this through Executive Order - temporarily 

· b. Federal Fair Employment Practices Act 

· c. Legislation to protect the right to vote, do away with poll taxes, and prevent lynching 

· all blocked 

· 5. Blacks given government positions - U.N. Ralph Bunche - Nobel Prize 

· 6 Ordered no federal government discrimination 

· 7. Desegregated the army 

· 8. Result - Blacks supported Truman and Southern Democrats abandoned him 

· 9. Supreme Court acted at the same time

F. 22ND AMENDMENT - proposed in 1948 ratified in 1951

· Limited the President to two terms proposed by the Republicans to make sure 

· no Democratic FDR happened again 

G. HOOVER COMMISSION - 1947

· Its purpose was to streamline the ABC agencies left over from the Depression in order to save money, however very few jobs were eliminated 

· a. Agencies were reduced from 65 to 23 

· b. Proposed HEW - blocked by Southern Democrats 

H. 1948 ELECTION - Domestic Issues were key

· 1. Truman (D) - Whistle-stop Campaign - "Dewey Defeats Truman" 

· Democrats regained control of the Congress 

· a. included a strong Civil Rights plank - supported by HHH 

· 1. guarantee vote 

· 2. equal opportunity to work 

· 3. personal security 

· b. Called for the repeal of Taft-Hartley 

· 2. Thomas E. Dewey (R) - identified with Do-Nothing Congress which failed to solve inflation 

· 3. Strom Thurmond (States Rights Party) - S.C. - anti-Civil Rights 

· Dixiecrats (conservative democrats) 

· 4. Henry Wallace (Progressive Citizens of America) liberal Democrat fired by Truman 

· a. felt that Truman's foreign policy was too anti-communist - might create war 

· b. isolation could lead to military cuts - savings could be spent on 21 points 



IV. Truman Fair Deal - 1949

mostly an extension of the New Deal (21 points) 

A. Achievements

· 1. Social Security expanded to 10 million more people 

· 2. Minimum wage raised 40 to 65 to 75 cents/hr. 

· 3. National Housing Act - 1949 - 810,000 low cost homes 

· 4. Slum clearance and rural housing funded 

· 5. Protect national resources - land reclamation 

· 6. New work projects added - Maximum Employment Act 

· 7. Copy TVA public works for more electrical power 

· 8. National Science Foundation nationally funded - created jobs 

· 9. Immigration laws allowed more into US and were more fair 

· 10. Farm supports were set at 90% of parity wanted to pay difference between market price and support price 

B. Failures

· attempts to break new ground blocked by Republicans and Southern Democrats 

· 1. Taft-Hartley not repealed 

· 2. Support for education blocked (private vs. parochial) 

· 3. National Health Insurance blocked - AMA 

· 4. Civil Rights Proposals were blocked 

· 5. Fair Employment Practices Act was killed by Senate filibuster 

· Anti-Poll Tax law defeated 

C. The Record according to Democrats

· 1. Failure compared to FDR - prevented major erosion of FDR programs by Republicans 

· 2. Success compared to his successor DD Eisenhower

· (ordered ships to trun around); Stalin had asked for $6b in goods 

· (would money be a tool?) 

· (We gave USSR $11b in lend-lease during the war,1/4 of total!) 

· 8. May 12, 1945 - Winston Churchill sent message to Truman, 

· "What is to happen about Europe? An 'iron curtain' is drawn upon 

· the (Russian) front. We do not know what is going on behind it." 

· 9. Truman asked Churchill to come to US to repeat the message: March, 1946 - "From Stettin in the Baltic to Trieste in the 

· Adriatic, an 'iron curtain' has descended across the continent." The Communists are seeking to take totalitarian control! 

· 10. Bernard Baruch - "Let us not be deceived, today we are in the 

· midst of a 'cold war'" (Apr, 1947); speech written by Herbert 

· Bayard Swope; however, it had begun by early 1946! 

· 11. At war's end, the Soviets had expanded across Eastern Europe, 

· into the Middle East, and downward from Asia! 

· Was this the beginning of the revolution? 

· 12. What should the US do? 

· a. What weapons to use? 

· b. Where to "draw the line"? 



II. Soviet - US Relations

A. 1917-1941 - unfriendly

· 1. Problems arose during WWI 

· 2. US invaded the USSR in 1917 and was there till 1921 trying to destroy communism 

(US and Allies sent troops to Russia following the Bolshevik Revolution under pretense of protecting supplies sent to Russia while it was an ally)

· a. Organized "White Army" 

· b. Left in 1919, "Red Army" regrouped under Leon Trotsky, defeated the White Army! 

· c. Lots of resentment! 

· 3. Policy of "non-recognition" 

· After we pulled out we refused to recognize them till 1933 tried to blockade them to death 

  

WHY DO AMERICANS HATE COMMUNISM TODAY? CHECK WITH STUDENTS FIRST! Do they still have a feel for the Cold War today?

· 3. US reasons for dislike: 

· a. Resented withdrawal from WWI 

· b. Resented Nazi-Soviet Pact - 1939 

· c. Soviets talked of world domination through violence - Red Scare 

· d. Soviets were opposed to our capitalist system and our religion constantly critical of US 

· e. Stalin's atrocities 1928-1953 at home 

B. 1941-1945 - friendly

· 1. fighting a common enemy 

· Totalitarianism of Germany and Japan 

· worse than Soviet communism 

· 2. Conferences to decide allied policy - FDR trusted Stalin 

· 3. Propaganda at home portrayed Soviet people in a positive manner 

C. Since 1945 - generally unfriendly Cold War

· 1. Even before WWII over, conflict of interests between US and USSR emerged 

· 2. US would come to assume the leadership role in stopping Communist agression 

· a. Assumed a "bipolar" international system 

· b. Irreconcilable ideologies 

· -democracy - wanting to spread our values to humankind 

· -communism - seemed to be committed to spreading revolution 

· (had pledged a worldwide revolution) 

· c. A history of mutual distrust 

· d. Reconstruction of war-torn world led to competition between the two "superpowers" 

· (based on self-interests) 

· 1) Each sought leadership 

· 2) Each sought to increase "spheres of influence" 

· e. No one wanted a cold war, but it happened 

· it would influence the world for the next 1/2 century! 

· 3. struggle between "free world" led by US and communist world led by USSR for control of world direction 

· 4. Stalin pursued a hardline with the West after Potsdam - causes for this will never be clear 

· 5. Americans were alarmed by Soviet attempts to communize the world and the spread of communism into Eastern Europe and Asia at the end of WWII 

· 6. US became a leader in world affairs seeking to spread justice and democracy to the rest of the world 

· 7. US wanted to avoid the mistakes of the past 

· a. Isolation 

· b. Appeasement 

· 8. US developed a bipartisan approach - both parties working together to stop communism 

· 9. Key issue trust USSR or oppose it 

· key area of challenge - Germany - Do they have the right of self-defense - NO! UNITED NATIONS 



III. United Nations - Collective Security

BACKGROUND

Four Freedoms Speech - FDR - Speech, Religion, Want, Fear

· FDR believed it necessary for U.S. to take a leadership role 

· (to be the force of "good" in the world, to lead by example) 

· in postwar collective security; believed it essential not to repeat the mistakes we made after WWI (Churchill - "We shall not make the same mistakes after this war, we'll make lots of new ones") 

Atlantic Charter - 1941 - Collective Security established as a goal of WWII

A. DUNBARTON OAKS

· 1944 - Washington D.C. 

· US, USSR, China, G.B. drew up U.N. 

B. YALTA - 1945 - voting for the Security Council approved

· 2 of 16 USSR Republics get votes in UN 

· Oct. 24 = UN Day 

C. SAN FRANCISCO - 4-6/1945

· FDR died Truman opens ceremony 

· Edward R. Stettinius signed for the US 6/26/45 

· US first to ratify (avoid WWI example) 

· Oct 24, 1945 - Senate ratified it 89-2 

· (it did allow for regional security agreements, like NATO) 

· 80% of the Am. people approved our involvement! Isolation was DEAD! 

· 50 nations completed the Charter and ratified it representing 75% of world's population 

· 46 anti-Axis nations 

· HQ - New York City - 1952

· 1. Purpose - Study world social, cultural, and health problems and make recommendations 

· 2. Unicef - children 

· 3. UNESCO - Educational, Scientific, and Social Council 

· Purpose to promote understanding and cooperation 

· 4. World Health Organization - tries to improve worldwide health conditions, eliminate diseases 

· (Aids) 

· International Monetary Fund 

· the World Bank 

· the U.N. Relief and Rehabilitation Administration 

· combine resources to provide food, clothing, shelter, medical and transportation needs to rebuild war-damaged nations

V. Background - Truman's Foreign Policy = Containment

A. Kennan's Containment Policy - 7/47 - Officially defined

· 1. Meet Soviet economic and political challenge - long term 

· 2. Meet every crisis with military force 

· 3. Stop the spread of communism 

B. NATIONAL SECURITY ACT - 7/47

· 1. Created the Department of Defense (Army, Air Force, Navy) 

· + Joint Chiefs of Staff 

· 2. Created the CIA - intelligence 

· 3. Created the National Security Council 

· a. Pres. 

· b. Cabinet 

· c. Joint Chiefs of Staff 

· 4. Purpose - to broaden the power of the US government to fight communism 

· 5. NSC 68 - 1/30/50- full-scale buildup to stop the spread of communism 

· spend as much as we can afford on defense 

· if the Russians try and keep up they will go broke first 

· 20% of GNP - kept secret 

· recommended - Korean War made it a reality 

C. Atomic Energy Act - 8/46

· 1. Atomic Energy Commission created to oversee fissionable material 

· 2. after UN attempts at world regulation failed 

· 3. US government had a monopoly our biggest advantage over communism at first 

· 4. A-bomb - Soviets successfully test their own 9/49 ending US monopoly 

· leading to a buildup of NATO 

· 5. H-Bomb - 3/51 gave US the lead for a year till the USSR caught up again drunig Ike's 1st term 

· 6. This marks the beginning of an expensive arms race 



VI. Cold War Beginnings - Europe

A. Truman Doctrine - 3/12/47 - Truman announced Containment

· 1. George F. Keenan - developed a policy of preventing the spread of communism in Europe 

· through confrontation - peace through strength - each action met with an equal reaction 

· said that the Soviets would back down out of fear of war if confronted 

· "It must be the policy of the US to support free peoples who are resisting attempted subjugation by armed minorities or by outside pressures." 

· 2. US gave aid to Greece and Turkey to prevent communist takeover 

· 3. Soviets wanted control of the Dardanelles - they could have dominated Middle East oil 

· Gave weapons and sent troops to practice war games 

· US sent in the navy to threaten war - Dean Acheson (49% public supported) 

· 4. British pulled their troops out of Greece 

· He saw no military threat in Greece 

· communist guerillas would have taken over without US action (56% public supported) 

Evaluate using the goals of US foreign policy as criteria - Was it the right decision? 

· 1. US bypassed UN and was accused of being imperialist 

· 2. Early version of the domino theory 

· 3. US gave $400 million in military assistance to Greece and Turkey succeeded 

· 4. This gained public and Congressional support for Containment no turning back 

· 5. Hardened debate over German reunification and reparations 

· 6. Turned back threat to the Mediterranean - permanent naval presence 

B. Marshall Plan - 6/5/47 - Secretary of State - George Marshall 

· 1. US had offered relief to prevent starvation immediately after WWII 

· stagnation and mass starvation was a possibility 

· Worldwide Depression could return 

· 2. US offered economic aid to all of Europe to help them recover 

· Knew the Communists would turn it down 

· some satellites wanted to accept ordered not to - image 

· 3. Purpose - improve standard of living in Western Europe so that it would not become communist 

· USSR would be much more dangerous with W. European technology 

· 4. $16-24 billion over 3 years (48-51) to 16 nations 

· Congress was hesitant at first voted NO 

· too expensive 

· EVENTS RELATED TO MARSHALL PLAN 

· Soviets rigged elections in Hungary 8/31/47 

· Czechoslovakia subverted - 2/48 

· 1. Both US and USSR withdrew 1945 

· 2. Elections in 1946 gave communists only 38% 

· 3. 2/25/48 President Benes resigned Jan Masaryk was assassinated 2 weeks later 

· Convinced Congress to support Marshall Plan (up public support to 57%) 

· Encouraged economic unity which led to the Common Market - 1957 

· Stalin accused US of economic imperialism to control Western Europe 

· Communist support in Western Europe declined 

· Marshall Tito exiled 1948 from the communist block for accepting Marshall Plan aid when the Soviets could not overthrow him 

· set an example others might follow - we ignored this 

· German unification was delayed by USSR 

· 1. Original US plan was to turn Germany into an agricultural community 

· 2. Removal of industry to fulfill this plan was to be used as reparations to rebuild USSR 

· 3. Despair and poverty perfect for communist takeover 

· 4. US decided to build it up instead to oppose communism 

· we had to get Europe to accept this 

· 5. Let them have Marshall Plan aid 

C. Berlin Blockade/Airlift - 6/28/48

· Stalin tried to use Berlin as a bargaining lever to force unification of Germany 

· which would have given him a chance to spread communism into W. Germany 

· Blockade - cut road and rail traffic into W. Berlin to starve city and force us to abandon it 

· outnumbered us 10 to 1 

· located 60 to 100 mi. inside E. Germany 

· 1st test of containment 

· 3. Lucius Clay wanted to invade and take Germany over 

· 4. Airlift for almost a year was the solution 

· made Soviets look awful starving children and women 

· Operation Vittles - made us look like knights in shining armor - world press coverage 

D. North Atlantic Treaty Organization - 7/49 - Dean Acheson

· 1. 12 nations - attack on one = attack on all (Western Europe) 

· 2. D.D. Eisenhower was first in charge 

· 3. Up until this point the US had relied on the Bomb and now discovered that it was not enough 

· 4. Key questions 

· cost ($1.5 billion initially) 

· entangling alliances 

· rearming the Germans 

· 5. Cold War heated up 

Warsaw Pact - (began 1948-49 unofficially) 1955 - Soviet response to NATO 



VII. Cold War - Asia

A. Chinese Civil War - Mao Zedong vs. Chiang Kai-shek breaks out again

· 1. General George Marshall recommends aid to Chiang - myth that aid could have saved Chiang 

· a. Truman refused to send combat troops 

· b. would have been unpopular at home 

· c. would have been too late 

· d. would have threatened Europe 

· 2. Mao wins Chiang escapes to (Formosa) Taiwan - 12/1949 - shifts balance of power in Asia 

· 3. US blocked entry into UN antagonizing a country with the largest market in the world 

· 4. US was prepared to abandon Chiang - then Korea 

· 5. Republicans accused Truman of giving China away 

B. Japan

· 1. US built up Japanese economy as counterweight to communism in Asia 

· ending occupation in 1952 

· 2. Helped them to further develop peaceful industry (i.e. autos etc.) 

· 3. Showcase what free enterprise can do in Asia - success surprised even US 

· 4. We provided protection out of fear of Japanese imperialism 

C. Korean War

· 1. Controlled by Japan 1910-1945 

· 2. 38th parallel - boundary at the end of WWII 

· a. Douglas MacArthur - Supreme Allied Commander in the Pacific including S. Korea 

· b. N. Korea was under Soviet influence 

· 3. 1948 - 2 separate governments - UN could not unite 

· a. S. Korea - Syngman Rhee - elected (dictatorship) recognized as the legal government by the UN 

· b. Kim Il-Sung head of communist N. Korea (dictatorship) 

· c. Both US and USSR withdrew their own troops after training and arming armies 

· d. 1/12/50 The US announced that Korea was not in our defense perimeter - an invitation to invade 

· 4. 6/25/50 N. Korea invaded with USSR support 

· a. Stalin wanted to embarrass China 

· b. Stalin wanted to warn Japan to stay neutral 

· 5. UN Security Council voted to call for a cease fire and then a police action quickly - saved them 

· a. USSR was boycotting because Communist China was not admitted to the UN 

· b. Truman - police action - sent US troops to support the UN we made up most of the army 

· c. 19 countries sent troops - trapped at Pusan 7/50 

· d. Truman Doctrine extended to the Pacific including 

· Fr. Indochina ($60million - 1952) 

· Chiang 

· 6. MacArthur -Inchon invasion 9/15/50 recaptured Seoul trapping much of the North Korean army 

· a. US changed strategy and crossed 38th Parallel 

· public demanded quick and total victory 

· b. Drove the rest to the Yalu River (Chinese border) - Oct. 25, 1950 

· c. US ignored Chinese warning - thought they were bluffing 

· d. 300,000 to 1,000,000 Chinese invaded driving MacArthur back to the 38th parallel 

· 7. MacArthur proposed 

· a. using the bomb on the Chinese 

· b. blockading and invading China 

· c. bringing in Chiang Kai-shek (unleash the tiger) 

· 8. Truman decided to accept a stalemate - trench warfare for the next 2 yrs. at the 38th parallel 

· a. Would the USSR get involved? 

· b. Wouldn't it leave Europe vulnerable? 

· c. High expense would weaken our buildup to defend Europe needed time to get more $ 

· d. Panmunjom talks propaganda for both sides 

· 9. MacArthur questioned Truman and appealed directly to Congress and the American people 

· Refused to fight a limited war 

· a. After a second chance (meeting on Wake Island) MacArthur was fired 

· came home to a heroes welcome - Sperry-Rand job 

· b. Replacement - Matthew Ridgeway 

· 10. War still going on when Truman left office 

· 11. Armistice - Panmunjom - 7/27/53 - Truce no formal peace treaty 

· 12. War was unpopular at home 

· 13. US willing to fight to stop the spread of communism 

· 14. US willing to fight a limited war without total victory 



VIII. Cold War - Middle East / Third World

A. Iran Ultimatum 3/6/46

· 1. Soviet troops were there to protect lend-lease shipments 

· were suppose to withdraw by the end of 1946 - they did not 

· wanted guarantee of oil shipments 

· 2. US threatened USSR and the UN publicized Soviet refusal to leave they left 

· 3. This lacked public support at home - too much of a risk of war 

B. Creation of Israel - 1948

· 1. Palestine - 5/14/48 - British gave to Jews reluctantly 

· 2. US and USSR recognized immediately to prevent UN action 

· 3. Arabs invaded - Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq, Saudi Arabia 

· defeated by Israel 

· Palestine disappeared - Palestinian refugee problem created 

· Arabs humiliated - will want revenge 

· source of current Middle East problems with Israel 

· 4. Ralph Bunche - UN truce 1949 - Noble Peace Prize 

· 5. British withdrew 6/56 

C. Point Four Program - 1/49

· military, economic, and technical aid to 3rd world to prevent communism 

· $400 million - primarily LA 



IX. Cold War - Containment at Home

A. Iron Curtain Speech - 3/15/46 - Winston Churchill - Fulton, Missouri

· 1. Described the invisible barrier separating East and West keeping us in the dark 

· 2. Magazines, newspapers, books, movies, radio broadcasts and travel are restricted in this area 

· 3. Pointed to broken promises of free elections made at Yalta by Stalin 

· 4. Offended USSR who announced a military buildup to defend itself 

· US balanced by refusing to share the bomb 

· we had reduced the size of our army from 8 to 1 million yet outnumbered 20 to 1 

· 5. Stirred up anti-Russian feeling in the US as we moved back towards isolation 

B. Causes of the 2nd Red Scare

· Loyalty Review Board 

· Truman instituted 1947 

· Loyalty Oaths in an attempt to catch communists in the government 

· 3 million checked - 2000 resigned 

· 212 fired as security risks 

· none prosecuted as communist spies 

· House Un-American Activities Committee - 1947 - began investigations 

· feared Communist infiltration of 

· labor unions 

· government 

· education 

· scientific research 

· the clergy 

· print, films - propaganda 

· Ronald Reagan helped the investigations as head of the actor's union 

· Blacklisting began 

· 7/48 - 11 communists were accused of attempting to teach the violent overthrow of the govt. 

· a. Smith Act 1940 - prohibited this 

· b. Supreme Court upheld 

· Spy Cases 

· Whitaker Chambers one-time editor of Time confessed - 8/48 

· a. accused Alger Hiss - 12/48 - of passing info to USSR 

· pumpkin - microfilm 

· statute of limitations expired - 1937-38 crimes 

· b. Alger Hiss - 1/21/50 State Department employee convicted of perjury in his 2nd trial 

· not a very powerful figure, but had been at Yalta 

· c. Nixon became nationally known communist fighter 

· Klaus Fuch - 2/2/50 - convicted of giving the A-bomb secrets to the Soviets. 

· Although he was British we figured that if they were there they must be here. 

· Result - created a fear of communist infiltration in which anything would be believed 

· Internal Security Act - 1950 - restricted Communist organizations 

· later declared unconstitional 

· Nixon - McCarran proposed / Truman vetoed - overridden 

· Ethel and Julius Rosenberg - 3/51 tried - implicated by Fuchs as communists - executed 1953 

· a. They admitted to giving info to Fuch a British scientist 

· however this was not against the law 

· Evidence indicates that the info was inconsequential 

· They admitted to being communists...not against the law 

· b. Heightened McCarthy's appeal 

· despite questionable evidence and the fact that McCarthy was not involved 

C. McCarthyism - a result of the Red Scare

· 1. Joseph McCarthy - Rep. Sen. Wisconsin 

· 2. 2/9/50 Wheeling, W.Va. - women's club - tested - list of 205 (latter 57) 

· communists in the State Department 

· those who disputed him must be communists themselves 

· he found evidence (fabricated) ie - Tydings - MD. 7/50 

· 3. Witch Hunts started across the country - many innocent permanently injured 

· 4. based on half-truths and lies - discovered no communists 

· anyone who was not conservative risked persecution 

· 5. Army - McCarthy Hearings 

· McCarthy's downfall came when he accused the army of being run by commies 

· feud started when the friend of an aid was assigned to the Korean front 

· accused the army of intentionally losing the war 

· Joseph Welch - lawyer demonstrated that McCarthy had fabricated the evidence 

· Hearings were nationally televised...ruined McCarthy's popularity 

· a. 1954 - condemned by the Senate 

· b. lost influence died an alcoholic in 57 

D. 1952 Election

· By the 1952 election Truman foreign policy was under attack at home on the 

· grounds that Truman and the Democrats lacked the moral backbone to save Asia 

· because they were influenced by communism. Truman's administration was 

· then accused of minor acts of corruption adding to the loss of faith in the Democrats 

·   

· Was there a real threat? What was Truman's responsibility? 

· Did this policy encourage democracy and freedom at home? 



III. The Cold War

(term used in 1947, but it began even before WWII ended!)

·   

B. Stopping Soviet Aggression

· 1. At first US used UN as a vehicle to thwart Soviet actions 

· a. 1946 - Iranian Crisis 

· 1) Allies agreet to w/d troops within 6 months after war 

· 2) Nov, 1945 - USSR initiated a revolt over 

· Azerbaijan (wanted oil concessions) 

· 3) Jan - Iran protested to UN (it urged them to settle it) 

· 4) Mar - w/d deadline passed, Soviets still had troops 

· 5) US protested to UN, world opinion went against 

· Soviets 

· 6) May - Soviets w/d troops (however, it got autonomy 

· for Azerbaijan and oil concessions); we convinced Iran to take back the oil concessions which led to Soviet 

· resentment! 

· 7) Lesson - take a firm stand, Soviets will back down! 

· b. 1946 - Atomic Energy Question 

· 1) US proposed an international commission be created 

· to control atomic power, with a veto exemption on 

· nuclear issues; Soviets rejected it! 

· 2) Soviets proposed a ban on manufacture and use of 

· atomic weapons; refused to surrender veto on nuclear 

· matters (US had proposed a simple majority) 

· 3) US refused to surrender its monopoly; neither 

· US nor USSR trusted the other! 

· 4) Stalemate! Could not find "common ground"; would 

· this demonstrate a weakness with the UN? 

· 5) We passed the Atomic Energy Act 

· -created the Atomic Energy Commission (civilians) 

· to oversee "peaceful" use of the atom 

· -only Pres. can authorize use of atomic bomb! 

· c. Soviets also withdrew their troops from Manchuria 

· (after stripping industries built by Japanese) 

· d. However, our real concern was not yet the ME nor Asia; 

· it was Europe! 

· 1) Soviets had installed a Soviet regime in Poland 

· 2) Beginning to install "satellites" in E. Europe 

· 3) Why? 

· 2. We needed to know about what was happening behind the 

· "iron curtain"; how to best deal with Soviet aggression! 

· 3. Feb 22, 1946 - State Dept asked its Moscow delegation to 

· report on Soviet behavior 

· a. George Kennan (spent 5 years there) sent the 

· "long telegram" (8000 word response) 

· b. Behavior was due to mistrust of West; their insecurity 

· (several attacks from West); 

· WWII losses (20m dead, 25% industry destroyed) 

· c. Soviets wanted "hegemony" in central Europe (buffer) 

· d. Soviets had no real timetable for world conquest 

· e. Kennan would serve as the intellectual source of 

· subsequent US foreign policy, but our policy would evolve 

· rather slowly, reacting to Soviet actions 

· f. George Kennan - July, 1947 (Foreign Affairs article, 

· "The Sources of Soviet Conduct") advocated a long-term, 

· patient, but firm and vigilant "containment" based on the use of counter-force as the best means of stopping the 

· spread of communism 

· 1) Containment Policy 

· -assumed that collective force at Russia's perimeters would convince Russia to back down 

· (surely didn't want another war) 

· -must strengthen the non-communist world 

· (economically and militarily) 

· 2) Where would we draw the line to stop the Communist menace? 

· 3) What "weapons" would we use to fight the "cold war"? (diplomacy, scientific and economic competition, espionage, propaganda, world opinion, threats, other) 

· g. In 1947, Congress passed the National Defense Act to reorganize our military establishment 

· 1) Created Department of Defense, with Cabinet Secretary 

· 2) Created Joint Chiefs of Staff 

· 3) National Security Council also created 

· 4) As was the CIA, to gather intelligence 

· h. Where would containment first be tested? It would be in the Mediterranean! 

· 4. Greece and Turkey 

· a. After WWII, Soviets putting pressure on Turkey for access to the Dardanelles (warm water port); US ambassador, Edwin Wilson warned that Turks could not withstand much pressure! 

· b. Simultaneously, civil war between Br-backed Greeks and Soviet-backed rebels in Greece (getting aid from Josip Tito in Yugoslavia) (because it was a civil war, UN could not interfere); Fev, 194 

· 7 - British told US that they could no longer afford to back the Greek government! Greeks could not afford to pay back a loan 

· c. What would the US do? 

· d. Sec of State Dean Acheson warned that the fall of Greece and Turkey might open 3 continents to Soviet penetration! 

· e. How could we respond without appearing overly aggressive; creating an isolationist backlash? Remember, the world is watching/evaluating the Cold War development! 

· 5. Truman Doctrine 

· a. Advisors told Truman "to scare hell" out of Am. people, and appeal to our morality 

· b. Mar 12, 1947 - Truman asked Congress for aid 

· 1) Would have to choose between freedom and tyranny 

· 2) "It must be the policy of the US to support 'free people' who are resisting attempted subjugation from outside pressures" 

· c. Asked for $400 million in mil and eco aid for Greece and Turkey 

· d. Congress passed the Greek-Turkish Aid Act (by 1950, US spent $659 million); we sent civilian and military personnel to supervise our aid 

· e. Truman was criticized for bypassing the UN (could have funnelled money through it, perhaps) 

· f. Trukey achieved economic stability, Greece defeated the Communist rebels (Tito w/d support when he split with Stalin over "different roads to socialism" 

· g. Impact? 

· 1) Strain on our resources and resolve 

· 2) Antagonized Soviets (further tension) 

· 3) It would become the "model" for much of the Cold War foreign policy...with worldwide implications 

· 4) Still, it was much cheaper than war! 

· 6. Western Europe 

· a. Although the Truman Doctrine was a response to a specific crisis, it heralded the birth of a broad policy of resistance to Soviet expansion 

· b. W. Europe was seeing a growing communist faction, due to so much devastation; Europe could produce practically nothing, nor buy anything (US could produce, couldn't sell), we needed Europe a 

· s a bastion against communism and as a trading partner 

· c. US worked through World Bank ($2.5b in loans), wiped out wartime loans, still not enough to recover Europe (harsh winters) 

· d. Spring 1947 - Churchill described Europe as a "rubble heap", a "breeding ground for pestilence and hate"; such conditions fostered the growth of communism; US had to help, but how? 

· e. Communists making big gains in Italy and France 

· f. Kennan suggested a broad aid program, free of ideological overtones, to be offered to any country in need to help it recover from the war's devastation 

· g. June 5, 1947 - Sec of State, George Marshall outlined the European Recovery Program (ERP), aka the "Marshall Plan"; "Our policy is directed not against country or doctrine, but against hunger, de 

· speration, and chaos" 

· 1) Told war-torn to submit a bill for its needs! 

· 2) 16 European nations formed the Committee of European Economic Cooperation, submitted a plan calling for some $22b in US aid! 

· 3) US even offered aid to Soviets (refused) 

· 4) Set off a storm of debate at home; during the debate 

· -Soviets offered aid to its satellites, to be used against US imperialism 

· -Apr, 1947 - Soviets helped rid Hungary of anticommunists in its gov't 

· -Feb, 1948 - Czechoslovakia coup unseated Edward Benes; when Jan Masaryk "fell from a window", all resistance to the communist coup ended! 

· 5) Apr 3, 1948 Congress passed the Economic Cooperation Act (Marshall Plan); appropriated $13 billion 

· 6) By 1951, West Europe was booming! Trade between US and Europe increased some 25% 

· 7) The threat of communist coups in Western Europe was ended! 

· 8) Precedent? 

· 9) It increased tensions between US and USSR! 

· 7. What other means would we use to stop communism? How far would we go? 



IV. The Further Containment of Communism

· A. By 1948, Truman had announced his "doctrine", began using it in Greece and Trukey, Congress passed the Marshall Plan; in 1948, we would have to use more than money! Remember, it was also an election year! 

· B. Before, however, as a sidenote, a major development in the Middle East - Zionism; in May 1948, Isreal announced its independence 

C. The Berlin Crisis - threatened to turn the Cold War hot!

· 1. At Yalta, the decision to divide Germany was made 

· a. Allies wanted to make Germany powerless, so it could not again do what it did! 

· b. Rout Germany of Nazism (Nuremburg Trials) 

· c. Reparations "in-kind" could be taken from zones of occupation 

· d. Soviets took much ind. equipment, farm goods, even laborers 

· 2. By June, 1948 

· a. Soviets had established a communist gov't in their sector 

· b. US, GB, Fr formed "Trizonia", announced plans to convene a constitutional assembly to establish a dem. re. for West Germany, began currency reform and rebuilding Germany's economy so it could "stan 

· d alone"! 

· c. USSR could not allow it! 

· 3. Soviets responded with a "blocake" of all surface routes into Berlin (hoped to force allies out of Berlin) on June 24, 1948 

· a. Allies had to use force or abandon reunification plans 

· b. How could we avoid the use of force, and still feed the millions in West Berlin? 

· c. US Commander, Lucius Clay wanted to ram through (Soviets had 10 to 1 edge) 

· 4. Decided upon an "airlift" (Operation Vittles) 

· a. 321 days; 270,000 flights (plane took off every 3 minutes!); $200m cost; 2.5m tons of cargo dropped for the 2m Berliners 

· b. Made Russian look bad, starving out women/kids 

· Russians couldn't afford to shoot down our planes 

· c. May 12, 1949 - Soviets lifted the blockade; Berlin would remain a "trouble spot" in the future 

· d. In May, Germany was divided - West (Bonn) and East (Berlin); reunification in 1990 

· 5. During the crisis, several things happened 

· a. US sent B-29s to GB 

· b. CIA trained agents sent to Germany and even Russia 

· c. Tito broke with Stalin 

· d. Collective security scheme developed 

· 1) In Mar, 1948 Brussels Pact (GB, FR, and Benelux countries) signed, creating a defensive alliance 

· 2) From that idea, sprang the idea for a larger organization 

· 3) Apr, 1949, North Atlantic Treaty Organization signed (ratified in July, 82-13) 

· -an "entangling alliance", an attack on one, an attack on all! 

· -12 original members (US, Canada, Iceland and several Western European nations) 

· 4) In Oct, 1949 (after we learned that the Soviets had the bomb), Congress appropriated $1.5b to arm NATO 

· -Eisenhower recalled to active duty to command it 

· -Sent two divisions to Europe 

· 5) In 1955, USSR countered with the Warsaw Pact (disbanded Mar 31, 1991) 

· e. Should the US still protect Western Europe? 

D. Truman's Second Term

· 1. In his inaugural address, Truman announced a broad foreign policy plan, based on four points 

· a. The United Nations 

· b. The Marshall Plan 

· c. NATO 

· d. Point Four - a plan for giving technical and economic aid to developing nations all over the world to make them less susceptible to communism 

E. Containment in Asia

· 1. In Europe, containment worked well, in Asia it was more expensive and less effective 

· 2. V-J Day found Asia in shambles! Communists poised all over! 

· a. China 

· 1) US hoped to see Chiang Kai-shek win over Mao Tse-tung 

· 2) By 1947, full-scale civil war again 

· 3) We decided we could not save Chiang 

· 4) Hoped Chiang would agree to "share" power with Mao 

· 5) Oct, 1949 - Mao formed the Peoples' Republic of China; in Dec, Chiang fled to Formosa (Taiwan) 

· 6) Jan, 1950, USSR and PRC signed a 30 year mutual aid treaty 

· 7) All we could do was block Red China's entry into the UN 

· b. We stepped up aid to "friendly" nations in Asia (Fermosa, Vietnam, Philippines, Korea, Japan) 

· c. Japan 

· 1) Truman decided not to alow Soviets any say in reconstruction 

· 2) US troops under MacArthur, who ran the country 

· 3) 1951 - treaty with Japan 

· -ended occupation, but got right to a base in Okinawa and reserved the right to station in Japan if needed 

· -in 1956 - Japan joined UN 

· 4) Today we still have 50,000 troops in Japan 

· 3. As China was falling, we learned that the Soviets had developed an atomic bomb (Sep. 1949); the whole complexion of the Cold War changed! 

· a. Truman ordered the building of the hydrogen bomb; big debate over whether or not to do it! 

· b. 9 months later, Soviets had the H-bomb 

· c. NSC # 68 - advocated a large-scale military buildup; we would become the world's "policemen" (committed us to become a military nation) 

· 4. Korean War 

· a. At the end of WWII, Korea divided at 38th parallel; US and Soviet forced in Korea after Japan surrendered 

· b. By 1948, separate regimes established 

· 1) Democratic Peoples' Republic of Korea - North under Kim Il Sung 

· 2) Republic of Korea - South under Syngman Rhee 

· 3) Both wanted to reunite N and S -by force 

· 4) Border skirmishes began 

· c. Jan, 1949 US announced that Korea was not a part of our "defense perimeter"; w/d equipment, troops (Soviets didn't remove equipment) 

· d. June 25, 1950 - N Korea invaded S Korea! 

· 1) Truman called a special meeting of the UN Security Council (Soviets boycotted because of Red China); called for an end to hostilities and w/d of NK troops from SK; NK ignored it! 

· 2) June 27 - Un called for assistance in repelling aggression (a "police action") 

· -17 nations sent volunteers 

· -MacArthur put in charge of UN Army 

· e. Stopping Aggression 

· 1) By Sep, a perimeter around Pusan all that was left of South Korea 

· 2) Sep 15 - MacArthur executed an amphibious invasion at Inchon, port city to Seoul 

· 3) By Oct, enemy pushed back across the 38th parallel 

· 4) What now? 

· -Truman, with UN approval, allowed MacArthur to drive northward (to Yalu River, border between NK and China) 

· -China warned they would not tolerate such imperialistic ventures 

· -Truman met MacArthru at Wake Island (Oct 15) and assured that China wouldn't interfere 

· 5) Nov 26 - 300,000 Chinese "volunteers" crossed the Yalu, pushed the UN army back across the 38th parallel 

· 6) By spring, stalemate - turn to trench warfare 

· -MacArthur asked for permission to bomb China; called for a "general war", blockade of China's coast, use Chiang's army to invade the mainland 

· -Truman reminded him it's a "limited war" (MacArthur was opposed to "Limited War") 

· -MacArthur appealed to Congress, public 

· -Apr 11, 1951, Truman fired him (insubordination), made Truman look indecisive and incompetent 

· 7) MacArthur replaced with Gen. Matthew Ridgway 

· 8) June 24, 1951 - Soviets proposed a cease-fire and peace talks 

· 9) Became an election issue in '52 (Eisenhower promised to "go to Korea") 

· 10) July 27, 1953 - treaty signed 

· -truce line drawn at the 38th parallel 

· -4 km demilitarized zone 

· -troops withdrawal 

· -no final peace, still divided 

· 11) Results 

· -US - 140,000 casualties (22,500 dead) 

· -SK - 1 m casualties 

· -NK and Red China - 1.5 m casualties 

· -cost $22 b ($18b for US) 

· -Strenghtened Moscow-Peking axis! 

· -set off a depate on the merits of containment 

· -did it avoid WWIII or was it "peace w/o victory"? 

· -shift from concept of "total" to "limited" war 

· -communists shifted to pressuring Indochina!

II. Ike's Background

· A. Born 1890 - Denison, TX., grew up in Kansas

· E. Could restore confidence 

· F. Projected an image that he was "above politics" 

III. Foreign Policy - Ike's severe test

A. Sec. of State John Foster Dulles formulated policy

· -Bi-polar view (good vs. evil) 

· -George Kennan was replaced by Charles Bohlen in Moscow 

· -Dulles died in 1959 

B. Policy

· 1. Containment was too "passive" and too costly 

· 2. Subjugated people should be "liberated" and Iron Curtain "Rolled Back" 

· 3. The new look - "Maximum efficiency, minimum cost" or "more bang for a buck" 

· a. Train local forces to liberate themselves 

· b. US should not get in little wars 

· c. "Massive retaliation" 

· d. CIA to train local forces to get rid of undemocratic leaders 

· 4. Form collective security pacts (regional) 

· -Rearm Europe, unleash Chiang, form pacts to intimidate opposition 

IV. Asia and Eisenhower

A. Korea

· 1. Ike went to Korea 

· 2. "Bomb rattling" 

· 3. Chose to follow Truman's policy of signing a truce - 07/27/53 

· 4. CIA even planned to get rid of Rhee - US promised to return if N. Korea attacked again 

· 5. "Peace w/o Honor" 

B. Southeast Asia (Indochina)

· 1. France was losing 

· 2. Ike talked of "falling dominoes" (domino theory) 

· 3. 1954 - SEATO set up by Dulles 

C. China

· 1. 1954 - Defense pact signed w/Chiang on Formosa 

· 2. He began guerrilla raids on Chinese mainland 

· 3. Late 1954 - Red China began shelling Tachens, Quemoy and Matsu 

· 4. No "Asian Munichs" - no war 

· a. Formosa Resolution 

· 1) Pres could use force if necessary 

· 2) "Blank Check" 

· b. Ike sent 7th Fleet to Formosa Strait 

· 5. 1958 - More trouble 

· a. Red China again attacked offshore islands 

· b. Sent 7th Fleet again 

· c. Reversal of US policy toward Chiang 

· 6. Dulles began to call this policy "Brinksmanship" - Fine art of forcing opponent to the "Brink" - then retreat 

V. Europe

A. US wanted Europe to pay more for defense - European

· Defense Community 

· -France refused to ratify a treaty 

· -began building "3rd force" 

· -1958 - Charles DeGaulle elected Pres. of Fifth Rep. 

B. 1959 - Common Market established

C. Cold War incidents in Europe

· 1. East Germany 

· -1953 Workers in E. Berlin revolted 

· -Crushed by Soviet army 

· 2. West Germany 

· -1955 - W. Germany fully sovereign 

· 3. Berlin 

· -1958 Krushchev gave W. 6 mo. deadline to get out 

· -Ike refused (JFK will deal with Germany) 

· 4. E. Europe 

· a. Feb. 1956 - Krushchev talked of "De-Stalinization" of USSR 

· b. "Different Roads" to socialism 

· c. Poland 

· -Oct. 1956 - Test of new soviet policy 

· -Wladyslaw Gomulka led demand for autonomy - got it! 

· d. Hungary 

· -Under Imre Nagy, Hungary tried the same thing as Poland - also wanted out of Warsaw Pact 

· -He led a revolt 

· -Freedom lasted 5 days 

· -200,000 Soviet troops crushed "Freedom Fighters" 

· (30,000 killed) 

· -What happened to policy of "Liberation" and "Rollback" 

· e. Ike's response - Hungary and Poland not in our "Defense Perimeter" 

VI. Middle East

A. Background

· 1. Not much interest before WWII 

· 2. Dilemma: Pacify Arabs (oil) and continue support to Israel 

B. Israel

· 1. Since WWI, "Zionism" (Quest for Jewish homeland) spreading 

· 2. WWII - Holocaust led to demand for homeland 

· 3. UN agreed to partition Palestine (1947) 

· 4. May 14, 1948 - Israel proclaimed indep. from GB 

· 5. Arab neighbors tried to crush it 

· a. Arab league committed to that cause - Egypt, Lebanon, Syria, Iraq, Jordan, Saudi Arabia 

· b. Attacked, but Israel won

Chapter 16



Introduction

The Civil Rights Movement which developed between 1954 and 1968 did not spring out of thin air. The battle for civil rights goes all the way back to the earliest slave revolts during the late colonial period. The particular conditions which developed in the post World War II era were developed over a long period of time. From a white perspective, blacks sought to achieve long overdue social (the right to live where they chose, attend the schools of there choice, and the right to equal access to public facilities), economic (equal employment opportunities) and political (vote and hold office) rights. In addition to these goals, which were clear to the white community, blacks themselves also sought to meet psychological needs...the need to define themselves...the need to define what it meant to be black in America.

· a. The South went along with this very slowly, but refused to give blacks the right 

· to vote even if they were educated or had served in the military 

· 3. He opposed black equality 

· a. blocked government aid to help the freed slaves 

· b. Freedman's Bureau - passed over veto - 1865 

· 1. 1st government support of the needy - relief 

· 2. raised false hope - 40 acres and a mule - controlled 100,000's acres of land

· 4. provided education to poor blacks and whites 

· 4. Johnson believed that the states should make most of their own laws - States' Rights 

· Black Codes were passed by Southern states to keep ex-slaves in a position of economic, social, and economic inferiority. 

· blacks could not hold skilled jobs without a permit (or even choose jobs) 

· they were basically limited to farming yet land ownership was limited 

· unemployed blacks could be arrested, fined, and hired out to white employers to pay the fine 

· separate legal systems were created - blacks not allowed to testify 

· forbidden to assemble or travel without white permits 

· forbidden to hold office or vote in some states 

· could not bear arms 

· 5. His failure to support govt aid to protect the blacks led to further problems with Congress 

F. Radical Reconstruction - Dec 1865 - 1870

· 1. Civil Rights Act of 1866 (3/66) 

· a. Passed to weaken black codes over Johnson's veto 

· b. Gave blacks equal rights to whites - difficult to enforce 

· 2. First Reconstruction Act - 1867 

· Assumed that once blacks had the vote they could take care of themselves 

· 3. Fourteenth Amendment 1868 

· 1. made blacks citizens - defined citizenship 

· 2. guaranteed life, liberty, property - due process 

· 4. 15th Amendment - 1870 

· 1. Right to vote guaranteed - race, color, creed 

· 2. Tx. last to give in 

· 5. Amnesty Act of 1972 

· 1. restored right to vote to all whites 

· 2. Radicals showed signs of weakening 

· 6. Compromise of 1877 

· 1. Rutherford B. Hayes v. S.J. Tilden 

· 2. Compromise abandoned blacks ending Reconstruction 

G. Political Results

· Northern goal - protecting blacks and securing rights while maintaining their own power 

· 1. Failure to Train Blacks for Politics 

· 2. Disenfranchisement (700,000 out of 4 million voted in 1868) 

· a. KKK - violence and repression (1866 - Nathan Forrest in Pulaski, Tenn.) 

· b. New State governments - 1868 used systematic terrorism to keep blacks from the polls 

· 1. White Supremacy established in most states by 1870 

· 2. Northerners lost idealism 

· c. Poll Tax - 1877 - keep the poor from voting 

· d. Literacy Test - 1890 

· 1. Read and interpret the Constitution 

· 2. White registration officials determined qualifications 

· e. Supreme Ct. upheld these laws - Williams v. Miss. 

· 3. Solid South - Conservative - avoid change 

· a. Democratic Party Primaries allowed only whites to vote - considered it a private club 

· b. South voted Democrat at the local, state and national level till 1970s 

· 4. single party with only one choice - a white man 

H. Social Results

· Goal - protect black rights so that they get equal treatment 

· 1. Bitterness between North and South / Black and White remained 

· Whites refused to cooperate - how do you force people to like each other? 

· 2. North eventually gave up - driven out by the hatred 

· 3. Black Codes designed to keep blacks as second class citizens 

· a. temporary till better system developed 

· b. north eliminated most of these codes 

· c. they were replaced by Jim Crow laws 

· 4. Jim Crow Laws 1865+ 

· a. segregation laws that forced the blacks into separate facilities 

· 1. schools - supported by blacks 

· 2. Churches - supported by blacks 

· 3. restaurants, hotels, rr, etc. 

· 5. Plessy V. Ferguson - 1896 

· a. Separate but Equal upheld 7-1 (the one was a former slaveowner) 

· 6. KKK terrorism kept blacks in line 

I. Economic Results

· Goal - rebuild the south to reduce economic sectionalism and give blacks economic opportunity 

· 1. Sharecropper System - 1870+ 
 
III. Black Civil Rights (1896 - 1954) BACKGROUND

After Reconstruction there was a battle within the black community which surrounded the goals and tactics that should be used to improve conditions for blacks in America. That battle included a struggle for control of leadership.

A. Booker T. Washington (1856-1915)

· 1. Wrote Up From Slavery - 1901 

· Stressed the need to focus on practical problems 

· Founded Tuskegee Institute 

· Stressed vocational education for blacks (especially agriculture) 

· Stressed earning respect - patience 

· Stressed ignoring segregation - changes would come when earned 

· 2. Policy of Gradualism 

· 3. Atlanta Compromise - 1895 

· "the wisest among my race understand that the agitation of questions of social equality is the extremist of folly, and that progress of all the privileges that will come to us must be the result of severe and constant struggle rather than of artificial forcing." 

· Washington was the leader of the black community until his death in 1915 and was popular with many whites as well as blacks 

B. Ray Stannard Baker - muckraker

· 1. Following the Color Line 

· 2. focused on making whites aware of the problems blacks faced living in a segregated America 

· 3. Accomplishment - built white support for ending segregation through NAACP 

C. W.E.B. DuBois (1868-1963)

· 1. The Souls of Black Folk - 1903 

· opposed Washington's approach as too passive 

· 2. Founded the Niagara Movement 

· a. Talented Tenth - educated elite (law schools) to fight segregation through the system 

· b. stressed black pride 

· "Persistent agitation is the way to liberty" 

· 4. Accomplishment - helped to found the NAACP (1909-1910) 

· seek legislative and judicial remedies 

· 1st ct. victory - 1915 

· their battle to bring down separate but equal was interrupted by the Depression and WWII 

D. Blacks IN WWI

· 1. 400,00 drafted - not allowed to serve in combat except in segregated units - 40,000 

· 2. soldiers became black leaders 

· 3. movement from southern farms to factory jobs in northern cities - 500,000 

· work in defense plants created many new opportunities 

· 4. rising expectations disappointed 

· Return to Normalcy 

· Red Summer - race riots - 1919 

E. KKK - 1915 - William Simmons - preacher revived the Klan

· 1. white supremacy 

· 2. repression of blacks 

· 3. D.W. Griffith - film - Birth of a Nation - glorified old KKK 

· 4. KKK - 4.5 million members - 1924 / 10,000 - 1930 

F. Heightened Racial Tensions

· 1. War did not create equality as hoped 

· 2. Opportunities did increase 

· a. civil service 

· b. steel/auto factories 

· c. high school/college education 

· 3. Riots occurred between 1917-1920 

· a. solved nothing 

· b. blacks became more militant 

G. Marcus Garvey

· 1. Universal Negro Improvement Association 

· believed that there was no hope for blacks in America 

· 2. Black Separatism - blacks and whites could not live together 

· 3. Black Nationalism - stressed black pride - soul pride 

· 4. proposed a return to Africa 

· 5. popular in northern cities - especially among low income blacks 

· 6. deported to Jamaica - movement collapsed without a leader 

· Ideas survived in the foundation of the Black Muslim organization 

H. Harlem Renaissance

· 1. black pride and the art 

· 2. jazz - spread from New Orleans up the Miss. River to Chicago and eventually to NYC 

· 3. jazz and blues were the one area in which whites mixed with blacks 

· 4. Louis Armstrong, Duke Ellington 

· 5. Cotton Club, Savoy 

· 6. Langston Hughes 

· 7. Alaine Locke - The New Negro 

· called for "a renewed race-spirit that sets itself apart" 

I. Minorities in the New Deal benefited - Eleanor Roosevelt

· 1. Blacks = Republicans till FDR - hard hit by Depression 

· a. Strength - FDR made sure that blacks were part of his relief and recovery programs 

· black Americans made some gains during the 1930s 

· Mary McLeod Bethune - 1st black head of government agency - NYA 

· Charles Houston - Howard University Law Professor 

· Trained Thurgood Marshall 

· Collected evidence to prove that separate schools were unequal 

· For every $1 spent on blacks $5 was spent on white students 

· by 1976 = 75% Democrat 

· b. Weakness 

· civil rights were not strongly supported by FDR 

· feared loss of white support for programs 

J. BLACKS in WWII

· 1. Similar to WWI, except this time black leaders vowed to avoid the mistakes of WWI 

· 2. 1 million served mostly in the army (in combat) 

· Units were segregated except in emergencies 

· 3. 2 million in industry were able to pressure the federal government to end their discrimination 

· A. Philip Randolph 

· Threatened march on Washington 

· led to Executive Order 8802 

· led to the creation of the Fair Employment Practices Committee (FEPC) 

· 4. Efforts against discrimination outside the govt. increased 

· NAACP increased from 50,000 to 450,000 

· 5. Had been treated better by the Europeans and expected the same at home 

· 6. After the war the army was desegregated 

K. TRUMAN and CIVIL RIGHTS

· 1. Truman knew that the 3rd World was watching - Cold War image was at stake 

· After WWII there was increased world pressure for colonial independence 

· African Independence - a matter of time - how would they view us? 

· These independence movements would also inspire American blacks 

· 2. Postwar consumer economy created dependence of black consumers 

· fear of returning to Depression 

· increased black economic power 

· 3. Appointed Civil Rights Commission 10/47 - 2/48 Truman called for a ten-point program 

· a. Civil Rights Commission - permanent 

· concluded that blacks were still treated as second-class citizens 

· b. Federal Fair Employment Practices Act 

· c. Legislation to protect the right to vote, do away with poll taxes, and prevent lynching 

· d. Housing issue would help blacks 

· e. eliminate aid to segregation 

· 4. Republicans sided with Southern Democrats to block reforms 

· 5. Blacks given government positions - U.N. Ralph Bunche - Nobel Prize 

· 6. Ordered no federal government discrimination 

· 7. Desegregated the army - 1948 - Executive Order 9981 

· 8. Result - Blacks supported Truman and Southern Democrats abandoned him 

· 9. Supreme Court acted at the same time - Thurgood Marshall led the battle for the NAACP 

· a. 1944 - political parties are not a club and therefore blacks can vote in a primary 

· b. 1947 - segregation on interstate transport unconstitutional 

· c. 1948 - real estate discrimination illegal 

· d. 1950 - Sweatt v. Painter - segregated schools for graduate schools unconstitutional 

· U. of Texas law school better than any black law school therefore not equal 

· Texas tried to build a separate black law school for one student 

· Ralph Ellison - The Invisible Man 

· By the early 1950s Black Americans were still far from the mainstream

· CORE (1942) and Urban League (1910) also did same - cooperating with whites 

· 2. MILITANT / VIOLENT 

· Black Muslims 

· SNCC - after 1965 

· Black Panthers

IV. IKE - Civil Rights - place emphasis on organizations

A. Plessy v. Ferguson - 1896 - "separate but equal" is constitutional

B. Brown v. Board of Education, Topeka - 5/17/1954

· ORGANIZATION - NAACP 

· 1. TACTIC - lawsuit 

· During the 1950s 10,000 blacks graduated from college every year 

· created leadership (talented tenth) 

· (Key Goal - Desegregation of Schools) 

· 2. Public school segregation was the most obvious form of discrimination and the most important 

· a. De Jure Segregation - segregation required by law 

· 1. 17 states and Washington DC were segregated by law (De Jure) 

· 2. 4 others permitted segregation 

· b. Tactic - solid test case - problem slow culmination of 30 yrs.- still had to be enforced 

· 3. Linda Brown - 8 yrs. old 

· bused 21 blocks to an all black school even though she lived 5 blocks from a white school 

· father was a reverend 

· case started through the courts in 1951 

· 4. Thurgood Marshall NAACP (leader Roy Wilkins) lawyer argued for Brown 

· (1977 Benjamin Hooks replaced Wilkins) 

· a. Facilities and faculty not equal 

· b. Separation created feelings of inequality even if equal in other ways 

· c. 5 - 10 X spent on white education 

· d. social and psychological evidence used 

· 5. Chief Justice Fred Vinson replaced by Earl Warren 

· 6. Ike thought Warren was a conservative he was wrong 

· a. Warren had been involved in the internment of Japanese-Americans during WWII 

· b. Ike was upset that Warren rocked the boat 

· Ike - "I don't believe you can change the hearts of men with laws" 

· MLK - "Laws and decisions that are properly enforced change behavior, and a change of heart might follow." 

· c. Without executive leadership for the Court's decision 

· the public was not persuaded to accept desegregation 

· Ike - "The Constitution is as the SC interprets it: and I must conform to that and do my very best to see that it is carried out" 

· 7. 9-0 decision based on the 14th Amendment 

· equal protection under the law 

· 8. Integration ordered "with all deliberate speed" - 1955 

· 9. Expected gradual, but persistent desegregation 

· border states mostly complied

C. Massive Resistance in the Old South

· 1. Southern Manifesto - 1956 - interposition or obstruction 

· 101 of 128 Southern Congressmen sought to block all legislative aid to the blacks 

· emphasized States Rights 

· referred to the Brown decision as "a clear abuse of judicial power" 

· 2. White Citizens' Councils - evasion 

· a. white "private" schools - received tax money from state governments 

· b. one year later no southern schools had been desegregated 

· 3. States passed laws to prevent integration (471 by 1964) 

· a. Virginia and Georgia school districts abolished public schools 

· b. Georgia made it a felony to spend tax dollars on schools where the races mixed 

· c. Schools segregated by "academic ability" or for "health reasons" 

· excuses to keep the races separate 

· d. Clinton, Tennessee - mob descended on school when board tried to comply with the SC's ruling (50 students led by the football captain talked parents into letting them try it) 

· e. Autherine Lucy - 1st black to register at U. of Alabama chased away by mobs - 1956 

· 4. Police attacks on blacks occurred 

· a rise in the KKK occurred 

· police stood by while whites were violent against blacks 

· 5. Employers threatened black employees with reprisals 

· 5. Ike did not pressure the South to follow the law (had not said what he thought of the decision) 

· a. born in a segregated state 

· b. served in a segregated army 

· c. desired calm - saw Court decision as a threat to this 

· d. worked quietly to desegregate within his jurisdiction 

· believed that education was a power of the states - Federalism 

· e. Ike - "set back progress in the South at least fifteen years" 

· f. Only 49 school districts had begun desegregation during his Presidency 

· 6. Embarrassing for US foreign policy (Africa) 

· 7. Our allies in Europe noticed the similarity to Hitler 

D. Lynching of Emmett Till - summer of 1955

· 14 year old from Chicago 

· lynched in Money, Mississippi for speaking to a white woman 

· said he had a white girl friend in Chicago 

· pictures of the dead body were published in Jet Magazine 

· NAACP worked to collect evidence 

· Medgar Evers was one of those who worked on the case 

· killers were found not guilty by an all white jury 

· national coverage - heightened public awareness 

· killers then confessed they had done it 

E. Montgomery Bus Boycott - Dec. 1955

· ORGANIZATION - MONTGOMERY IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION (SCLC) and NAACP 

· 1. TACTIC - boycott 

· (Key Goal - end to segregation) 

· 2. Rosa Parks 

· a 42 yr. old black seamstress 

· refused to give up her seat on a crowded bus to a white person as required by old Jim Crow laws 

· later said that she had not planned to act 

· she was tired and her feet hurt 

· (play Neville Brothers song) 

· 3. She was arrested and fined $10 + $4 court costs 

· (she had been active in the NAACP before the crisis) 

· instead of accepting it black leaders decided to force a change 

· formed the Montgomery Improvement Association and chose a leader 

· 4. Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. (26 yrs. old). 

· called for blacks to boycott (tactic) the public transportation system 

· which depended on them - 50,000 did 

· it lasted 381 days 

· 95% effective 

· walked, car pooled, etc. 

· 5. Bus system went bankrupt 

· King and other leaders were arrested - his home bombed 

· violation of Alabama's boycott law 

· whites shot at buses, bombed black churches 

· 6. Supreme Court eventually ruled the segregation law unconstitutional - NAACP lawsuit 

· ruled that separate but equal could no longer be followed 

· Nov. 13, 1956 

· 7. 1957 - He founded the Southern Christian Leadership Conference (SCLC) 

· a. Martin Luther King becomes leader of the desegregation movement 

· b. He will work with all of the peaceful protests 

· c. Other groups will follow his leadership and example - movement gained momentum 

· d. Religion played a key role in recruiting support for the movement 

· e. demonstrated that blacks were willing to sacrifice 

· 8. Used Nonviolent Civil Disobedience 
· moral duty to disobey unjust laws in ways that were not violent 

· an individual should remain true to his conscience 

· however, he should show respect for the law by accepting penalties 

· including imprisonment! 

· It does not seek to defeat or humiliate the opponent 

· directed against "forces of evil" rather than against "persons" who happen to be doing evil 

· "If you protest courageously and yet with dignity and Christian love, when the history books are written in future generations, the historians will have to say, there lived a great people, a black people, who injected new meaning and dignity into the veins of civilization." 

· Sources of the philosophy 

· a. Bible 

· b. Thoreau 

· c. Gandhi

F. Central High, Little Rock - Sept. 1957

· ORGANIZATION - NAACP 
· 1. TACTIC - lawsuit 

· 2. NAACP attempts to force the national government to enforce Brown v. Board 

· a. chose students to act as a test case in numerous areas 

· b. Federal court ordered school to desegregate and it agreed 

· c. 9 students chosen in Little Rock (Blossum Plan) 

· 3. Governor Orvil Faubus 

· called out the Arkansas National Guard to prevent integration (270 troops) 

· which might cause violence - statewide radio address - self fulfilling prophesy 

· really gearing up for a tough reelection campaign 

· 4. A federal judge then ordered them to be allowed into school 

· First (9) blacks were met by a mob throwing rocks 

· 5. Ike tried to talk Faubus out of the situation - failed 

· a. Ike - did as little as possible 

· b. still accused of being a military dictator 

· 6. Ike countermanded the governor's orders 

· 7. Faubus used state and local police 

· 8. Ike sent in the 101st airborne division to protect the students (1000 troops back from Korea) 

· 9. They had to stay till the segregationists lost interest at the end of the year 

· 10. Southern leaders accused Ike of stirring up racial hatred and ignoring States' Rights 

· 11. Most people outside the South agreed with Ike 

· 12. Sept. 1958 school closed for 2 years when it reopened there were only 3 blacks 

· 13. Today Central High School is mostly black...white flight 

· Video - "Crisis at Central High School" 

· 14. In 1987, the Little Rock Nine had a reunion at CHS 

· all had gone to college 

· all were leading productive lives (teachers to government officials)

G. Voting Rights Act, 1957

· 1. First civil rights act since Reconstruction 

· 2. Poll tax still in effect 

· 3. Voter registration extremely complicated 

· 4. LBJ responsible for pushing it through Congress (D) Senator Tx. 

· 5. Allowed Justice Dept. to take legal action to protect black right to vote 

· including the use of injunctions if interference is proved 

· 6. Weakened by amendments 

· 7. Created a permanent Civil Rights Commission 

· 8. Organization - result of increased interest created by NAACP and SCLC? 

H. Voting Rights Act - 1960

· 1. Allowed Justice Dept. to search county records looking for patterns of discrimination 

· 2. Allowed federal judges to supervise voting registrars to aid blacks 

· send federal marshals 

· made interference with voting and school desegregation a federal crime 

· 3. Plugged loopholes in 1957 Act 

· 4.Passed after a 125 hr. filibuster (pushed through by LBJ)

I. Sit-ins - 2/60

· ORGANIZATION - STUDENT NON-VIOLENT COORDINATING COMMITTEE (SNCC) 

· TACTIC - Sit - In 

· (Key Goal - Desegregation) 

· 1. started by 4 black freshmen college students 

· 2. Greensboro, N.C. to draw attention of the press - TV 

· 2/1/60 

· day before one student had met a friend at the bus station, tried to order lunch, refused service, decided on what to do about it. 

· from North Carolina A&T 

· the four sat at a white only lunch counter - Woolworth's 

· stayed all day 

· next day they had 23 friends 

· then 100 then a 1000 

· Created a two month boycott 

· 45 arrested 

· 3. Woolworth's, a national chain, gave in. 

· 4. Led to the formation of SNCC - Raleigh - 6/60 

· (Student Non-violent Coordinating Committee) 

· a. Founded by Stokely Carmichael and Julian Bond among others 

· b. Spread the sit-in tactic throughout the south 

· (along with wade-ins, kneel-ins, sleep-ins, etc.) 

· within two months demonstrations in 54 cities 

· by years end 50,000 students participated 

· 3,600 arrested 

· biggest success came in Nashville - mayor West 

· James Lawson - provided training in non-violent tactics 

· Diane Nash - organized a march in support of the movement 

· John Lewis - SNCC chairman from 1963 to 1966 was also there in the 

· beginning 

· c. 1961 - voter registration campaign in South 

· d. Worked with SCLC focusing public attention 

· e. 20% white by 1964 

· f. Problem - working with SCLC cost them an identity of their own 

· g. More militant - confrontational direct action

J. Other Problems in 1960 - De facto segregation in the north 

· 1. white flight 

· 2. blacks concentrated in certain areas - housing segregation 

· 3. neighborhood schools were then segregated by default 

· 4. Harlem = hopelessness 

· 5. Congress on Racial Equality (CORE - 1942) fought this 

· If anyone has something they could email me to put here I would appreciate it! 

K. Gains made between 1945 and 1960

· 1. Black enrollment in colleges increased 2500% 

· 2. Gwendolyn Brooks - Academy Award 

· 3. Benjamin Davis, Jr. - Air Force's 1st black general 

· 4. Jackie Robinson - 1st black major league baseball player 

· 5. Vast majority still lived in poverty 

· 6. Voting and education corrections would not come until later 

· 7. 1955 - Montgomery Bus Boycott - Montgomery, Alabama 

· a. Rosa Parks 

· b. Martin Luther King Jr. 

· c. increase coverage of white violence - draw public sympathy 

· d. draws both black and white participants - unity could provide success 

· e. problem - buildup of support takes time 

Evaluation - How would you evaluate Eisenhower at this point? How does he compare to FDR on this issue? How does he compare to Truman? What effect do you think it would have had if he had been more active? Would Congress have supported such action? Look to see whether JFK or LBJ did any better.



V. Civil Rights under JFK

Background

· Kennedy was slow to practice what he preached as he attempted to champion integration 

· Hoped to gain public support 

· Used executive action 

· Appointed blacks to high govt. office - Robert Weaver - HUD 

· Appointed Thurgood Marshall to Court of Appeals 

· Appointed to Supreme Court by LBJ 

· Pledged jobs and votes 

· Kennedy became a more active supporter of civil rights, but slowly 

· JFK had used his influence to get MLK out of jail 

· where he faced 4 months on a chain gang 

· publicized his support to get votes 

· he won 70% of the black vote in 1960 - they expected more active support in return 

· was criticized by the black community for his caution 

· they stepped up protests to force action 

· Five sources of a Mass Movement 

· a. Black Urbanization 

· b. Religious Faith 

· c. Constitutional Rights 

· d. Media Coverage 

· e. African Independence 

A. 5/61 - Freedom Rides (Tactic)

· 1. Congress on Racial Equality (1942) - James Farmer 

· 2. Groups of 6 blacks and 6 whites toured the Deep South to test desegregation enforcement 

· started with 13 grew to over a 1000 

· traveled from DC to New Orleans 

· stopped at bus terminals all along the way 

· whites sat in the back of the buses 

· Boynton v. Commonwealth of Virginia 

· 3. violent mobs met them in Alabama and Mississippi 

· 4. 200+ arrested or fined, detained, beaten, cursed, spit upon 

· 5. Bus burned in Anniston, Alabama - replaced 

· 6. Attorney General - Bobby Kennedy - sent in 600 federal marshals to protect them 

· what will this do to national television coverage over time? 

· 7. Result - Interstate Commerce Commission enforced desegregation laws in the South 

· 8. More confrontational yet peaceful - white violence increases as does public awareness

B. 1961 - Attorney General Bobby Kennedy enforced laws in existence

· 1. 183 school districts integrated in 2 1/2 yrs. 

· by 1964 - 7% of black children attended segregated schools in the Deep South 

· 2. 37 civil rights suits were filed 

· 3. NAACP still trying to get Brown v. Board enforced (tactic - still the lawsuit) 

· note that if a student were to start in a integrated school as a first grader in 1960 it would 

· be 1972 before they graduated with an equal education 

· 4. HISD did not integrate until 1969 

· thus the first students to get an equal education would have graduated in 1981 

· this equality will be further delayed by white flight and the decline of inner city schools 

C. Sept.1962 - James Meredith

· 1. NAACP test case - lawyer who got him into school - Medgar Evers 

· Meredith - air force veteran enrolled at the University of Mississippi - Oxford 

· sued to get into school - won 

· graduated in 1963 

· GI Bill 

· 2. Governor Ross Barnett - represented the old ideas of the Confederacy 

· encouraged violence - 2 killed, 375 wounded in mob violence 

· "The Negro is different because God made him different to punish him." 

· 3. RFK sent in marshals and 30,000 troops to protect Meredith and stop the violence 

D. Sept 1963 - George Wallace - Governor of Alabama

· stood in the doorway and blocked the entrance to U. of Alabama - two blacks 

· 1. "Segregation today, segregation tomorrow, segregation forever" 

· 2. JFK sent marshals - it was peaceful 

· 3. NAACP

E. 11/62 JFK orders federal housing projects desegregated

F. Birmingham Campaign - April 1963

· ORGANIZATION - SCLC, SNCC, NAACP 

· TACTIC - Civil Disobedience - March and boycott 

· 100 years after the Emancipation Proclamation 

· Most segregated city in South - 20 bombs in 6 years 

· 1. King protest against segregation and voting registration problems in Birmingham 

· protests filled up the jails - 2000 arrested 

· white opponents had learned self-restraint while tv cameras were rolling 

· participants would lose income while in jail - how long could they continue? 

· MLK gets himself arrested along with 325 others to try and shake things up 

· violations of marching without a permit 

· criticized by some in the black community who call for him to back off 

· he writes - Letters From A Birmingham Jail 

· a defense of non-violence and passive resistance 

· lawyers provided by NAACP - lawsuit filed 

· 2. Children's Crusade 

· began using kids as young as 6 

· over a 1000 participated 

· they could be arrested without the family losing income 

· 3. Bull Connor - police dogs, tear gas, cattle prods, fire hoses 

· direct challenge to Connor - he lost his temper 

· public horrified by images of police brutality against children 

· 4. militants begin to question non-violence - losing patience 

· SNCC also involved 

· why should they continue to be arrested and beaten - they have done nothing wrong! 

· 5. Birmingham gave in on segregation 

· TV focused national public attention on Birmingham 

· JFK pressured National Retail Merchants Association to pressure their Southern outlets to desegregate 

· JFK ordered end to segregation in federal housing projects 

· MLK accuses President of tokenism and calls for him to do more 

· 6. series of bombings targeting black leaders led to riots by blacks targeting whites 

· MLK's hotel room was bombed 

· the home of MLK's brother was bombed 

· blacks responded by burning white owned businesses in black areas 

· This marked the beginning of what became more and more common 

· blacks responding to white violence with their own 

· federal troops sent to restore order 

· 7. RFK/JFK decide to support civil rights bill 

· "If an American, because his skin is dark, cannot eat lunch in a restaurant open to the public, if he cannot send his children to the best public schools available, if he cannot vote for the public officials who represent him, if , in short, he cannot enjoy the full and free life which all of us want, then who among us would be content to have the color of his skin changed and stand in his place?" 

· "The time has come for this nation to fulfill its promise"...that all men are created equal! 

· Medgar Evers killed the same night that JFK announces the civil rights bill

· involved in Meredith case 

· 1. All-white jury declared two separate mistrials for the murderer of Medgar Evers 

· (Byron de la Beckwith - from Greenwood) 

· blacks are furious 

· will be convicted in the 1990s 

· 2. RFK/JFK decide to support civil rights bill spurred the murder 

· a. southerners against him anyway 

· b. 80% blacks voted Democrat - key to northern cities JFK must win 

· c. violence is denounced in a speech by JFK on the night after Evers is killed 

· 3. JFK announces a civil rights bill which he is proposing 

· 4. Southern congressmen threaten to slow it in committee 

G. August 1963 - March on Washington D.C.

· ORGANIZATION - NAACP, SNCC, SCLC, CORE 

· TACTIC - March 

· 1. Planned to drum up support for the new civil rights bill 

· Organized by A. Philip Randolph and Bayard Rustin 

· 2. JFK feared violence called for patience and no march - ignored - he supported the march 

· 3. protest to show strength of support for bill - 250,000 show including around 60,000 whites 

· Ralph Bunche 

· James Baldwin 

· Sammy Davis Jr. 

· Harry Belafonte 

· Jackie Robinson 

· Lena Horne 

· Joan Baez 

· Bob Dylan 

· Peter, Paul, and Mary 

· 4. "I Have A Dream" speech - MLK (play tape of the speech) 

· 5. peaceful nature recruited more followers 

· it was the highwater mark of the non-violent movement 

· 6. MLK accused of being an "Uncle Tom" in the north by Malcolm X who stressed separatism 

· SNCC speech by John Lewis hinted at impatience 

· 7. 1964 - received the Nobel Peace Prize 

· 8. Focused public attention on the law public support applied against legislators yet bill unpassed 

· segregationists stepped up their opposition in Birmingham and the South 

· four girls ages 11-14 were killed in a bombing of their church on a Sunday 

· two weeks after the March on Washington 

· nation horrified by the deaths of innocent children

· 45% black 

· only 5% of those were registered to vote 

· poorest state in the nation 

· mass exodus by both blacks and whites between 1950 and 1960 

· 75% of states college graduates left - including my father 

· we moved in 1960 from Mississippi to Texas 

· 2. Background to freedom summer 

· 1962 - COFO - Council of Federated Organizations in 1962 

· SNCC, CORE, NAACP, SCLC 

· 1962 - voter education project 

· Robert Moses - SNCC 

· Medgar Evers - NAACP 

· 1963 - Freedom Vote 

· mock election to show that blacks were interested and potentially powerful 

· 93,000 voted 

· 3. GOALS - Freedom Summer - 1964 

· voter registration drive - inspired in part, by a suggestion from JFK 

· educate and register blacks to vote for the 1964 elections 

· organize a Mississippi Freedom Democratic Party 

· challenge all-white Democratic Party 

· 80,000 joined 

· create Freedom schools 

· provide legal and medical assistance 

· 4. 6/20/64 - invited 800 college students (75% of them white) from around the nation to participate 

· some SNCC leaders objected arguing that it would undermine local black leadership 

· 5. First day - 3 civil rights workers including 2 whites disappeared 

· after being arrested in - Philadelphia, Mississippi 

· Cheaney (black) - CORE 

· Schwerner (white) - CORE 

· Goodman (white) - volunteer 

· LBJ sent sailors and FBI to search for the bodies 

· found several bodies 

· National Attention focused on Mississippi (video - "Mississippi Burning") 

· helped in the passage of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 

· Republicans who had voted with Southern Democrats were appalled by the violence 

· bodies found under earthen dam 

· a. 20 KKK members were arrested for the murder 

· b. 3 yrs. later jury found 6 guilty of federal civil rights violations - not murder 

· c. 1st time an all white jury found whites guilty in any case concerning blacks in the 

· deep south 

· 6. Mississippi Freedom Democratic Party 

· At the National Democratic Convention the MFDP failed to get seated 

· The compromise to seat 3 at-large delegates led many in SNCC to question the whole concept of working with whites who might not be really committed to change

· Senate invoked cloture to end a filibuster 

· placed federal government squarely on the side of civil rights 

· 1. Voting 

· a. required that the same standards be applied to blacks and whites 

· b. established 6th grade level for literacy 

· 2. Public Accommodations and Public Facilities 

· a. outlawed discrimination where it could - could not touch private clubs 

· ended need for sit-ins etc. 

· Justice Dept. could now prosecute directly 

· saved civil rights organizations time and money 

· b. withheld Federal funds from state and local governments that continued segregation 

· c. eliminated de jure segregation in the South 

· 3. Economics 

· a. created Equal Employment Opportunity Commission 

· enforcement agency 

· b. prohibited discrimination in hiring on the basis of race, religion, sex, or national origin

J. Black Muslims - Nation of Islam

· Founded in the 1931 (inspired by Marcus Garvey) 

· Emphasis on self- discipline and self respect 

· Glorified blackness - "black is beautiful" 

· rejected Christianity, Anglo surnames (Cassius Clay, Lew Alcindor) 

· Practiced austerity 

· No drinking, no drugs, no gambling, no promiscuity, no smoking 

· Many wanted a separate nation for blacks 

·   

· Elijah Muhammad (Elijah Poole) - founder 

· adultery charges 

· Malcolm X 

· called for black control of of political and economic institutions in black communities 

· "by any means necessary" 

· jeered at King's nonviolence and sit-ins 

· advocated violence in self-defense 

· if you use ballots or bullets, aim well 

· know the white man's language: if he knows the shotgun, you must know it also 

· powerful and provacative speaker 

· formed Black National Party 

· travelled to Mecca, 1964 and converted to Islam 

· saw all men as brothers 

· began to moderate his views 

· believed that blacks and whites could coexist 

· Autobiography - 1965 influenced millions 

· powerful account of the black experience in US 

· Assassinated in Feb 1965 by Muslims 

· became a "symbol" (many never knew he had grown more moderate 

· Black Separatism 

· Black Nationalism

· a. 1,000+ workers were arrested 

· b. 80 beaten, 35 shot 

· c. 37 black churches burned 

· June, 1964 - rioting in Philadelphia and Chicago - 1st black violence 

· Jacksonville - bomb threat at a black school brought police 

· students stoned policemen and firemen - led to rioting 

· used molotov cocktails to set fires 

· Cleveland - white minister was killed in an accident 

· when police showed and tried to clear the black crowd violence erupted

· NYC - students arguing with a white landlord brought police - violence erupted

· b. patience gone - black militants take over 

· c. black discontent over other issues that were ignored 

· d. blacks blamed all of their problems on white society 

· 4. Increased violence on both sides reduced NAACP's and SCLC's effectiveness 

· since - court cases now involved all tactics - confused casual supporters 

· 5. The Wretched of the Earth - 1961 

· Frantz Fanon justified violence to get colonial independence...or civil rights 

· 6. Mississippi Freedom Party 

· 80,000 black members 

· tried to replace white delegation at the 1964 Democratic Convention 

· only offered two at-large seats created further frustration 

A. Conditions

· 1. South 

· a. strong arm tactics by police 

· 1. clubbings 

· 2. fire hoses 

· 3. mass arrests 

· 4. dogs and officers on horseback 

· b. KKK - threats of violence 

· 1. black houses and churches bombed 

· 2. civil rights workers beaten and killed 

· 3. state courts do nothing 

· 2. North - problems ignored by the non-violent movement 

· a. heckling, fights

B. Militant - violent changes in the movement

· 1. Violence by blacks begins to take place mostly in the north due to impatience over the economic problem

· inspired by 1962 Michael Harrington book The Other America 

· 40 million in poverty out of 179 million 

· 1. Office of Economic Opportunity - 1964 - Sargent Shriver - in charge of the war 

· 2. Medicare - 1965 - provided medical care for aged under Social Security 

· 3. Medicaid - 1965 - medical benefits to the blind, disabled, or the very poor 

· 4. Elementary and Secondary Education Act - $1.3 billion - 1st large scale aid 

· a. money distribute directly to the states 

· b. materials for parochial and public school students 

· 5. Higher Education Act - 1965 - college scholarships 

· 6. VISTA - Volunteers In Service to America - domestic Peace Corps 

· volunteers working in urban and rural poverty areas 

· 7. Head Start Program - preschool for disadvantaged children 

· Upward Bound - High School level - Scholarships to disadvantaged students for college 

· 8. Job Corps - camps to train/retrain city youths 

· 9. Community Action programs to improve neighborhoods 

· 10. Department of Housing and Urban Development - Robert Weaver - black 1st secretary 

· 11. Dept. of Transportation - Mass Transit - $375 million 

· 12. Minimum Wage increased

· 3. Black Sunday - 3 white civil rights protesters were beaten to death in the streets 

· troopers on horseback attacked marchers crossing a bridge 

· violence shown on national television 

· 4. Another march was held to protest the murders 

· 5. Trial found all murders innocent 

· 6. Violence inspired change - LBJ proposed voting rights act

H. Voting Rights Act - 8/6/65

· 1. Literacy tests suspended

· a. 1957 - 25% of blacks in South registered 

· b. 1972 - 65%

I. Watts Riot

· worst race riot since WW II 

· 5 days after the Voting Rights Act was signed 

· started with a traffic violation - white cop - black motorist 

· six days of violence 

· 34 died 

· $40 million damage 

· National Guard called in to stop the violence 

· Whites were shocked 

· assumed racial conflict was a southern problem 

· assumed that changing the laws had solved the problem 

· de facto segregation not addressed by civil rights acts 

· Frustration, anger - nothing had changed in northern cities 

· see James Baldwin 

· felt non violent civil disobedience was useless

· Black Power 

· H. Rap Brown

L. Black Panther Party (for Self-Defense)

· Founded in Oakland, California - 1966 

· Leaders 

· Huey Newton (24) - Minister of Defense 

· "Every time you go execute a white racist Gestapo cop, you are defending yourself." 

· "It won't be a couple of cops, when the time comes, it will be part of a whole national coordinated effort." 

· Bobby Seale (29) - Chairman 

· "Black people can't just mass on the streets and riot. They'll shoot us down. Instead it is necessary to organized into small groups to take care of business." 

· He called for the us of molotov cocktails against white industry if they didn't get what they wanted. 

· Eldridge Cleaver (who kicked out Stokley Carmichael - accusing him of being a CIA spy) 

· Membership - 75 - 200 in August, 1967 

· Party Platform 

· 1. We want freedom. We want the power to determne the destiny of our Black Community 

· 2. We want full employment for our people. 

· 3. We want an end to the robbery by the capitalists of our Black Community. 

· 4. We want decent housting, fit for shelter of human beings. 

· 5. We want education for our people that exposes the true nature of this decadent American 

· society. We want education that teaches us our true history and our role in present day society. 

· 6. We want all black men to be exempt from military service. 

· 7. We want an immediate end to POLICE BRUTALITY and MURDER of black people. 

· 8. We want freedom for all black men held in federal, state, county, and city prisons and 

· jails. 

· Cited 2nd amendment right to bear arms and called on all black people to arm themselves for self-defense. 

· No party member was alled to use, point, or fire a weapon of any kind unnecessarily. 

· 9. We want all black people when brought to trial to be tried in court by a jury of their peer 

· group or people from their black communities, as defined by the Constitution of the United States. 

· 10.We want land, bread, housing, education, clothing, justice, and peace. And as our 

· major political objective, a United Nations - supervised plebiscite to be held throughout the black colony in which only black colonial subjects will be allowed to participate, for the purpose of determining the will of black people as to their national identity. (Include the Declaration of Independence - word for word) 

· Anti-poverty programs 

· Black Panthers work to create new anti-poverty programs in their own neighborhoods 

· were often overlooked 

· They had collected signitures to try and create a citizen's review board to oversee police 

· the all-white city council had ignored their requests 

· They protested rent evictions 

· counselled welfare recipients on their rights 

· taught black history courses 

· Marxist-oriented revolutionary movement - viewed America as the center of world imperialism 

· introduced to the standard works of militant black revolution 

· Franz Fanon - Wretched of the Earth 

· Malcolm X - both Seale and Newton mentioned his primary influence 

· They based their program on the Black Muslim movement 

· minus the religion 

· W.E.B. DuBois 

· Marcus Garvey 

· Also introduced to Mao's Little Red Book 

· Expected race war - identified with African nationalist movements 

· called for black control of inner cities - black separatism and black nationalism 

· paramilitary (armed for self defense), preached revolution 

· recruited gangs 

· defense patrols 

· Four Panthers armed with shotguns followed police through the ghetto 

· They also carried law books and tape recorders 

· They observed arrests and raised bail for those arrested 

· famous for shootouts with police who were viewed as a foreign occupying army 

· Huey Newton was jailed after a shootout in which he killed two white police in a black ghetto - he claimed self-defense - 1967 

· According to the Black Panthers he was a "child of Malcolm X" 

· determined to get black freedom "by any means necessary" 

· felt that they had been hounded by the state 

· took headlines from other aspects of the movement 

· helped to create white backlash 

K. Kerner Commission Report - 1968

· "Our nations is moving toward two societies, one black, one white - separate and unequal." 

Evaluation - So how did LBJ do compared to the previous Presidents we have looked at? Why did you rank him where you did? Check to see how Nixon did. The notes from here to the end are fragmentary...I have work in progress to improve that, however it will be some time before you see it.



V. Building a Republican Majority

A. Southern Strategy - Nixon

· must win southern votes to stay President cater to Southern interests without losing Northern vote 

· 1. Agnew role in the Southern Strategy was to attack 

· liberals 

· commies 

· hippies 

· while defending traditional American values 

· 2. Nixon focus on civil rights and crime as areas to criticize liberals 

· especially the Supreme Court, while doing little himself 

B. Civil Rights - goal - win Southern support through benign neglect

· accused Supreme Court of being too liberal and overreacting to segregation 

· 1. HEW - Robert Finch - was withholding funds when token integration existed as in Mississippi 

· 1969 - Nixon refused to withhold funds in an attempt to win white southern support - sued 

· 2. 10/69 Alexander v. Holmes - forced Miss. to integrate - Nixon lost 

· 3. 1970 - Voting Rights Act of 1965 - renewal vetoed / overridden 

· said problem no longer existed 

· 4. 1970 - US Commission on Civil Rights reports major breakdown in enforcement 

· 5. US Sup Ct. - Swann v. Charlotte-Mecklenburg - 1971 - forced busing - Nixon opposed lost 

· a. North and South protested 

· b. busing required - if necessary for integration 

· Nixon defined "if" as "never" 

· c. Nixon blocked enforcement handed the problem to Congress 

· who delayed till after election - hot 

· d. Congress agreed with Nixon 

· liberal filibuster killed law to block busing 

· e. thus leaving it to the Courts who have no ability to enforce their decisions 

· f. 9/74 - violence in Boston 

· g. Miligan v. Bradley - busing inner city to suburbs not mandatory 

· partial victory for Nixon 

· 6. federal employment of blacks increased 

· 7. construction jobs to minorities increased

· suicide rate 100x normal 

· alcoholism rate high 

· b. 1953 Termination Policy (Ike/Nixon) 

· cut federal aid to Indian reservations 

· designed to make them more self-sufficient 

· forced them into the inner city slums (1/3 - 1961)

· cut off all aid to Chile 

· CIA sent $10 million to anti-Allende forces in the military 

· CIA ordered destabilization of Chile 

· strikes 

· sabotage 

· disorder 

· CIA sponsored assassination of Allende 

· replacement - Augusto Pinochet 

· soon the most repressive dictator in LA 

· (pro-US) 

· 4. uncovered by Congress (CIA activities were illegal)

I. INTRODUCTION

A. represents the most serious political scandal in the history of the U.S.

B. Imperial Presidency

· this scandal involves Nixon's attempts to use the power of the President in an attempt to bypass the Constitution in order to assure his own reelection in 1972 

· endangering the Constitution 

· 1. checks and balances 

· 2. democracy 

C. Nixon was caught and forced to resign - Did he receive fair treatment?



II. PLUMBERS - background

A. 1960 Election

· 1. JFK had aid infiltrate Nixon camp - close election - could have made a difference 

· 2. Nixon views this and similar events by other Presidents as justification for his behavior 

· 3. Paranoia led him to be secretive towards the press 

* B. LEAKS - caused the plumbers to be created

· 1. 5/69 - Cambodian invasion leaked 

· 2. Plumbers created to wiretap Nixon's own staff and newspapers 

· 3. Huston Plan - increase US intelligence 

· a. John Mitchell - atty gen 

· b. H. Hoover - FBI 

· c. CIA 

· 4. 9/71 - Ellsberg leak of Pentagon Papers discovered by illegal breakin (Hunt and Liddy) 

· public discovers during 1973 trial 

· 5. Is this type of behavior by law enforcement officials legal? moral? 

* C. DIRTY TRICKS - CREEP

· * 1. John Mitchell - former Attorney General 

· CRP campaign manager 

· brought plumbers with him - no longer working in law enforcement 

· new atty gen - Kleindienst 

· 2. H.R. Haldeman helped to plan and finance plumbers 

· most powerful man in the White House after Nixon 

· Money came from campaign donations to CRP ($60 million) 

· 3. Nixon was trailing in the polls prior to 1972 - attempted to catchup using plumbers 

· * 4. Enemies List 

· A list of 200 politicians, writers and others who had been critical of the Nixon Admin. 

· a. Kennedy 

· b. Muskie Campaign crippled 

· 1. phony statements issues in his name - including racist comments 

· 2. false rumors about him in the press 

· c. McGovern 

· IRS conducted audits on them 

· Undercover agents sought damaging information on them 

· They were illegally wiretapped (so were some of Nixon's own employees) 

· 5. Put together by Charles Colson and John Dean 

· 6. The plumbers were given orders to harass this group - give examples 

· 7. Is this type of behavior by private citizens moral? legal? 



III. THE BURGLARY

* A. Committee to Reelect the President - CRP

· 1. Break-in ordered by John Mitchell 

· * 2. Goal - Steal political strategy and bug the office 

· 3. prevent a repeat of the 1960 election when JFK stole the election 

· 4. Polls showed Nixon with a 19 point lead - did not need to cheat any longer - habit formed 

· * 5. Location - 6th floor of the Watergate Building (Democratic National HQ) on June 17, 1972 

· * 6. Howard Hunt (CIA) and Gordon Liddy (FBI) arranged the break-in 

· 7. May breakin failed 

· 8. Security Guard - Frank Wills spotted taped door and called police 

· * 9. 5 intruders led by James McCord 

· (CRP security chief - former CIA/FBI) 

· had led the Bay of Pigs Invasion - 1961 

· Police found $2300, cameras, bugs and notebooks containing the name of Howard Hunt with White House written beside it. They quickly established his link with Charles Colson - link $ 

B. Nixon's role remains unclear today

· * 1. There is no evidence that Nixon knew of the break-in 

· 2. Other Presidents had used similar tactics including JFK in the 1960 election 

· 3. Democratic Party Chairman - Lawrence O'Brien filed a $1 million civil law suit 

· 4. Watergate 7 identified - however no direct ties to the White House or CRP discovered 

· 5. Would exposure of dirty tricks, plumbers and Watergate ties to CRP have defeated Nixon? 



IV. COVER-UP

* A. Nixon decided that the press was out to get him therefore coverup

· the connection between the Watergate 7 and CRP till after the election 

· 1. Denial of connection - June 19, 1972 - Ron Ziegler - Press Secretary called it a 3rd rate burglary 

· 2. June 22, 1972 - Nixon denied that any of his staff was involved 

· 3. June 23, 1972 - H.R. Haldeman, John Ehrlichman, Nixon met and planned the coverup 

· * Obstruction of Justice - Had the CIA interfere with the FBI investigation to coverup the connection between the break-in and CRP claiming national security threats 

· Dean and Mitchell recommended (2 week delay in the investigation) 

· * CRP paid $1/2 million in hush money to buy silence 

· * These are crimes 

· 4. July 1 - John Mitchell resigned as head of CRP citing personal reasons (Martha Mitchell) 

B. Coverup worked -everyone dropped the story except for the 

Washington Post 

· 1. July 22 - Washington Post Reporters 

· Robert Woodward 

· Carl Bernstein 
· released a story revealing the connection between the burglars, G. Gordon Liddy and CRP 

· 2. August 29 - Nixon announces that White House Counsel - John Dean had investigated 

· concluded that there was no connection between the coverup and any current employees of the White House 

· "What really hurts is if you try to cover it up" 

· John Dean had not investigated 

· 3. Sept. - Watergate 7 indicted 

· 4. October 10 - Washington Post announced that Watergate was part of a massive spying campaign 

· and that a slush fund run by H.R. Haldeman had been created to keep the coverup quiet 

· Secret Source - Deep Throat 

· 5. Late October - Henry Kissinger had announced that the end of the war was eminent 

· 6. November - Nixon defeats McGovern 400+ to 17 

· * The election was unaffected by Watergate 

· George Wallace shot by Walter Bremmer in Md. 

· McGovern-Shriver (Eagleton withdrew) 

· 7. While it was obvious that the Watergate 7 were involved in something big few believed that Nixon was involved 

· 8. Jan. '73 - Nixon 68% popularity - announces end of the war for U.S. troops 

· V.P. Agnew attacks the press - President above criticism? 

· Power of the President increases - Balance of Power? 



V. INVESTIGATION AND EXPOSURE OF WATERGATE

* A. WATERGATE 7 TRIAL

· 1. all of them found guilty 

· 2. only the Washington Post had kept alive accusations of a coverup 

· * 3. Judge Sirica became suspicious based on these stories 

· 4. He threatened maximum sentences (35 - 40 years) if they would not tell who they were protecting 

· * 5. March 19-23, 1973 - James McCord sends a letter to Judge Sirica alleging 

· that high administration figures knew about the burglary 

· that they paid hush money to keep it quiet 

· and that he had committed perjury. 

· The judge read the letter at the sentencing and asked for more information 

· 6. Ties to Mitchell, Haldeman, and Ehrlichman will eventually be revealed 

* B. FBI re-enters investigation

· * 1. In March, John Dean began talking to the FBI (later Senate) he had covered up hush $ in Feb. 

· 2. They will eventually begin to substantiate Washington Post accusations and more trials will begin 

C. Congressional Investigation begins

· 1. The Senate considered this information and decided to investigate the bugging stories 

· (vote 77-0) 

· 2. May 17, 1973 - The Senate Select Committee has its first live TV hearings 

· * Sam Ervin (D) N.C.- Chairman 

· The end begins as the hearings last 3 months 

· Howard Baker (R) - "What did the President know and when did he know it?" 

· 3. May '73 - John Dean - "Cancer on the Presidency" 

· He states that the President knew of the connection before March of '73 

· and had ordered Dean to keep a lid on it 

· His word v. Nixon - most people believed President 

· Nixon considered clemency to end the issue 

· 4. Evidence discovered by investigations in 1973-74 - most tried to protect the president 

· a. Jeb Stuart McGruder supported McCord's story on the Plumbers as did others 

· b. The CIA was involved in illegalities 

· c. FBI director L.Patrick Grey had destroyed Watergate documents - resigned 

· d. Money had been paid by the White House to silence burglars - money drops 

· e. Plumbers had broken several laws including breaking into Daniel Ellsberg's psychiatrist's office 

· f. Creep had illegally disrupted Democratic campaigning 

· g. Large Corporations had made large ($100,000) 

· illegal campaign contribution often under duress 

· h. The White House had conducted a widescale illegal wiretapping program 

· i. IRS had been used to harass Nixon critics illegally 

· j. tampered with the judge in the Ellsberg trial 

· * 5. July 13, 73 - Alexander Butterfield reveals that the tapes existed. Tapes can support Dean 

* D. Special Prosecutor - Archibald Cox

· 1. Nixon creates "special investigator" to check thoroughly 

· 2. April 17, 1973 - Nixon announced that a new investigation would be launched and that he had not learned of the cover-up until March 21, 1973 

· 3. April 30 - Dean, Haldeman, Ehrlichman resigned 

· Attorney General - Richard Kleindienst resigned rather than be associated with the scandal 

· 4. His replacement was Elliot Richardson and Nixon ordered him to appoint a special prosecutor 

· * Archibald Cox to investigate the coverup and clear the President 

· 5. This made Nixon appear innocent to much of the public - how could he be guilty? 

· 6. continues to block his investigation 



VI. Tapes Controversy, Resignation and Aftermath

* A. Tapes Controversy

· 1. The Committee requested the tapes as did Cox - Nixon declined - Executive Privilege 

· * 2. Nixon claimed that the acts done by the plumbers were legal if the President does them 

· Executive Privilege - forcing the President to testify before Congress would violate the separation of powers 

· Nixon refused to appear 

· * 3. He denied knowing about these acts in advance and refused to hand over White House Documents claiming Executive Privilege 

· * 4. Cox sued Nixon to obtain the tapes 

· 5. October 12, 1973 - U.S. Court of Appeals ruled against Nixon's claim of Executive Privilege (5-2) 

· 6. Nixon appealed to the Supreme Court 

B. Spiro Agnew resignation

· * 1. October 10, 1973 - Spiro Agnew resigns as V.P. plea bargain no contest to charges of tax evasion 

· 2. He also accepted kickbacks as governor of Md. and as V.P. and was accused of bribery and extortion 

· 3. (Law and Order label spoiled) no jail time other charges were dropped 

· 4. Gerald Ford - the House Minority Leader was appointed V.P. 

* C. October 21, 1973 - Saturday Night Massacre

· 1. Cox insisted on the Tapes - Nixon refused 

· 2. Friday - Nixon offered an edited transcript to Cox instead of the tapes and ordered Cox to stop asking for the tapes 

· 3. Cox told Nixon no 

· 4. Nixon told Attorney General - Elliot Richardson to fire Cox, he refused and resigned 

· 5. Nixon told Deputy Attorney General - William Ruckelshaus to fire Cox and he resigned 

· * 6. Nixon told Solicitor General Robert Bork to fire Cox and he did 

· * 7. The public was convinced by this that Nixon was guilty and the outcry forced 

· * 8. the President to name a new Special Prosecutor - Leon Jaworski 

· who was promised some of the tapes 

· 9. The House began Impeachment hearings 

D. The Tapes

· 1. Nixon released some of the tapes which substantiated Dean's claims contained no smoking gun 

· 2. leading Jaworski to ask for more tapes 

· The long court battle over the tapes continued 

· 3. March 1974 - All of the main players were tried, convicted, and served time - (25 total) 

· they then made big bucks on the lecture tour 

· * Grand Jury named Nixon an unindicted coconspirator 

· 4. April 29, 1974 partial transcripts handed over with some of the tapes 

· * 5. The critical tape had an 18 1/2 minute "accidental" erasure by Rosemary Woods 

· a. actually erased several times; other tapes were still missing 

· b. Alexander Haig said that the erasure might have been caused by sinister forces 

· 6. Jaworski was not satisfied and continued the court battle 

· * 7. Destruction of evidence is a crime 

· * 8. July 24, 1974 - United States v. Nixon 

· decided that Nixon must hand over the tapes - unanimous 

· "I am not a Crook" - Nixon refuses to resign 

* E. Recommendation of Impeachment - 7/27/74 - by the House Committee

· * 1) Obstruction of Justice (27-11) 

· cover-up of the Watergate affair 

· * 2) Abuse of Power - Executive Privilege and the Imperial Presidency 

· (Use of FBI/CIA/Plumbers) 

· Dirty Tricks Campaign 

· * 3) Ignoring subpoenas by the Senate Committee (21-17) 

· Executive Priviledge 

· Two charges were rejected 

· 4) Cambodia/Laos bombings 

· 5) Use of government funds to improve his home - tax evasion 

· 6. Polls in Congress showed the result might be a near thing 

F. Resignation - evidence from the tapes

· * 1. Aug. 5 - New tapes showed that Nixon approved the coverup 6 days after the breakin 

· 2. Conversation between Nixon and Haldeman 

· "I don't give a sh__ what happens I want you all to stonewall it, let them plead the 5th amendment, cover-up, or anything else, if it'll save it, save the plan." 

· evidence also showed he had approved the hush money 

· he ordered the cover-up 

· * 3. Unofficial poll of House - 421 - 3 in favor of impeachment 

· * 4. Finally when it became clear that Nixon had lied to his own supporters 

· they abandoned him 

· he realized that he would lose in a Senate trial 

· 5. Popularity 27% 

· 6. August 6, 1974 - Secretary of Defense - James Schlesinger told the army not to take orders from 

· the President unless countersigned by him 

· * 7. Nixon resigned August 8, 1974 - admitted only bad judgment 

· * August 9 at noon Ford became President and appointed Nelson Rockefeller as V.P. 

· * 8. Sept. '74 Ford pardoned Nixon cost Ford popularity 

· Should Ford have pardoned Nixon? Pros? Cons?

A. Nixon Pardon - 9/74

· 1. prevent tearing US apart (bitterness, division) 

· 2. prevent public from learning the full truth

· 4. agreed to in advance? no 

· 5. popularity dropped from 71% to 50% overnight 

B. Vietnam Amnesty Program - 9/74

· 1. 200,000 eligible 

· 2. conditional pardon offered - public service required 

· 3. few accepted - no one happy 

C. Relationship with Congress

· 1. Democrats grew stronger 

· 2. veto was used very often (50 times in 2 1/2 years) 

· 3. Fair Campaign Practices Act - limited the amount of money individuals and corporations 

· could contribute to political candidates 

D. Economy - Biggest Problem

· 1. Stagflation worst since 1947 - caused by oil embargo/cartel 

· 2. WIN - Whip Inflation Now - voluntary price and wage controls - failure

· Detente was heavily criticized for allowing Vietnam and Angola to fall to communism 

· Chief Critic - Ronald Reagan 

A. Vietnam

· 1. Ford requested aid 

· 2. Congress said no 

· 3. South Vietnam fell - war over 

B. Mayaguez

· 1. Khymer Rouge defeated pro-US government 

· 2. 5/75 - Communists Cambodians captured US ship and crew of 39 

· 3. they agreed to release them with conditions - we sent in rescue team anyway 

· 4. US marines rescued them (15 marines killed, 23 wounded) 

· 5. Public supported show of force to strengthen our weak prestige 

C. Helsinki Accords - 1975

· 1. US and USSR signed while many dictators refused 

· 2. Human Rights agreements

A. Changes for Women

· By the 1970s the family roles and responsibilities became blurred 

· role of housewife declined - number working outside the home 

· 1950 - 32% 

· 1960 - 35% 

· 1970 - 43% 

· 1979 - 50% 

· 1980 - 52% 

· 1990 - 57% 

· married mothers with young children who were working 

· 1950 - 12% 

· 1970 - 40% 

· This changed the structure of the family and affected childrearing 

· need to find childcare 

· potential harm to children? 

· who would do household chores? 

· Causes 

· economic need - inflation 

· two income families necessary just to make ends meet 

· soaring divorce rates in the 1960s and 1970s 

· declining birth rates and increased life expectancy 

· birth control 

· Betty Friedan's The Feminine Mystique - 1963 

· isolation 

· boredom 

· lack of fulfillment 

B. New Jobs, New Problems

· Kennedy's President's Commission on the Status of Women 

· Equal Pay Act (1963): 

· Passed in Kennedy's administration 

· prohibited paying women less than men for equal work 

· women earn only about 60% what men do for comparable work 

· number hasn't changed much since act was passed 

· problem defining equal work 

· glass ceiling - a limit above which women could not rise withing a company 

· see also - Title Vll of the 1964 Civil Rights Act 

· Types of jobs that women could get often limited in the early 60s 

· 1960 - 3% of all lawyers were women 

· 1980 - 50% of new law students were women (same pattern for doctors) 

· Sexism - the idea that one sex is naturally superior to the other 

· strength 

· intelligence 

· toughness 

· women had to prove that success depends on training not biology 

· women treated like minorities even though there are more of them 

C. The Women's Movement

· National Organization for Women (1966) 

· Established by Betty Friedan 

· created to pressure the government to enforce Title VII 

· it sought to attain equality of opportunity and freedom of choice for all women 

· 300 members in 1966 

· 50,000 by mid-1970s 

· roots in 1800s - similar goals 

· property rights 

· better education 

· representation in government 

· Women's liberation 

· It its extreme form, the movement rejected marriage, family, and heterosexual intercourse. 

· It encouraged women to assault male power. 

· Kate Millett's Sexual Politics (1969) 

· Shulameth Firestone's The Dialectic of Sex (1970). 

· "Consciousness raising" 

· group sessions where women shared their experiences in growing up female 

· sought equal partnership with men - sharing responsibilities 

· Results 

· day-care centers 

· women's publications 

· women's health groups 

· increasing number of women in politics 

· Ella Grasso 

· Connecticut - governor 

· 1st not to succeed husband 

· women's studies in colleges and coverage in high schools 

· removal of sexism from the language and textbooks 

D. Roe v. Wade
· 1973 - women had the right to obtain an abortion during the first three months of pregnancy 

· Arguments for Roe v. Wade 

· better than bringing an unwanted child into the world 

· safer than the illegal abortions which killed 10,000 women each year 

· decision should be made by the woman not the government 

· Opponents - National Right to Life Committee 

· abortion was morally wrong 

· should be considered murder 

· government should protect the life of the unborn 

· 1977 - Congress banned the use of federal funds to pay for abortions 

· limited the ability of poor women to obtain safe abortions 

E. The Equal Rights Amendment

· First proposed in 1923 

· Congress passed it in 1972 

· Needed 3/4 of the states to ratify it 

· 35 states ratified it by the time the time limit ran out 

· 3 short 

· Goals 

· Aimed to strengthen the position of women as wage earners 

· Remove limits on women's property rights during and after marriage 

· Opponents - Phyllis Schlafly 

· Arguements 

· challenge traditional gender roles 

· ruin the stability of the family 

· maintained that it was unnecessary - women's rights were already protected 

· could led to women being drafted into the military 

· might abolish separate-sex bathrooms 

· might end alimony payments to divorced women

· a. Jimmy Carter - won the nomination in a surprise - few had heard of him 

· b. before he began the campaign against better known candidates 

· 1. Former governor of Georgia 

· 2. peanut farmer 

· 3. Navy sub commander 

· 4. interested in detail - brilliant 

3. Issues - Carter not responsible for the past

· a. Watergate (pardon) 

· b. Vietnam 

· c. Economy 

4. Carter won in a close election

· a. Campaigned as a Washington outsider 

· b. born again Baptist - stressed morality and honesty 

· c. vague on the issues 

· d. VP = Walter Mondale 

· e. Ford made a mistake in a televised debate 

· said Eastern Europe not dominated by Soviets 

· created doubt about his experience 



B. Style - Carter

1. Carter remained an outsider - offended many Washington (D)

· a. Carter lacked experience and did not gain it quickly enough 

· b. Pork Barrel legislation attacked to reduce waste cost him support 

· changed mind = lack of leadership 

· c. Democrats controlled Congress yet voted against many of Carter's ideas 

· d. Carter sought to move away from the Imperial Presidency 

· 1. blue jeans and sweater in a rocking chair image 

· 2. walked to his own inauguration 

· 3. televised fireside chats 

2. Carter's Domestic Advisors were also Washington outsiders 

· a. They too offended Washington politicians 

· b. Their inexperience kept Carter from receiving experienced advise 

· c. Bert Lance - head of OMB (Office of Management and Budget) 

3. Focus on Detail

· a. Carter wanted to make even the smallest decisions personally 

· b. Did large amounts of reading - did not want research condensed by unelected bureaucrats 

· c. This left him no time to arm twist and politic to get his ideas passed through Congress 

· d. Lack of Leadership created "Crisis of confidence" 

· e. Carter popularity eventually dropped below that of Nixon during Watergate (26%) 

· f. Carter blamed for everything which went wrong

1.Stagflation problems continued

· a. Skyrocketing price of oil - beyond our control - biggest cause

2. Free enterprise would provide better salaries and service 



E. Civil Rights and the Courts - Carter

1. Carter appointments 

· more blacks and women to office than any previous President 

2. Affirmative Action

· a. Bakke v. California - 1978 

· b. Allen Bakke - white male - sued to get into medical school 

· c. claimed reverse discrimination 

· d. Court split 5-4 

· 1. quotas are illegal 

· 2. race should be a factor in admissions all other things equal 

· e. Many blacks believed he moved too slow on school/residential segregation 

· f. Economic problems also hit blacks hard - blamed on Carter 



F. Energy Crisis - Carter

· Notice the conflict between Carter's Energy Program and his Environmental Program 

· Which was more important? Why? Carter never answered these questions. 

1. Carter declared the moral equivalent of war (MEOW)

· a. US imported more than 50% of its oil 

· dependency 

· left us vulnerable to OPEC 

· public did not believe the problem was real - oil embargo had ended 

· b. Proposed a comprehensive package 

· c. Failed to provide the leadership to get it through Congress intact 

2. Department of Energy - created in 1977

3. National Energy Act - 8/78 - Carter's Energy Program

· a. Called on Americans to sacrifice 

· drive less 

· turn up thermostat in the winter 

· b. Deregulation 

· 1. would allow oil companies to make huge profits 

· 2. would increase prices and thus reduce consumption 

· 3. opposed by liberals 

· unfair profits for oil corporations 

· hurt the poor 

· c. Windfall Profits Tax - 1979

· a. Carter decided to oppose nuclear power 

· b. Carter made coal more expensive 

5. Energy Crisis of 1979 - OPEC - 60% price increases 

· a. $13 to $31 / barrel caused gas prices to skyrocket 

· $.35 - 1972 increased to above $1.00 by 1980 (high around $1.50) 

· long lines returned - Carter was right 

· b. trade deficit increased $1.5 billion to 60 billion 

· c. inflation worsened 

· d. we became more dependent on OPEC (6% increased to 30%) - more vulnerable 



G. The Environment - Carter

1. Became the first President to actually support EPA 

· a. strengthened strip mining laws (reduced use of coal) 

· b. proposed restrictions to prevent acid rain (reduced use of coal) 

· c. created $1.6 billion EPA Superfund - chemical spills 

· d. placed requirements on auto emissions 

· lowered gas mileage

· a. Pennsylvania - not like Chernobyl - contained 

· b. Carter increased regulation to protect environment 

· c. Regulations increased cost and time to complete 

· d. No new reactors approved after Carter did this - increased use of oil 

H. NASA - Carter

1. NASA under Nixon/Ford reached its height

· a. Apollo - 6 missions to the moon (1969-1972) 

· b. Skylab - the beginnings of a space station program - successful test - 1973-74 

· c. Apollo-Soyuz - US linked with Soviets - detente - 1975 

2. NASA under Carter began building the Shuttle Program

· a. no launches during Carter presidency 

· b. public support declined as public became apathetic 

· c. lack of successes cost NASA momentum - not Carter's fault

1. Cyrus Vance 

· Secretary of State 

· JFK-LBJ - experienced 

2. Zbigniew Brzezinski 

· National Security Adviser 

· Columbia prof. 

3. Andrew Young - UN ambassador

· a. SCLC - civil rights leader 

· b. very popular with 3rd world - felt he was sympathetic 

· c. critical of Apartheid in South Africa 

· 1. started a movement to ban US investment in South Africa 

· 2. Congress eventually went along with a partial ban 

· despite the fact that Reagan disapproved - fearing a communist takeover 

· d. 1979 - resigned 

· 1. secret meeting with PLO - Yasser Arafat 



B. Human Rights - Carter

1. Helsinki Accords - basis for Foreign Policy

· a. promote human rights around the world 

· b. base foreign policy on what is morally right not on what benefits US 

· Idealism compared to Woodrow Wilson 

· c. negotiated in the press (propaganda) instead of behind the scenes 

· d. moved towards new Cold War 

· e. Reagan dropped the emphasis on human rights 

· resumed support for dictators who remained strong anti-communist leaders 

· f. Economic Aid increased by 20% to encourage and promote human rights 

2. Detente

· a. Carter supported detente 

· b. Detente became a casualty of Carter's insistence on human rights 



C. Latin America and Third World - Carter

1. Chile - 1977+

· a. Pinochet - harsh dictator - pro-US 

· came to power when Allende was assassinated 

· no democracy, but strongly anti-communist 

· high number of human rights violations 

· b. Carter cut off aid when Pinochet refused to reform 

· c. Same in Argentina and Uruguay 

2. Panama Canal Treaty - 1978

· a. Canal = symbol of US power over LA - imperialism 

· b. protests against US control had continued for years 

· c. Carter decided to "correct an old wrong" 

· 1. it had lost military significance since our carriers would not fit 

· 2. multiple US fleets reduced the necessity to sail around the world 

· 3. lost some economic significance 

· since oil supertankers and supercargo ships did not fit either 

· d. Our 1903 lease gave US control in perpetuity 

· e. US negotiated on this treaty under LBJ and Nixon 

· f. Carter completed the process signing two treaties 

· 1. Panama guaranteed permanent neutrality in the Cold War 

· 2. US was guaranteed access 

· 3. US kept right to intervene militarily to protect the Canal 

· 4. US would hand over control of Canal operations 

· and defense of the Canal in 2000 

· g. Conservatives denounced (Ronald Reagan especially) 

· 1. "We bought it, we paid for it, and they can't have it" 

· 2. US show of weakness 

· a majority of US citizens agreed with RR early 

· by the end of 1978 support had shifted in favor of the treaty 

· 3. critics claimed it increased instability in Central America 

· encouraging communism 

· h. 1978 - Senate ratified 68-32 - one more vote than necessary 

3. Nicaragua

· a. Somoza - same pattern as above - since 1933 

· b. Carter cut off aid 

· c. 7/79 - overthrown by Sandinistas (communists) 

· d. Daniel Ortega - new communist ruler 

· e. Carter delayed most aid until Ortega held free elections - did not happen 

· f. Ortega received aid from USSR and Cuba instead 

· g. Carter blamed 

4. Results

· a. Carter became very popular with the people of Latin America 

· b. conservative Latin American governments lost respect for US 

· c. Nicaragua fell to communism 



D. Soviet Union - Carter

1. Dissidents and Jews

· a. repression of dissidents and Jews frequently criticized by Carter in the press 

· propaganda 

· b. Sakharov 

· c. public criticism wrecked detente and returned US to Cold War 

2. Poland

· a. Carter recognized the Polish labor union led by Lech Walesa 

· b. this angered the Soviets 

3. SALT II

· a. 1977 - new set of proposals by Carter slowed the process down 

·   

· b. 6/79 - Vienna - signed treaty 

· c. Carter - Brezhnev 

· d. provisions 

· 1. limits on long-range missiles 

· 2. limits on number of bombers 

· 3. limits on nuclear warheads 

· e. Conservative opposition made ratification questionable 

· Felt that the treaty threatened our TRIAD defense system (MAD) 

· based on deterrence - prevention of nuclear war through the threat of retaliation 

· 1. land-based missiles 

· RR criticized it for allowed a freeze while the USSR was #1 in this leg of the Triad 

· felt Russians could destroy this leg 

· Carter proposed MX Missiles to solve this problem 

· underground tunnels to move missiles 

· Russians would be unable to know where they were 

· 2. submarine-based missiles 

· 3. bombers 

· Carter cancelled B-1 bomber and Neutron Bomb 

· we later built them anyway 

· weakened this leg of the Triad

· Loss of treaty hurt image of Carter's Presidency 

4. Afghanistan invasion - 12/79

· a. UN condemned Soviet invasion (their Vietnam) 

· b. US - economic sanctions - embargo on wheat - cost Carter farmers support 

· c. US - boycott of the Moscow Olympics 

· 1. cost them $500 million in profits from tourists who canceled 

· 2. cost Carter popularity at home 

· d. SALT II ratification vote blocked by Carter until USSR leaves 

· e. Led to Carter Doctrine 

· f. Carter asked for an increase in defense spending 

· including B-1 Bomber and Neutron Bomb 

· g. This seemed to end detente and bring back the Cold War 

· h. RR lifted wheat embargo - 4/81 - because it hurt American farmers 

· i. Did attempt to block European sale of oil equipment to USSR 

· j. LA Olympics - 1984 

· 1. USSR and allies boycotted 

· 2. US still made a profit - communists don't allow their people to travel 

· 3. symbolic only 

· k. Continued to be a problem under Reagan until the Soviets withdrew 

· l. US gave covert aid to Afghanistan under both Presidents - 1987 - $1 billion / year 



E. Asia - Carter

1. China

· a. US - Chinese relations continued to improve 

· b. Carter seemed to ignore human rights violations here 

· c. US ended recognition of Taiwan as ruler of China 

· d. We did offer them recognition as a separate nation - they rejected the offer 

· e. 1/79 - US opened full diplomatic relations with PRC 

· f. RR and other critics accused Carter of selling Taiwan out 

2. Failed to criticize human rights violations in the Philippines 

3. Failed to criticize human rights violations in South Korea 



F. Middle East - Carter

1. Camp David Accords

· a. Carter's greatest success 

· b. Sadat visited Jerusalem - 11/77 - offered hope of peace 

· c. 9/78 - Camp David, Maryland - two weeks of meetings 

· d. Anwar el-Sadat - Egypt met with Menachem Begin - Israel 

· e. Carter's Baptist style kept the two men negotiating through stormy arguments 

· f. When final treaty was stalled Carter went to Middle East 

· g. 3/79 - Formal peace treaty signed 

· 1. Washington D.C. 

· 2. Sadat and Begin won Nobel Peace Prize 

· 3. Israel returned Sinai peninsula to Egypt 

· 4. Egypt recognized Israel's right to exist 

· 5. They agreed to continue to discuss the occupied territories and the Palestinians 

· h. Results 

· 1. Had hoped other Arab countries would follow Egypt 

· 2. They kicked Egypt out of the Arab League instead (until 5/89) 

· 3. Offered great promise, but RR failed to follow up negotiations 

· 4. US risked oil embargo and increased Soviet aid to Middle East 

· 5. US gave aid to both Egypt and Israel 

· 6. Sadat assassinated 10/81 - while RR was President 

· Hosni Mubarak replaced him - moderate 

· 7. Begin was voted out of office 

2. Carter Doctrine - 1979

· a. USSR use of military in the Persian Gulf region 

· coinciding with Afghanistan invasion 

· led Carter to issue threat 

· b. US would meet Soviet force with force in the Middle East region 

3. Iran

· a. Failed to criticize human rights violations under the Shah in Iran 

· b. Shah Reza Pahlavi returned to power by US in 1953 - CIA 

· had become increasingly unpopular 

· pro-Western modernization 

· poverty vs. military spending ($15 billion - 1974-78) 

· violence broke out in 1978 

· US continued to support him as a loyal friend 

· c. 1/79 - Shah went into exile seeking medical care 

· US supported government left behind - failed - 2/79 

· d. Ayatollah Khomeini - fundamentalism Muslim religious leader returned from exile 

· returned Iran to non-Western Islamic Fundamentalism 

· practiced the same type of repression that the Shah had 

· e. Khomeini was hostile towards the US and USSR 

· anti- American protests swept the country 

· US temporarily shut down oil production until things calmed 

· f. Carter withdrew all, but essential embassy personnel 

· considered closing embassy 

· government assured their protection 

· g. 10/79 - Carter allowed the Shah to come here for cancer treatment 

· h. 11/4/79 - Iranian students took US embassy in Teheran 

· 53 hostages kept 444 days 

· used for tv propaganda - for whole world to see 

· i. Diplomatic efforts were tried but failed 

· j. Economic sanctions - cutting off trade and freezing assets also failed 

· k. 4/80 - American rescue mission failed (8 servicemen died) 

· 1. Sec. of State Vance had opposed - resigned in protest 

· 2. Carter picked Edmund Muskie to replace him 

· 3. Hurt Carter's chances for reelection 

· l. Algeria acted as a middle man helped US to trade frozen assets for hostages 

· talks showed progress after Shah died - 7/80 

· m. Negotiated by Carter - Iran delayed release until he was defeated as President - revenge 

· n. Hostages released 1/20/81 after RR sworn in as President 

· o. Reagan got credit for the release from some - Carter did all the work 

· p. symbol of US inability to control the world despite being #1

· c. ambassador to China 

B. Democrats

· 1. Carter/Mondale 

· 2. Edward Kennedy - divided and weakened Democrats

· c. Goal - Stimulate economy by raising productivity 

· c. blamed high taxes for most economic problems 

· 2. Laffer Curve - tax cuts would increase government income 

· a. Voodoo Economics according to Bush and the Democrats 

· b. Budget Deficits hit record high of $221 billion - 1986 

· c. national debt - $3.1 trillion (tripled) 

· 3. Result - recession - see graph (1981-82) 

· 4. 1982 - Volker still running show relaxed credit restrictions 

· Reaganomics canceled - Reagan asked for and got tax increases 

· Oil glut helped slow inflation - helped most states - hurt oil states

· expected growth rate never occurred - growth was sluggish

VI. Results of Reaganomics

A. Recession and Recovery

· 1981 - 1983 - Most severe recession since the Great Depression 

· Unemployment topped 10% 

· many of those laid off failed to get unemployment benefits because of Reagan policies 

· 450 businesses per week were going bankrupt 

· Federal Reserve Board had raised interest rates to bring down inflation - which worked 

· once inflation declined the FED let up and recovery began 

· recovery was stimulated by deficit spending - defense 

· triggered a consumer buying spree and a surge of speculative investment 

· laid the groundwork for serious economic difficulties after his departure 

B. Balance of Trade - became unfavorable under Nixon and worsened 

· 1. 1985 - US becomes debtor nation - 1st time since 1914 

· 2. 1986 - US fell to #2 export behind W. Germany / Japan is close 3rd

· experienced - resigned in 1982 

B. Sec. of State - George Schultz

· worked with RR in California 

C. Caspar Weinberger - Secretary of Defense

· led the call for a strong military buildup 



II. Containment - Reagan

A. USSR = evil empire

· 1. communist plot to take over the world 

· 2. "Soviet Union underlies all the unrest that is going on" in the world 

· 3. Detente allowed USSR to pass US and become #1 

B. New Arms Race - catch up

· 1. largest military buildup in peacetime history 

· 2. 1981-85 = $1.7 billion increase = increase in the national debt 

· 3. USSR would have to negotiate is the US was in a position of clear strength 

· 4. USSR economic problems would make it impossible for them to keep up in an arms race 

· 5. expected them to go broke if they tried 



III. Latin America and the Third World - Reagan

A. Haiti - 1986

· 1. Reagan did support the overthrow of Jean-Paul Duvalier despite the fact that he was anti-communist

B. Grenada - 10/83

· 1. Cuban-backed Marxist government took over - 20 mi. long island - pop. 110,000 

· 2. Reagan claimed US students were threatened and used this as an excuse to invade 

· 3. 1900 Marines easily recaptured (18 killed /115 wounded) island with foreign aid 

· 4. Speed of victory prevented the use of the War Powers Act 

· 5. popular at home - success - 90% agreed after the fact 

· 6. popular with Grenada however Europe and LA disapproved 

· 7. UN condemned US 108 - 9 

C. El Salvador

· 1. Jose Napoleon Duarte - democratically-elected 

· 2. replaced conservative dictatorship that ruled while Carter was President 

· 3. communist guerrillas were fighting a civil war against the government 

· 4. receiving their weapons from Nicaragua according to Reagan - evidence scanty 

· 5. Reagan gave military and economic aid to Duarte 

· a. doubled military aid to $11.5 million - US spent 800 million between 81-83 

· b. sent 56 military advisers 

· c. Congress talked of Vietnam - threatened use of War Powers Act 

· d. Boland Amendment - 1981 

· 1. required Duarte to improve human rights 

· government death squads still existed - by mid 1984 - 43,000 civilians and 11 Americans had been executed 

· 2. required them to negotiate with the rebels 

· 3. these conditions had to be met before Congress would approve aid 

· e. 71% of Americans (1983) believed that Reagan was on the verge of another Vietnam in El Salvador or Nicaragua 

D. Caribbean Basin Initiative - commission - 11/83

· 1. Created by Reagan to analyze US policy in Central America 

· 2. Headed by Henry Kissinger 

· 3. Recommended $8.84 billion in aid over 5 years 

·   

E. Nicaragua

· 1. Reagan cut off economic aid to Nicaragua - 1981 

· 2. Sandinista's lost support during the 1980's as their economy deteriorated 

· a. exports dropped from $660 million to $249 million 

· b. Was this the result of US pressure? or 

· c. Was this the result of communist mismanagement? 

· 3. CIA-backed Contras - created late 1981 

· 4. Congress disapproved of Contra aid - limited it to $100 million 

· and eventually refused to give more (see Iran Contra Affair) 

· 5. Reagan suggested the possibility of sending US troops against the 

· communists - Congress said no - another Vietnam 

· 6. Reagan refused to negotiate 

· a. This upset other LA countries 

· b. Oscar Arias - Costa Rica - developed a peace plan 

· c. Reagan was reluctant to even talk of peace 

· 7. 7/83 - US navy practiced war games of Nicaraguan coast for 6 months 

· 8. 9/83 - US marines practiced war games in Honduras 

· Congress gave in and gave the Contras more aid in order to get US troops out - $24 million for 6 months 

· 9. 10/83 - CIA commando raid blew up oil storage facilities in Nicaragua 

· 10. 4/84 - Reagan mined Nicaragua's harbors to prevent them from receiving aid 

· damaged one Soviet ship as well as some of our own allies 

· US lost case in the World Court - refused to accept court decision 

· 11. 1984 - US escalated Navy and Marine war games and asked for more aid 

· 12. 9/84 - Ortega agreed to negotiate with Contradora peace group from LA 

· 13. After Reagan left office Bush negotiated 

· 14. Ortega surprised the US by allowing free elections 

· Carter was one of the observers who went to make sure 

· 15. Ortega lost to Chamorro and stepped down - we were surprised 

F. Iran-Contra Affair

· 1. US sold weapons to Iran - Reagan denied doing so then changed his story 

· and admitted that he had approved the sale 

· 2. hoped Iran would help free our hostages in Lebanon - they did not 

· 3. this made Reagan look bad because he had said for years that he would 

· not negotiate with terrorists 

· 4. Senate investigation found numerous laws broken but gave immunity

· a. MX missile 

· b. B-1 bomber 

· c. Stealth bomber 

· d. aircraft carriers 

· e. Cruise missiles 

· f. Pershing II missiles 

B. Poland

· 1. Poland arrested Walesa and shut down Solidarity 

· 2. RR imposed economic sanctions against Poland in order to help the Polish people 

· 3. Polish Americans opposed this policy 

C. Korean Airliner shot down by the Russians - 9/83

· 1. Alaska to Seoul - strayed over secret Soviet military base

· 3. Aquino has considered not renewing Subic Bay Naval Station and Clark Air Base leases
